LIICOLN'S MESAGE TO THE V., CONQoES,
Fenlow.Lndrs orf he atete and

Hoeo of. epreosentetie,:
In the midst of unprecedented political troubles

we have cauose a. great gratitude to. God for. oni-
versal good health and most abundant harvests.
Yon.wit not be surprised to learn that in the pe-
culiar exigencles of the times oar intercourse with
foreign nations has been attended with profoond
soulicitude schiefly tuorninog upon our domeste af.
fairs. no•dAist aN lortohth the Atericn 'popla
have,,dring the whole of the year, been engaged
In an atemapt to divide and destroy the Union. A
nation which endures faetious domestic divisions,
is exposed tv disrespeontabroad, and one.party or
both is sure sooner or. later to invoke foreign
intervention. Nations thus tempted to inter-
fere, sre not always alc tio teisat the coansels of
'ebeming expediency and ungenerous ambition, al-
'though measures adopted under esuch influence
'seldotm ail to be unfortunate and injurions to thoqe
adopting them. The disloyal citizens Of thn
'United States wto have offered the ruin o our•
country in reward for the aid and comfoit which
they have invoked abroad, have received lets
patronage and encouragement than they probably
expected. If it were just to suppose, as the in-
surgepts haveseeemed to assume, that foreign na-
tions, in this case disregarding all moral, social
and teaty gobligations, would act solely and sel-
fishly for the most speedy restoration of com-

ierce, incluoding specially the acquisition of cot-
ton, those nations appear yet not to have seen
their way to their object more directly or clearly
than through the preservation of the Union: If
we.oeuld dare to believe that foreign nations are
actmated by no higher principle than this, Io am
quitenure a sound argument could'bp made to
show'thein thaet they could rach' their atis more
readily and easily by giving encouragement to the
prinoipal lever relied on, by the exciting -of for-
eign nations to hostilities against os, already inti-
mated, In the. embearrasment of commerce.
Those oations, however, not improhably saw from
'the first that it was the Union which oade as well
our foreign as onr domestic commerce. They can
seareelyf.ail tosperoelve thattheeflfert for dlisoion
produces the existing difficulties, and one strong
nation promises more durable peace, and a more
extensive, valuable and reliable commerce than
can the game natipn broken into hostile fragments.
It is not my purpose to review our discussions
with foreignStates, because whatever might be
their wishes or disposition, the integrity of o•r
country and the stability of our-Government main
ly depend, not npon them. but upon the loyalty,
patriotism, virtue and intelligence of the American
people. The correspondence itself, with the osual
reservations, is herewith submitted. I venture to
hope that it will .appear that we have practiced
prudence and liberality toward foreign powers,
averting causes of irritation, and with .firmness
maintaining our own rights and power. Since,
however, it is apparent that here, as in every other
State, foreign dangers necessarily attend domestic
di.culties, I recommend that adequate and ample
measures be dopted for.maintaining the public de-
fenses od every side.

While under this generat recommendation, pro-
visions for defending our coast line readily occur
to the mind, I also, in the same connection, ask
the attention of Congress to our great lakes and
rivers. It is believed that some fortifications and
depots of alone and hmunitions, with' harbor and
navigation improvements, as well selected poaits
upon theae would be of. great importance to the
national defence and preservation. I ask attention
to the views of the Secretary of War, expressed in

Ihs report, upon the same general question.
I deer it ofg importance that te .loyal regions

of East Tennessee and Western Noeth.Carolina
should he connected with Kentucky and other
faithful parts of the Union by railroad. I, there-
fore, recommend, as a military measure, that Con-
gresoan provide for the construction of easuch a road
as speedily as possible. Kentucky will, n doubt,
cooperate, and through her Legislature make the
most judicious selection of the line. The northern
terminus must connect with some existing rail-
road, buhot whether te route siall be from Lexing-
ton or Nicholasville to Cum7berland Gap, or from
Lebanon to the Tennesse line in the direction of
Knoxville, or some still different line, can easily
he determined. Kentucky and the General Gov-
ernment cooperating, the work can be completed
in a very short time, and when done. it will not
only be of vast present usefulness, but also a
available permanent improvement, worth its cost
in all the future.

Some treaties designed chiefly for the interests
of commerce, and having no grave political im-
portance, have been negotiated, and will 'be sub-
mitted to the Senate for their consideration. Al-
thongh we have failed to induce some of the com-
mercial powers to adopt a desirable melioration
for the rigor of maritime war, we have far removedall the obstacles from the way of their humane re-
form, excopt such as are merely of temporary aid
accidental occurrence. I invite your attention to
the correspondence between Her Britannic Majes-
ty's Minister accredited to this Government, and
the Secretary o0 State, relative to the detention of
the British ship Perthshire, in Jnne last, by the
ulnited States steamer Moassachusetts, for a soup-

posed breach of the blockade. As this detention
was occasioned by an obvious misapprehension Of
the facts, and as justice requires that we should
commit no belligerent act bet founded in strict
right as sanctioned by public law, I recommend
that an appropriation be made to satisfy the rea-
sonable demand of the nowner of the vesselfor her
detention.

Irepeat the recommendationof my predecessor,
in his anniial'message to Congress in December
-last, in regard to the disposition of the surplus
which will probably remain after satisfying the
claims of American citizens against China, pursuant
to the award of the commissioners, under the act
of the 3d March, 1800. If, however, it should not
be deemed advisable to carry that recommenda-
tioninto effect, I would suggest that authority be
given for investinr the principal over the surplus
referred to in good securities, with a view to the
satisfaction of such other just claims of our citizens
against China as are not unlikely to arise here-
after in the course of our trade with that Empire.

Ily the act of the 6th of August last, Congress
authorized the President to instruct the command-
ers of suitable vessels to defend themselves against
and. to capture pirates. This authority has been
exercised in a singleintance only.,

For the more effectual protection of our exten-
sive and valuable comtmeroe in the eastern seas
especially, it seems that io would be advisable to
authorize the commanders of sailing vessels to re-
eapture any prizes which pirates mey make of
United States vessels and their cargoes, and the
consular courts, established by law in the ,astern
countries,.to adjudicate the gases, in the event
that this should not be objected to by the legal
authorities.

If any good reason exists why we should per-
sist longer in withholding our recognition of the
independence and sovereignty of Hayti and Li-'
beria,I am unable to discover it. Unwilling,:how-
ever, to inaugurate a novel policy in regard to
them without the approbation of Congress, I sub.
mit for your consideration the expediency of as,
appropriation for maintaining a charge d'affairea
near each of those States. It does not admit' of
doubt that important commercial advantages might
be secured by favorable treaties with them. -

The operations of the Treasnry during the period
which has elapsed since your adjournment have
been condncted with signal success. The patriot-
ism of the people has placed at the disposal Of
the Government the large means demanded by the
public exigencies. Much of the national-loan has
been taken by citizens of the industrial classes.
whose confidenco in their country's faith and zeal
for their country's deliverance from the present
peril, have induced them to contribute to tie suo-
port of the Gorernment the whole of their limited
acquisitions. This fact inoposes peculitr obliga-
tions to economy in disbursemeut and energy in
action. The revenue from all sources, itcluding
loans for the financial year ending on the 30th of
June, 18tc, was $86,835,000 17, and tine expendi-
tures for the same period, including payment o0
account of the public debt, were $l4,57lt,031 34,
leaviug a balance in the Treasury an the tst of
July, of $2,257,065 80 for the first quarter of the
financial year, ending 30th September, 1861. The
receipts irom all sources, including the balanco
from TJoly let, were $102l,332,509 27, and the ex-
petuses $98,239,133 09, leavieg a balance on the lst
of October, 1861, of $l,22,775 18. Estimates for
the remaining three-quarters of the -ear, and for
the financial year of t863, together with his views
of the ways and means for meeting the demanda
contemplated by them, will be sobmitted to Con-
gress by the Secretary of the Treasury. It io
gratifying to know the expenses made necessary
by the rebellion are not beyond the resources of
the loyal people, and to believe that the samn
patriotism which has thas far eastained the Gov-
ernment will continue -to sustain it till peace and
union shall again bless tine land..

I respectiully refer to the report of the Secretary
of War for information respecting the numerical
,trengfh of the army, and for recommendations
having in view an iocrease of its efficiency, and
the well-being of the various branches cf the sor-
vice entrusted to his care. It is gratilying to know
that the patriotiso of the people is equal to the
occasion, and that the numthec ot troops tcnderrd
greatly exceeds the force which Congreas aunhor-
iced me'to call into the field. I refer with plea-
nre to those por'ions of his report which mako

allusion al- the creditable degree of 'difeipline
already attalned by our troops, and to the exeil-"
lent.sanitary condition of the entire army. The
reeoftendation by tihe Secretaryi for an organiz-
alotd ofu the militia upon uhlforiIt bass, is an oh--
jeet 'of vltaimportance to the future safety of thet
country and is commended to the serious atten-t
tion of bngrees. A large addition to the'regdtir
army, in contectiori tWth the defection that ltasi
so collsiderably diminished the number of its
'-oflers, gives peculiar importance to his tecom-'
men•tation for inicreaslng the corps of cadets to
the greatest capacity of the military acadeoy-.

By mere omiession, I pretum, Congressbs ftiled
to provide ehaplains for the hospitals-ocenpied by:

-volnteers. fhe subject wps brought to my notite,
and;I wgs induced to draw op the form df a letter,
otlie"cjy' f which'eWs properly 'ddressed to each
of'thle"ierson ahid'at the dates respectively named
andu.ated In easchedile containing also the. form:

The report of the Secretary of theNavy presents.

inp detailthe operations of that branch of the ser-
vice;'and the activity and energy which have
chroartdrized its administration and the result of
measures to inurease its etffoiency and power.
nochl has been the additions by construction

.and purchase that it may almost be said a navy
bes been created and brought'into service since
our dfficulties commenced." Besides blockading
our extensive coast, squadrons. larger than ever
before assembled under 'our flag have been pot
sfeat, and performed deeds which have incresaed
our navl arenown. I would invite special atteation
to the recommendation of the Secretary of the
Navy fors more perfect organization of the navy
by introducing additional grades in the service.
The present organization is defective and uonatis-
factory, and the Snggestions enubitted-by the de-
partment will, it heis belieed, if adopted, oob•iat
the diffcnlties allded to, promoto harmony and
ipprease the effioienc of the navy.

There are three vacancies on the bench of the
'Sprenie Court, two by the deceasd of eJutices
Daniel and McLean, and one by t•te-reignation of
Justice Campbell. I have o-fariforbore making:
nominations to fill these vacancies, for. reasons
owhich I will hnow state; 'TwO f the outgoing

circuits,' and maey of .thei c, comp~leetent there
probably would not take the personal hazard of
accepting to serre eveh here npon the Supreme
Bench. I have been inwilling to. throw all .the
appointments northward, thus disabling myself'
from doing jostice to the Sonut on the return of
peace, although I may remark, that to transfer to
the North one which has heretofore been in the
-South, wonld'not, with reference to territory and
pobpulation, be' unjust. Daring the loug and hbrl-
liant career of lulge McLeanr, his circuit grew into
an empire, altogether too large for any one Judge
'to give the Courts thereinmore than a nominal
attendance, rising in papulation from 47i,000 in
t831 to 6,151,405 in 1go60. Besides, thk country
has generally outgrown our present judicial sys-
tem. If uniformity was at all the intention, the
system requires that all the States shall be accom-
modated with Circuit Courts attended by Supreme
Judges, while in fact Wisconsin, Minnesota', Iowa,
Kansas, Florida, Texas, California and' Oregon
have never had any such- Coorts. Nor can this
be well remedied without a change in the system,
because the adding of Justices to the Supreme
Court would create a Caert altogetheritoo danger-
5us for a judicial body of any sort,.and the evil of

it be one that will increase as new States come in-
to the Union. Circuit Courts are useful, or they
are not useful. If useful, no State should be de-
nied them; if not useful, no State should have
them. Let them be provided for all, or abolished
as to all, Three modifications occur to me here,
which Ithink would be an improvement upon our
prerent system. Let the Supreme Conrt be of
convenient number in every event ; then, first, let
the whole eooetry be divided into circuits of con-
venient size, the Supreme Judges to serve in a
number of them corresponding to the number, and
independent Circuit Judges be provided for all the
rest; 'or, secondly, the Supreme Judges be re-
lieved from circuit duties, and Circuit Judges he
provided for all the circuits ; or, thirdly, dispense
with Circuit Courts altogether, leaving the Judicial
functions wholly to the District Courts and an inde-
pendent Sunpreme Court.

I respectfully recommend to the consideration
of Congress the present condition of the statute
laws, with the hope that Congress will be able tofind an easy remedy for the many inconveniences
and evils which constantly embarrass those en-
gaged in the practical administration of them.

Sinee'the organization of government, Congress
has enacted some five thousand acts and joint re-
solutions, which fill more than six thousand closely
printed pages, and are scattered through many
volumes. Many of these acts have been drawn in
haste and without sufficiOent caution, so that their
provisions are often obscure. in themselves, or in
conflict with each other, or at least so doubtful as
als to render it very difficult for even the best in-
formed persons to ascertain precisely what the sta.
tote law really is. It seems to me very important
that the statute law should be made as plain and
intelligible as possible, and be reduced to as small
a compass as may consist with the fullness and
precision of the will of the Legislature and the per-
spicuity of its language. These well done would,
I think, greatly facilitate the labors of those whose
douty it is to assist in the administration of the
laws, and would bring a lasting benefit to the peo-
ple by placing before them, in a more accessible
and intelligible form, the laws which so deeply'
concern their interest and their duties.

i am informed by some, whdse opinions I respect,
that the acts ofCongross now in force, and of per-
manent and general nature, might be revised and
rewritten, so as to be embraced in one volume, or
at least volumes of ordinary and convenient size,
and I respectfilly recommend to Congress to con-
sider the subject, to devise such a plan as to their
wisdom shall seem most proper for the attainment
of the end propioed.

One of the unfavorable consequences of the
present insurrection Is the entire suppression in
many places of all ordinary means of administer-
ing civil justice by the officers and in the forms ef.
existing law. This is the case, in whole or in part,
in all the insurgent States, and as our armies ad-
vance npon and take possession of parts of. those
States, the praotical evil becomes more apparent.
There are no ncourts or officers to whom the citizens
of other States. may apply for the enforcenment of
their lawful claims against citizens of the insur-
gent States, and there is a vast amount of debt
constituting such claims. Some have estimated it
as high os 2,000,00,000, due in large part from ins-
surgento in open rebellion, to loyal citizehd, who
are even now making great sacrificees in the dis-
charge of their patriotic duty to support the Gov-
eromoet. I. o!,r these circumstances I have been
orgentF :qoliK ,std to estnablish, by military power,
court to administer summary justice in such eases.
I hab 'hu' fat declined to do it, not because I had'
any doubt that the end proposed-the collection of
debt-was just and right in itself, but because I
have been unwilling to 'go beyond the pressure of
necessity in the unusual exercise of. power; but
the powers of Congress, I suppose, are equal to
the anomalous occasion, and therefore I refer the
.whole matter to Congress, with the hope that a
plan may be devised for the administration of jus-
tice in all such parts of the insurgent States and
Territories as may be under control of the Gov-
ernment, whether by a voluntary return to alle-
giance and order, or by the power of our arms.
This, however, not to be a permanent institution,
but a temporary substitute, and to cease as soon
as the ordinary courts can be reestablished in
peace.

It is important that some more convenient means
should be provided, if possible, for the adjustment
of claims against the Government, especially in
view of their increased number by reason of the
war. It is as much the duty of the Government to
render prompt justice against itself, in favor, of
citizens, as it is to administer the same between
private individuals. The investigation- and adjust-
ment of all claims of this nature belongs to the
judicial department. Besides, it is apparent that
the attention of Congress will be more than usually
engaged for some time to come with great national.
questions. It was intended by the organization of
the court of claims mainly to remove this branci
of business from the halls of Congress, but while
the court has proved to be an effective and valp-
able means of investigation, it, in a great degree,
fails-to effect the object of its creation for wantt
of power to make its judgments final. Pully aware
of the delicacy, not to say the danger of the sub-
jelt, I commend to your careful consideration
whether this power of maklting judgments final may
not be properly given to the -eourt,reserving the'
right of appeal on questions of law to the SupremeCourt, wilh such other provisions as experience
may have shown to be necessary.

I ask attention to the report of the Postmaster.
General, the following being a summary statement
of tho condition of that Department:

I'Tufmtt
for your consideration the expediency of re5i-
iong that as aportionii'lf teDistriot, thtl the' to-
toration of the originat-bosndaries thereof;4hreagh
negotiations with the State of Virgi . ,

The report of the Secretory of the Ihterior, *lhb,
the accompanying donpinegnd, exhibits the eshdi-
tlion of the several-brancheo of the publie business
pertaining to thattdepartment. The depresslognm-
floenees of the insurrec•on e have been esPecially
felt in the operations of the Patent add General
Land offices. The sash receipts from the saleldif
peblie letin, duting the last year, have exeeoded
the expenses of our' land system only about-
$200,000. ' The salehavba been entirely suspendtd
in the Southern States, a hile the interdruptIob
the busilnes of the country, and the diversion of,
laroge numbters of men from labor to military aser-
vice, have obstructed settlements in the new
States aid 'brltdiseas of the Northwest.

The receipts of the Patent office have declined
in nine months about $100,000, rhndering a large
reduction of the force employed necessary to make
it self-sustaining. The demands upon the Pension
office will be largely.increased by the insurrection.
anmerous applications for pensions, based upon

the cacosaltie of the exilting sar,'havealrder y
been made. There is reasoneto believe thhat many
who are now upon the pension roll aend Inoaeeei
of the bounty of the Government are in the retk
of the insurgent army, or giving them aid ned coi-
fort. The Secretary of the Interior has directed
the suspenslon of the panymenteof the l•eusion-of
such persons upon the prof of their disloyalty, -I
recommend that.Congreaauthorize that officer to
cause the names of such pevsono to be stricken
from the pension rdils.

Therelations of the Government with the Idoian
tribes havd.been disturbed byh the insrreotton, sh-
ecially in the Northerp Soperontendeony atnd in
New Mexice . The Iedieoonnotry southlof Kanass
is in pooaesoionof,'thic'ienorgents from Texas and
Arhkausas. The agenee of the Unitted Staten oap
ponted since the 4th ofltMareh for this Superio
tenrdenoy.lye been unable, to reach tbeirpoats,
wfe the rpst of thogt who were in office befora
that time have espoused the ihsurrectionary 'cause
and aimed to exercise the power of agente by vir-
tue of eommiseions frem the insurrectioniasts;' It
has beconstated inthe public preso that a portini
of these Indian hae been organized e it
force, and are attached t• the artily of- ther riori
geits, although the l •Oeernment has no offieal in-
formation opon the subject. Letters have beeon
written to the Commissioner of Indian Affairs by
several prominent chiefs, giving assurance of their
loyalty to the Utited Statns, and expressing the
wish for the presence of Federal troops to proteot
them. It is believed that, on the repossession of
the country bythe Federal forces, the Indian wlil
readily cease the beetile demonstrations, ad r
sums their former relations to the Government. •':

Agfrculture,, confessedly the largest intorentaf
the nation, has not a department or a bureau? but
a clerkship only assigned to it in the Government.
While it is fortunate that this great interest is so
independent in its nature a1 not to have demanded
and "extorted more from the-,Government, I re=
spetftolly osk Congress to eonsider whether some.
thing moe caninot be given volontarily with'gen-
eral advantage. Antnual reports exhiblting the

ondlttbn of our agrlooltore, -cmmercenand manto
facture, would present a fund of information of
great praeottal value to the country. While I
make no suggestions as to details, I venture the
opinion that an agricultral and statistrcal-bureau
might proflably be organized.

The oxeoution of the laws for the suppression of
the African slave trade has been confined to the
Department of the Interior. It is a subject of con-
gpatulation that the efforts which havebeetn made
for the suppression.of this Inhuman ,traffic have
recently been attended with unusual success. Five
vessels being fitted out for the slave trade have
been seized and condemned. Two masters 'en-
gaged in the trade, and one person equipping the
vessel as a slaver, have been convicted.and sub-
jected to the penalty of One and inypriaonmet ;
and one captain, taking up a cargo ofAfricans oa
board his vessel, has been convicted of the high-
est grade of offense under our laws-the punish-
ment of which is death.

The Territories of Colorado, Daeotah and Neva-
da, created by the last Cong ess, have been organ-,
ized, and civil administration has been fioau orated
theiein, under auspices especially gratifying, when
it is considered that the leaven- of treason wasi
found existing in some of these new coantries
when the Federal officers arrived there. The
abdundat natural resources of these Territories,
with the security and protection afforded by or-
sanized government, will doubtless invite to them

a larger immigration when peaeeshali restore the
business of the country to its accustomed chan-
nels. "I submit the resolutions of the Legislature
ef Colorado, which- evince the patriotic spiritof
the people of the Territory. So far, the authority
of-thel United States has been upheld in allthe Tfr-
ritoriee, as It itis hoped it will be in the future. I
commend their interests and defehse tb the de-
lightened and generous care of Congress.

I recommend to the favorable 'cosideretlon of
Congress the interests of the District of Columbia.
The insurrection has beenthe caus' Of much suf-
fering aud'maolitte to the inhabitants, and as they
have no representative in Congresa, that- body
should not enerlook their just claims upon the
Government.

At your late session a joint reolutldn was adopt-.
ed auithorizing the President to take 'measUhres for'
facilitating a proper representation of. the'indus-
trial interests of the United States at the!Exhibi-
tion of tite Industry of all Nations, to be holden at
London in the year 1t62. Iregretto have been
unable to give personal attention t-:this subject; a
subject at once so interestingiu itself, and eo ex-
tensively and intricately connected with the ma-
terial prosperity of the world.
Through the Secretaries of State and Interior, a

plan or system huas been devised and partly me-
tured, which will be laid before you, under and by
virtue of the act of Congress, entitled "'An act to
confiscato property used for insurrectionary pur-
poses," approved August 6,1861. Legal claims of
cdrtaln persons to the labor and-ervioe of certain
other persons have become forfeited, aud numbers
of the latter thus liberated are already dependent
on the United States, and must be provided for in
some+ way. Besides this, it is'not impossible that
omhe'of the States will past similar enactments for

their own benefit respectively, and by the opera-
tionof which, persons of Cbhe same class will be
thrown upon them for disposal. In such eases, I
recommend that 'Congress provide for-accepting
such persons from such States aecording •t some
mode of valuation •in lieu,protanto-iof-direct taxes,
or upon some other planto be agteed on with such
States respectively; that such persons, on such
acceptance -by the General Government,'be at
once deemed free, and that,-tn any event, steps be
taken for colonizing with- classes, or the oeSfirSt
mentioned, if the other sialt not be brought into
expedience, in some place or places in a climate;
raneonia to thoe
It might be well to consider, too; whether the

free colored people already in the United States
could not, so far as individuals may desire, be in-
cluded in such colonization. To carry oat the plan
of colonization may involve the acquiring of terri.
tory, and also the appropriation of money beyond
that to be extended in territorial acqoisition; tav.
iog practised the acquisition of territory for nearly
fifty years, the question of constitutional power to
do so is no longer an open onet with us. The
power was wirst'questioned by Mr. Jefferson, who,
however, in the purchase of Louislana, yielded his
scrupleson the plea of expediency. If it be said
that the only legitimate object of acquiring terri-
tory' is to furnish homnds for White men, tLis meos-
ure effects that object for the emigration of colored
men, leaving additional room for white men re-
maining or coming here. Mr. Jefferson, however,
placed the importance of purchasing Louisiana
more on political and dommercial grounds than on
providing room for' population. On thin whole
propoultion; including the approprition of money
with the acquisition of territory, does not, the ex-
pediency amount to absolute necessity, Without.
whlih the government cannot be perpetuated?

In'donsidering the policy to be adopted fOr sop-
pressing the insurretllo, I have been anxtbius and
careful thatthe inevitable conflict for this purpose
shall not degenerate into a violent and remroteless
reoolutionary stritggle. I have, therefore, in every
cane; thought it proper to keep the Integrity of the
Union prominent, asothe primary object of the con-
tet seon.oar part, leaving all.questions whichi are
not of vital military i tortanoce to.tho more de-
lIfberate ectioli of the I.rgislatuire. *Ou tlhe exer-
cise of my best'discretion, I have adhi'ed to the
blockade ef. the ports helh'by the icosagente, in.
stead ol putting in force, by proclamatlio, the law
of Congress enacted at the late session foe closing
these ports. Alosb, obeying the dictates of prou-
dence, as well as the obligations of law, instead of
transcending, I have adhered to the act of Con-
gress to coufiscate property used for iosurrection-
ary purposes. If a new law upon tthe subject
ohall be proposed its propriety will be duly eon-

the efibrtlto place capital on ad equal footing, if
not above labor, in the strooture of the govern.

It is assumed that labor is available only in con-
nection iwith capital; that nobody labors unless
somebody else owning capital, 'somehow, by usa
of it, induces him to labor.

This assumed, it is next considered-whether it is
best that capital shall hire laborers and induce-
them to work by their own consent, or buy them,
ana drive them to it without their consent.

Having proceeded so far, it is naturally conclud-
ed that all laborers are either hired laborers,. e-
what we call slaves, and further, it is aesumed'
that whoever is once a' hired laborer is fixed'1i
that condition for life. Now thege is no such rela-
tion between capital and labor as assumed, nor- is
there any such thing as a freeman aling flxed for
life in the condltion of a hired laborer.

Both of these assumptions are false, and all in-
ferences from them are groundless. Labor is prior
to and independent of oapital,. Capital Is only the,
fruit of labor, end could never have existed If
labor had not first existed. Labor is the siperior
of dapital, and deserves much the higher consid-
eration. 'Capital has its rights, which are as
worthy of protection as ny other rights, nor is It'
denied that there is ansh probably ialways will he a
relation between labor and capital, producing
mutual beneats..

The error is in assuming that the whole labor of
.the community existsrllthin that relation.

A few men have, capital, and those few avoide
labor, and with their capital hire or buy a' fgw to
labor for them. A large majority belong to
neither class-neither work for others nor have
-others to work for them.

In most of the Southern States a majority of the
whole people of all colors are neither -slaves nor.
masters, while in the Northern States a large ma-
jority are neither hirers nor hired. Men with their
families, wives, sons and daughters work for. them-
selves on their farms, in their hosase and in their
shops, taking the whole product to themselves and
asking no favors of capital on the one hand nor of
hired laborers of slaves on the other.

It is not forgotten that a considerabe number bof
persons find their own labor with capital-that is,
their labor with their own' hands-and also buy or
hire others to labor for them. Butthis is only a
mixed, and 'not a distinct class. No'.principle
stated is d!sturbed by the existence of this mixed
class.

Again, as his already been said, there is not, of
necessity, anyeioc thing as the free hired laborer
being fixed for that condition for life. Many lade-
pendent men everywhere in these States, a few
years back in theirlives, were hired-laborers. The
prudent, penniless beggar in the world laborsfur
wages awhile; and saves a surplus with which ts
buy tooln or land for himself., He then 'labore on
his own account, and at length hires another new
beginner to help him.

This is the juot, generous and prosperous syltem
which opens the'way t"allt, gives hope to axi 'and
consequent energy, progress ankdimpl'remett in
the condition of arl. Nommtl'itving are more
worthy to be trusted theon;thlewbl toil up or on
from poverty; none less istllAcdjh thke or touch
ouhcl which they tdie not honesail soced,

Let :hem tew,trre of eoriaudering a political
poweriwhich- they already'pseseas, and which, ii
surrendered, will surely be used to close, the doer
of advancement against such as them; and fix new
disabilities and burdens upon them till all of lib-
errty shall be lost.
