TIE FoBteraL PRISONER:S.-By the train of the
Opelousas Railroad of Tuesday night, the eight
Federal prisoners, captured on Last Island a
few days since, after they had been deprived
of their arms by a raoe of an oysterman named
John Segui, alias Oyster John, arrived in this city.
Their names are as follows: A. O. Child, Master's
Mate, of New York; H. J. Ostrnm, Canada; Carl
W. Benson, Sweden; James Glenn, New York; R.
Lothman, Sweden; James Douglass, Providence,
R. I.; Henry Mayo, New York; and George Clan-
cey, New York.

They say that they are a part of the crew of the
U. S. frigate Santee, and having been dispatched
to the Southwest Pass with the schooner Annie
Taylor, on the 14th November, for the purpose of
procuring fresh water, were wrdcked on the 17th
off Sabine. Taking to a boat for safety, they man-
aged, after much hardship, to reach Last Island,
where they procured some food and met with
Oyster John. He treated them to some liquor,
which they drank, and being very much fatiguea,
went to sleep and slept soundly. While they were
asleep, John stole their arms and made off with
them, and gave information on the mainland, from
whence a launch was sent after them, and they
were captured.

Judging from appearances, they do not seem to
be much set back by their being prisoners, and are
ehjoying themselves finely in the First District
lock-up.

Ton FAIR To-NIGHT.-We hope our readers won't
forget the military fair which commences to-night
at Odd Fellows' Hall. The company for whose
benefit it is gotten up is deserving of the assist-
ance of all patriotic citizens, and every prepara-
tion has been made to make the affair attractive.

PLATOSZ' BATTALION DaILL.-Professor Platosz
gives notice this morning that his battalion class
will drill hereafter on Mondays, Wednesdays and
Fridays. This is a much more convenient arrange-
ment than having a drill every day, as it gives
pupils a chance to study up and prepare between
each lesson. We are glad to see that the officers
of the different military organizations of the city
are generally patronizing this school. If any one
desires to get posted in the tactics, that is the
place.

FLAG PREsENvAToto.-iLast night Company E,
Orleans Cadets, Capt. J. J. E. Planchard, turned
out in force, and marched up to the residence of
Madame Duchafour, on Baronne street, near the
corner of Julia, where they were presented with
a splendid silk Confederate flag by some yonng
ladies. A young lady, whose name we were un-
fortunately unable to learn, presented the flag to
the company, and, in doing so, took occasion to
address the company in a most eloquent and soul-
stirring mariner. She paid a beautiful tribute to
the memory of the lamented Col. Dreux, the
founder of the Cadets, and impressed it upon Com-
pany E to rival him in zeal and patriotism, and to
revenge his death. Capt. Planchard, on receiving
the flag, answered for his company in that pecun-
liarly happy style for which he is noted. He was
brief, but to the point, and his words evidently met
with a response from each and every man of his
company. After this ceremony was over, the
guests indulged in some delightful liquors which
the kind hostess had provided for them, and then
began a dance which lasted un•! an early hour
this morning. The Cadets, and their friends who
went with them, had a jolly time, indeed, and we
are sure would not object to attend such entertain-
ments at least once a week. Company E has our
thanks for the serenade which they gave us in
passing our office.

BLRGLARY. -- Yesterday morning, at about 2
o'clock, the residence of Dr. D'Aquin, on Burgun-
dy street, between Main and St. Ann, was entered
by a burglar named S. Ayles, who laid hands upon
two gold watches and a lot of jewelry and started
off. But he was luckily heard by an inmate of the
house, who gave the alarm, and he was pursued
and captured with his booty upon him, by Coporal
Hart. He was locked up for safe-keeping until
Recorder Gastinel can attend to his case.

IstQonTs.--Tne Coroner held the following in-
quests yesterday : Upon the body of Louisa Swear

,a child, five years old, killed by being crushed by
a falling chimney, at No. 705 Love street. Ver-
dict-accidental death.

Also, upon the body of Henry, a negro man,
slave of some party unknown, found in the New
Canal, opposite the Marine Hospital. Verdict--
accidental 'drowning.

FIRST DISTRICT COURT. - Charles Hildebrand
was tried for larceny, convicted and remanded .to
await sentence.

Charles Beck, charged with assault and battery,was dismissed on a nolle pros.
James Mahan was tried for receiving stolen

property and acquitted.
IR. K. Cutler, W. C. Cutler and - Scott, were

tried for assault with intent to kill, and convicted.
They will receive sentence next Saturday.

REoORsDER EtoERSON' CoRT.-- William Parez,
charged by Corporal Tank with being a danger-
ons and suspicious character, was locked up to
await an examination.

John Williams, charged with assaulting Bridget
Kelly with a spoon, gave bail to come up and ex-
plain his conduct.

James Phillips gave bail to appear and answer
to the charge of having assaulted and knocked
down Mary Braceland.

CAPT E OF TIIE CONFEDERATE PRIVATEER BEAU-
RnOARD.--It was stated in the Northern papers on
the 27th olt., that two vessels-the British schooner
I delaide, of Nassau, and the Confederate privateer
', auregard, of Charleston--had been captured by
te United States vessels, and carried into Key
WVest as prizes. The following particulars are ta-
ken from a letter in the New York Express, dated
Key West, November21 :
The Adelaide was captured by the United States

steamer Connecticut, Capt. Woodhull, near Cape
Carneveral, on the 17th inst. She is loaded with
coffee, lead and swords, having several cases of the
latter. The supercargo, Lieut. Hardee, a relative
of "Tactics " Hardee, is an officer in the Confed-
erate Army. He claims the cargo as his property,
and acknowledges that he was taking it to Sa-
vannah.

Tile Adelaide has made several voyages to Sa-
vannah since the blockade. The Adelaide has been
libelled by the District Attorney, and seized by
the United States Marshal, who has placed a guard
on board. Hardee and Smith have been taken to
Fort Taylor, Major Hill, the commander, consent-
ing to receive them until Capt. Woodhull returns
from the fleet, when they will be taken to New
York.
The Confederate privateer Beauregard, com-

manded by Capt. Gilbert Hay, was captured on the
morning of the 12th, one hundred miles E. N. E. of
Abacco, by the U. S. sloop W. G. Anderson, Lieut.
W. C. Rtogers. No resistance was made by the
Beauregard, the superiority of the armament of the
Anderson being so great that it would have been
madness to measure their strength.

While the Anderson was approaching her the
crew were engaged in throwing over shot, shell,
muskets, etc., and before the capture most of the
ammunition was lost, only powder, a few pistols,
one or two rifles, and the pivotgun on deck remain.
ing. Tie crew, twenty-sevei in number, were at
once placed in irons and transferred to the ship
Prize. jIaster Davis, with a picked crew, took
charge of the schooner, and rapidly brought her to
Key West.

SALT.-We have had placed upon our table
during the past week a specimen of salt made by
Mr. Wm. Simmnsn, (of Newport) on James' Island.
It is very tine, rather blackish, with a little sand,but strong, and we think well adapted for saving
meat and fish. Mr. S. has been making for some
days two Ibushela and a half with five kettles,
which, at Iprescent prices, will pay well. He in-
tends, however, to put up more klttles, and mnse
some alterations in his furnaces and flues, when he
anticipates doing better. There are others, we
understand, experimenting in salt making on the
coast. We heartily wish them abunriant succe:,.

LATEST TELEGRIAPHIC INTELLIGENCE.

DISPATCHED TO THE NEW ORLEANS CRESCENT,

From Richmond.
BronwoNs, Dec. 11.-The following released

prisoners arrived this afternoon via Fortress Mon.
roe and Norfolk, on their parole, viz: Alabamians
-L. L. Back, J. W. Davis, J. D. Perkins, Richard
Poole, J. H. Howard, W. A. Prince, J. S. Walker
and Bobt. Paulding. Louislansias-Thos. Mayes
and Michael O'Keefe. From Mississippi-W. Davis.
Nothing inusual from Fortress Monroe yesterday,
but the people to-day about Norfolk are expecting
a battle soaeon. Passengers arrived to-day report
a skirmish last Sunday by Col. Ashby's command
with the Federals, in which 80 Federals were cap-
tored and 15 killed; also 20 wagons captured.
This report is given as received.

R•ICHMND, Dec. 11.-The Examiner of this morn.
ing learns that a bill passed the Congress yester-
day, during secret session, granting a bounty of
$50 to all privates and non-commissioned oficers
who shall serve continuously for three years, or
during the war, to be paid at the end of the first
term.

To those reenlisting for the next two years, the
bill also provides sixty days furlough, with trans.
portatioh home and back; also to the twelve
months' men who reenlist for the war or two years
longer.

It is understood the bill provides that troops re-
enlisting shall, at the end of the present service,
have the power to organize themselves into com-
panies and elect their officers, and said companies
shall he allowed to organize themselves into bat-
talions or regiments, and elect their field officers.

From Memphis.
lMEnPms, Dec. 11.-One of Lincoln's ganboats

is aground below St. Louis. Ice is running in the
Mississippi river. Halleck issued a savage pro-
clamation on the 6th inst., in which he says he
will shoot all the rebels captured as spies. Many
Unionists from Southwestern Missouri are at St.
Louis in a deplorable condition, they say caused
by Price's army. The Democrat recommends they
be quartered on the rebel families in St Louis.

Nothing new from Columbus. A scouting party
went within twelve miles of Paducah on Monday,
and captured 340 hogs and 75 head of cattle, in-
tended for the Federal army.

From Lincolndom via Nashville.
Wuu:nsrTOs, Dec. 0.--The latest dispatches

from Seward to Minister Adams, dated Nov. 11,
contain the following extract, which shows the
diplomatic relations between England and the
United States at that time. The case in #egard to
pirates engaged by the insurgents of this country
practically stands thus : Every moral power and
every commercial Power, except one, practically
excludes them from their ports, except when in
distress, and any visit of any kind longer than
twenty-four hours, and except for twenty-four
hours' consumption. Great Britain, as we are
given to understand by the answer of Earl Rus-
sell, allows those pirates to visit her ports, and
stay at their own pleasure, and receive supplies
without restriction. We find it difficult to believe
that the Government of Great Britain, is consti-
toted the exception. After full deliberation, I inti-
mated the preceding, in the hope that the subject
might be reconsidered before it should become
necessary for us to consider what remedies to
adopt to protect and prevent the evils that must
result to our commerce from the policy thus indi-
cated by Great Britain. I have consulted on thesubject with Lord Lyons, and he has, perhaps,
communicated with his Government thereupon.

In the meantime, I am instructed by the Presi-
dent to instruct you to recall the attention of her
Majesty's Government to the question under the
influence of the spirit of peace and friedsahip,
with a desire to preserve what remains of com-
merce, which is mutually important to both coun-
tries.

Rather a sharp correspondence has taken place
between Minister Pike and the Government of the
Hague touching the reception of the Sumter at
Curacoa, which resulted in an order forbidding
either Confederate or Federal vessels to stay more
than twenty-four hours in Dutch ports. To this
the Federal Government expressed qualified grati-
fication asbeing the best arrangement practicable.
At one point the discussion before the Dutch Gov-
ernment arrived to this conclusion. Seward wrote
Pike, that unless the conduct of the Governor-Gen-
eral of Curacoa was placed in a better light, it
would become necessary for the Federal Govern-
ment to consider what means it must take to pro.
tect their national rights in the ports of the Nether-
lands, which cannot be surrendered or compro.
mispd.

Commander Poor of the Brooklyn, who was tried
by a court martial for allowing the Sumter to es-
cape from New Orleans, has been acquitted, and
the finding of the court has been approved.

SThe Camp Jackson prisoners, tome sixty-five it
number, accompanied hy Gen. Frost, reached the
c rity on the steamer Kentceky, from Columrbus,
yesterday mornig. They left t. Lois on thea2d
December, and according to agreement they were
to be sent directly to Gen. Price's army; but on
getting them at the Pacific Depot, they were in-
formed that they had to go by wa of airo, and
after requiring each of them to take an oath es
long as the moral law, they were marched aboard
the latan and taken to Cairo, and thence, under
flag of troce, to Columbos. They nay before the
prisoners left St. Louis, the ladies of the city, a•l
of whom are warm sympathizers with the South,
sent an abundance of provisions, besides little ar-
ticles of clothing, such as socks, handkerchiefs,
etc., for them. But the Federals, trte o their in-
stincts, took their little articles of clothing as eon-
traband, and all their provisions they took off the
boat at Cairo.

When the Camp Jackson prisoners left, four of
the new gonboats had been nearly finishbed, and
two followed the Iatan to Cairo. They are called
,he "St. Loouis, "Carondelet," "LouIsville," and.
"Plttsburg." They were made very durable in
some parts and rather flimsy in others. The Iron
on the sides and at the stern of these boats is 102
inches thick ; at the bow and on the top they are
very vulnerable-the top particularly, which is of
two-inch pine, which the bursting of a shell would
shatter. The Benton and two others were still at
St. Louis, but not completedouflicieonty to enable
them to be sent toCairo for finalcompjletion. The
reason of sending these boats to Cairo is the fear
that the ice at St. Louis will prevent their getting
down the river stall. It is said that the river for
two hundred miles this saide of St. Lonis was filled
with floating ice on the ld inst. The only gunboat
which had been completed and manned drewnix
feet of water.

The Camp Jackson boys designed raising a bat-
talion of Missourians for activre service. and have
already received considerable accessions aincs
their arrival here.

We are perfectly
eatilged that General Price had done all, that
a good general and brasve man could have done
under the circumstances, and trust that his fl-
uoro may be like the past, only more abund-
ant in results to our cause. We ars informed that
there has never been any difficulty about his pro-
curing men-the only obstacle has been arms.
These ,he is now getting in abundance, and with
them his career will be prolific of happy results,

Gen. Price's Proclamanlon.
To the Peple or ~,entael nd North f eirnrl:t

Fedow-Citizens--In the month of June last I was
called to the command of a handfulof Missourians,who nobly gave up home and comfort to espouse,
in that gloomy hour, the cause of yoor bleeding,
country, struggling with the most causeless and
cruel despotism known among civilized men. When
peace and protection could no longer be enjoyed
but at the price of honor and liberty, your Ohief
Magitrate called for fifty thounsand men to drive
the ruthless invader "ofrom a soil made fruitful by
your labors and consecrated by your homes."

To that call less than five thousand responded;
out of a male population exceeding two hundred
thousand men, one in forty only stepped forward
to defend with their persons and their lives, the
cause of censtitutional liberty and human rights !
Some allowances are to be made on the o score fa
want of military organization ; a supposed want of
arms; the necessary retreat of the army south.
ward; the blockade of the river, and the presenco
of an armed and organized foe. But nearly six
months have now elapsed: your crops have been
tilled, your harvests have been reaped, your pre
parations for winter have been made; the army of
itissouri, organized and equipped, fought its way
to the river.

The foe is still in the field-the country bleeds,
and our people groan under the iflictions of a foe,
marked with all the characteristics of barbarian
warfare-and where now are the fifty thousand toavenge our wrongs and defend our country? HBad
fitly thousand men flocked to our standard, with

A few men have fought
your battles. A few then have dared the dangers

Do you stay at homne to take care
of your property? Millions of dollars have been
lost because you stayed at home. Do you stay at
home for protection ? More men have been mur-
dered at home than I hove lost in five rsuccessln
battles! Do you stay at home to secure terms
with the enemy ? Then I warn you, the day may
soon come when you may be surrendered to the
mercies of that enemy, and your substance given
up to the Hessian and the jayhawker. I cannot,
I will not attribute such motives to you, my nout-
trymen. But where are our Southern Rights
friends ?

We most drive the oppressor from our land. I
must have fifty thousand men. Now is the crisis
of your fate. Now the golden opportunity to save
thie State. Now is the day of your political salva-
tion.

Do not tax their patience
beyond endurance. Do not longer sicken their
hearts by hope deferred. They begin to inquire,
