She arrived on
night before last. The Hessian steamer New Lon-
don came up to the'west end of Cat Island and
captured three fshing smacksol Monday. In fact,
she is becoming very bold. Our gun-boats offer
her battle, but cn the firing of the first half-dozen
shots she tacks about and runs away. As she has
hadthe boldness to come as far,up the Sound as
the west end of Cat Island, it is time to be taking
further measures to capture her, bpt it is positive
that the Hessians will not stand a fight unless they
are three to one.

GarnoL PRICE.-This distinguished commander,
says the Richmond Dispatch of the 6th, continues
to enjoy and to 'deserve the entire confidence of
the gallant volunteers and patriotic citizens of
Mislou•ri. His army, which comprises a large
amount of the wealth and Intelligence, as well as
patriotism, of that State, are happy in serving

cause.

THE CONFEDERATE TAET iF.-It is understood that
a number of memorials have been addressed to
Congress, in secret session, says the Richmond
Examiner of the 6th, urging the suspension of the
tariff act and the remission of duties on imports
from foreign countries during the war. This, it is
supposed, will encourage large shipments of mer-
chandise, as it is suggested that all merchandise can
be packed in water-tight packages, thrown over-
board from vessels and landed at almost any point
on the three thousand milep of sea-coast of the
Southern Confederacy.
