At the beginning of the America:, crisis lto
published seoveral articles in the Paria P'resse. show-
ieg an evident partianlty to the sidl• of the North-
but in this latter articlt.althoun h he atillb doslpyo
some crude topihions, hei attacks the :orth with
coldiderable severity, atid plainly iatitrates tiat
the Southerin Confederacy is entitled to European
recognotiun.

Tihe views "of a gentleman of so rmuct inteili
gence, and known to have been for a long time
f'amihalr with American politics, will, we thiuk,
have great influence it France. We intelpretit its
a sign of a growing iuiclination on the pNrt of the
French Government and acopjle to the cause of
the Confederate States.

li. tiallearder makes one especially strong point
in this article, which the Southern presso has nut
muchinsisted on, because it was so well known to
na how useless is argument, no matter how con-
vincing, when addtessed to such an enemy as we
have to encounter. He says that the United States
was the first to recognize the indepeuaence of
Texas as against Mexico, but is now making war
upon Texas for exercising the same right that she
was upheld in exercising only a short time ago.
And this is the truth. The caoe is even stronger
now. because, as It. LGaillardet declares, Mexico
was more of a consoandated Repuhlie than the
United States, the sovereignty ot the respective
States not being so distinctly defined. He says
truly, also, that the United States have often en-
couraged revolutions in otner countries wilen made
in the namge of the sovereignty of the people.

But it is useless, as the writer more than inti-
mates, to address arguments, or insist upon prece-
dents, to such a Government as that of the United
States.

" To restrain," says MI. Gaillardet in conclusion,
" eight millions of people from ehtangng their
government, Mr. Lincoln braves the evils of a civil
war, o0 which it is impossible to foresee tile end ; he
is evenu disposed to brave a foreigu war, if one may
judge from the last circular of Mr. Seward ; he im-
poses upon his country a debt which will reach
mansy thousand millions, (plusiteur niliards)
sacrltives thie liberty of the press, violates the
privileges of the habeas corpus, suspends all the
Constitutional guaranties, inaugurates a system of
conhiscations and passports, establishes an array
numerous and plermanent, and condemns his coun-
trymen for many long years, if not forever, to
live under the government of the sword. To save
the Union at all cost and every hazard, he runs
great riok of destroying the republic."

So writes this able author, and we hope his
words will make their due impression upon the
European mind. There is much truth in his last
remark that all the principles of a Repubiic will
be overthrown in this vain effort to save a Uinion.

THE StABAT MATER.

It is now some twenty years since the great mas-
ter Rossini gavelo the world his superb composi-
tioh in accompaniment of the hymn descriptive of
the crucifixion of the Saviour and the agony and'
grief of his mother, as she stood at the foot of
tihe cross, written hundreds of years ago, and mak-
ing it part ol the musical services of the Catholic
Church on solemn occasions, through succeeding
generations of choristers and organists in every
quarter of continental Europe. Itneeded the sub-
tle and refined genius of the illustrious of composer
"Mo•es in •gypt," "Semiramis," "Othello,"and the
'f"Barber of Seville," to tlay before the more educat-
ed mtsical circles of tre nineteenth century the high
conceptions which a cloistered Monk had embodied
in llowing and majestic Latin several hundrded
years before, and by universal acclaim the noble
efibrt to place this offering on the altars of the ven-
erable church was crowned with complete succese:
for wh,:rever there is to be found a refined and cu-
tivated taste for sacred mnsino, tile Stabat Mater,
or portions of it, have been sung, to the delight of
all learers. If we remember aright, many of the
morceaux were given in this city shortly after the
composition appeared itll Lerope, Ly an amateur
society tor some benevolent purpose. Portions of
it have since been frequently sung at concerts by
proslfetssial artists here, and in various cities of
the Uuijed States; but we are not aware thatit has
ever been given as a whole on-any occasion in
Amceca.

It may be thaat tat pretentious concern, the Sa-
ered Music Society of Boston, has attempted the
act, but failure must have att -tnded the effort, as all
know thant there is too little soul in the nasal-toned,
formal, hypocritical and Puritaunical New Etng-
lander, to enable Linm to appreciate the noble
thoughts of the old Molnk, or the tender and sym-
pathetic strains of Rossini.

But we of New Orleans are on the eve of this
high enjoyment, as next week those of us who
choose can bear the whole work, as it will be pre-
sented at the O.-cora louse on the ivening of the
1tth inst., with-,. alteration or diminution. For
this rich and c .aordinary musical banquet the
city will be mtstly mdebted to the active exertions
of a young Creole lady, as remarkable for her own
musical gifts as 'he is for her charms of manner
and her patri;•tino and untiring devotion to the
cause of tile i : nd independence of her na-
tive laud. W -.,,, ,,oo plying her fingers several
months ago. . clothing for our brave
soldiers, thit '. ( .'ved tile idea of getting up
a concert, thi- . - -, -e. of which should go also to

their benefit 'to • rought once in her mind, she
has not rested until she is now about to see it re-
alied.

Going among her friends, she managed to in-,
spire them with sympathy for her high purpose,
so that she found that with the aid of several
bcores of ladies and gentlemen amateurs of her
acquaintance, and that of Mr. Colliguon, so well
known as a musician of the highest taste and
capacity, she could venture in the Stahat Mater
with the prospect of doing justice to it. Several
months have been passed in diligent and conscien-
tious study and rehearsal, and now as the anniver-
sary of the birth of Christ approaches, the story
of his death on the cross, and the despair of the
Mother Mary, are to be chaunted in New Orleans,
as a work of charity-one of the foremost and
most shining of the Christian virtues..

Let it be remembered that the proceeds are to
go to the relief of the brave men in the army of
the Wert, who are now lighting the battles of the
Christian South agatust the uliidel and plundering
hordes of the North: and above all, let a full house
and large receipts reward the noble-hearted lady

5usodir whose auspices tile representation will be
given. Such a result will do credit at once to the
liberal pairlotism, and to tihe musical taste of our
ci'y.

M.ANUAL FOe LOADING HALL S BREACH-LOADrING

litaLES.-A military friend has sent us the follow-
ing manhal for loading Hal's breach-loading rifles,
which he has arranged for the useof companies
which have that arm. Upon trial it will be found
to work exceedingly well, and possesses advanta-
ges over other manuals which ought to commend it
to attention. It will be seen that danger from as:
cidents is entirely obviated, and that in loading
after-this manner no powder will be spilled upon the
barrel to flash In the eyes of the soldier when he
fires; the cartridge box will be kept to the front,
which is most convenient, -and the powder will
naturally fall into the breach so as to insure cer-
tainty in firing. At all events, we hope that officers
will give it a trial :

Lon--One time
and three nmotlio.r--First tmotioa--Raise the piece
slightly with the right hand, carry the left fhand to
the right side and with the palm press on the
spring which tlirows out the chrmber, seizing the
piece with the left hand at rhe lower band.

Louisiana Legislature.
BAT otN ROE, Nov. 13.--In the Senate the fol-

lowing bills were introduced: A bill to authorize
the issuance of State bonds to the railroad in ac-
cordance with an ordinance of the Convention to
luake a donation and grant of lands for' the con-
strnuction of a railroad between New Iheria and
Orange, in Texas. A bill to license gambling
houses and to lpunish unlicensed gambling. A bill
to encourage ship building in this State, and to
abolish the offce of Superintendent of Public Ed-
ucation. A bill was passed through both houses
appropriating $50,000 for tihe payment of the Lou-
isiana volunteers.

In the House, a memorial from the oitizens of
New Orleans, setting forth that the relief for the
people could be load only through the Banks, was
referred to the special committee of cotton plant-
ers. An elffort to refer this to the Banking Com-
mittee was defeated.

A joint resolution was passed, declaring the
sense of the Legislature, that the duties on foreign
importations should be suspended during tihe con-
tinuance of the war.

A resolution was adopted, directing the i'inance
Committeeto report a bill for the assumption of
the Confederate war tax by the State.

are what tell most destrnctively on the etemy's
columns. Troops armed with Enfield's add Oharp's
patent rioes, have no itcentive to cold olenl quar-
tere in close encounter, and the value of the bay-
onet'ia not really obtained. It is said, indeed,
that the Emperor Napoleon, in his Itnlian cam-
paign, had but few rifles in th e grand army ot
400,ietl,;end these were scattered among alt the
squads, one rifleman to each. ie relied upon ite
bayonet; and he.e~/en required the troops that
were tO rush to the charge to dip theirmuskhets In
water, that they aigit not be h drvie nble ii any
other way thae in threats of cold steel.

It willbe well for our nmen to keep those fai:ts
in mind. The Yankees fioe shown a oervous dis-
pensition t fight at " long taw," and shun cold
steel all through this war. In the opentteg of the
next campaligu, i t us imuogurate t new policy.

There were about 130 of our t men first met theim
just beflore sundown. 'The fight lasted uatil hbout
mid-cuttit, but it was so darh, at.d tle enemy had
slected the ground, and ot course had the advan-
tage, and oar men could noc do oa maoh execution
as they othierwise might have done. Six of our
men .were killed andthnree wounded, two mortally,
the loss of the enemy not known. The whites
coanted 53, and thalt they saw; the Indians say
they saw t05. The dead were thrown into holes
of water, some buried and hid in every way. We
took 12 wagons, 30 yoke of oxen. over 100 ponies,
eome sheep, salt, sugaer, coffee, whisky and many
other thigs. At about 12 o'clock at night the
ttoon was giving )light, and tlhey retreated, and

were followed next day, but not overtaken ; the
men and horses were so exhaustted that they could
nor follow, as they had only taken six days' ra-
tiosu lor the mentand riohing for the hotsea; the
Indians hiving burned the voods, the horses were
comldeletly starved out. '
