TALK oNu 'omeieeom.

STe weather was most auspicious yesterday.
$evertbheles, the gatherings on the flags, particu-
laly Caroedelet, were altogether too diminftive to
command a notice. Yet there was disposition to
talk. Inquiries were made about the Yankee in-
vasion. Not much use to be talking about Pica-
yune Butler and cohorts. The Yankees are
coaiing in great force, and, tocut a long argument
short, we have merely to repeat the talk: are we
prepared?

There is a delire to invest in cotton. Some
buyers are transmitting their orders to Mississippi,
where they can be filled and admitted to a landing
on our levee, under Festrictions which may be con-
sipered as conducive to the general trade of our
city, but, at the same time, they are not to be
made public. There was some talk about the re-
ceipts of the barbecue at the Metarie Ridge; that
is what disposition has been made of them, and
what was the amount of net proceeds.

The telegraph was silent yesterday, followed by
hearty wishes that it would cease its daily advices
of nonsense and rumors from Virginia. Private
letters *tom the Peninsula of Virginia up to the
11th inst. state that Gen. Magruder had been
among the soldiers, giving fresh orders and putting
the young volunteers to the handling of spades,
wheelbarrows and pick-axes, for the erection of
breastworks and batteries, stating a battle was im-
minpnt; and here six days have passed and not a
demonstration. From' other sources, letter-writers
say that McClellan has evidently bamboozled,
fobled our Generals, that he does not intend to
fight on the Potomac, but is laying quiet and low
for a descent on Mobile and New Orleans. Our
volunteers near Yorlitown and on the Peninsula
have been pretty well worked up during the six
months now terminating.

We learn that one of our Carondelet street mer-
chants arrived two or three days since from the
dominions of Lincoln. He came via Paducah, or
some other route. He left New York some twelve
days since. From what he says, the moneyed men
of New York, the capitalists of Wall street, are
embittered against the South; are for prosecuting
the war; denouncing the South in unmeasured
terms; that they are willing to lend the Gorilla
Government all they have to lend to carry out its
meansures; and yet there are some of our citizens
who think there will be peace before the nlt of
April next. True, we may effect a peace, after
driving some thirty to fifty thousand Yankees into
the Mississippi and drowning them, as Napoleon I
did the Austrians into the Danube.

Full details of the calamitous fire in Charleston
have come to hand. Some of our banks have been
considering whether they could contribute towards
the sufferers. It is hoped our bank mandator

s will
not stop to debate the amount of subscription.
What is to be carried out should be done at once.
Some of our private citizens have contributed
freely, and it is hoped our public institutions will
come forward with the same feeling.

The blockade of Mississippi Sound interferes
greatly with the trade in sugar and molasses. The
receipts of these two articles continue large, and
are now, from interruption, greatly in excess of
the demiand. It will take some weeks to clear the
accumulations at the several railroad depots. In
the meantime, the weather continues very mild-
too much so for the yield of cane in this climate.
Some bulls in sugar say that the crop of Louisiana
will not be more than ample to supply the Confed-
erate States, including, of course, Missouri and
Kentucky. We should like to have this figured
out, as we do not coincide with the estimate. Givete figures, you gentlemen who go for only three
hundred thounand hogsheads.

•The "Otaonroe Doctrtine" Now.

IFlro the Lodon Times, November 19.1
Since tile struggle between Spain and her rebel-

lions colonies finally died out, no attempt has been
made to assert by lorce of arms the supremacy of
the 01d World over the New. We were all of ous,
to say the truth, more or less converted to the doc-
trine of" manifest duty." A new world was called
into existence toaedrees the balance of the old, and
so tile old had, ont unnaturally, felt itself dispensed
from any attempt to redress the balance of the
new. The colossal power of the United States,
overshadowing Canada on the North and Mexico
and the States of the Gulf on the South, so cleaurly
orrogate•clo itself the disposition of all matters on
the continent of America, that it seemed useless to
interfere with the afiairs of oommunities all des-
tined, sooner or later, to absorptionin tile vast and
growing Republic. If we wanted a convincing
proof that the tide.had turned, and that we are en-
tering en a course of new and unforseen events,
we find it in the fact that the three powers who
possess the coast of Europe immediately opposite
to America have entered into a convention which
hinds them to lit and send a Joint expedition for
the purpose of demanding from the Itspublic of
Mexico more efiacious protection for the persons
and property of their subjects, as well as the fulfil.
meat of all obligations contracted towards them.
We cainnot doubt that the troops of the three na-
tions go to dictate their own terms, and that what-
ever taose terms may be they mast of necessity he
complised with. The main difficulty may very pes-
vibly he found to consist in finding a government
witc which to negotiate, and which will remain in
power long enough to perform the articles of the
treaty. -

There are two nations which will regard this ex-peditcion with very different feelingso. Spain will
natorally see in it a substantial proof that she is

trapidly regaining the place she once occupied in
the front rank amid the powers of Europe. She is

.admitted as a confederate by two States which
aspire to control tile destinies of the world. She
must also feel a peculiar pleasure in beholding the
position of the colony which flung elf its allegiance
to her forty years ago, and comparing it with her
own. The Spanish nation seems almost to renew
its youth, whil~tsie apparently vigorous and pron-
perouc colony has fallen into more than rervile
decrepitude. The States of the American Union,on the othber hand, cannot but view the presence
of the troops of Eeglaud. France and Spai on the
continent of North america with feelings of morti-
fication anod distrusat. England, so loltg lectured
with the Mouroe doctrine, and Spain, whose fairest
possession in the new world, America has so long
looked on as about to become her own, have an-
nouneed the intention of doing themselves junstice

y uarmed intervention, without seeking the appro-
betion of the United States. It is true that
the Convention reserves to tlhe United States
the liberty of joining' with the three European
powers, and that a sort of apology is offered for
this course by the suggestion that it the Convention
were not immediately concluded, its objects naight
fail through delay. Still it can hardly be cencealed
that torn by intestine disorders and wasting in
mutual destruction that strength which once was
consolidated in support of their forelgn policy, theUnilted States occupy a less impdgtant position than
in the days of their union and their streng)., No
ungenerous advantage has been or will be taken of
this, but it is imposaible not to feel that a great
nation is seeking to efface itself, and that consider-
ing the shaortas of time which has elapsed, aend
the small amount of bloodshed which-it has under-
gone,ritl endeavors have been crowned with a very
considerable amount of sauccess.
