SAD CONDITION'OF PoaSen.--The following let-
ter, dated at Warsaw on the 28th of October, gives
a sad description of the position of the inhabit-
ants of the capital of Poland. It provokes a com-
parison between Russian discipline and the des-
potism now described as reigning at the North:

I have repeatedly mentioned the increasing se-
verity and violence of the Russian authorities. Any
corporal is master of the lives and property of the
inhabitants. Never, daring the most melancholy
period of the reign of the Emperor Nicholas, and
even after Warsaw was taken by assault in83Lt,
were similari'exceaesaeen. The city presents the
gloomy aspect of a necropolas. Thfehurches, the
theater, the public gardens, and schools are closed.
The courts of justice are reduced to silence. Ar-
resta are made without distinction of age, sex or
quality. The most reverend prelates and ecclesi-
.astics. selected to make a report on the violence

and profanations committed in the churches, have
been carried away from their houses during the
night and incarcerated. Several bankers and some
of the most wealthy landed proprietors are'in
prison. Genenral Kerson, Governor of the Depart-
ment of 'lok, who distinguished hinself above all
Russian Generals for severity, and who lately com-
manded that three ladies of the best families in the
town should be publicly flogged in front of the
church of Plok, is now appointed President of the
secret commission which is to conduct the prose-
cution against the prisonels in the citadel. These
prisoners are treated with the utnmost cruelty. They
are locked up in narrow cells without light, and
are permitted to walk for only five minutes during
tihe day in a small court.

A NEGno SonLDErt.-"Personne," of the Charles-
ton Courier, writing from Richmond, relates the
following incident:

Coming here on the cars I had the pleasure of
meeting a South Carolina gentleman, returning
from duty at Centreville, on sick furlough, who
was accompanied by a rare specimen of a negro
servant. This boy--who, by-the-bye, looks as if
he was born in a blacksmith shop and hammered
out on ar anvil;-distinguisherd himself during the
occupstiounby our army of the line of rIwason' and
Mtnson'ea ills, by taking the place of his sick
master and going out with the regiment (Winder's)
whenever it was ordered upon duty. Os these
occasions, armed with a trusty rifle, with whichhe
is an expert shot, hlle would stand up and face the
Yankees with a pluck and determination that had
no superior in the ranks. On picket twico he
brought down his tman, and always disdained the
cover sought by others. As a reward for Itis
bravery Big Tom bears a certificate, signed by the
officers and members of the company, tltat he did
all a brave soldier could do, and won teo unqrali-
fled applrobtion of those who saw his tearless
conduct.

The New Yorkers have tendered Capt. Wilkes
the freedom of the city for captur•ng Messrs.
Mason and Slidell. This is about as nnsulbstnutial
a gift as we ever heard of. Tresy might have put
all tle freedom left in Lirueold-tm in a nut-shell
and given it to him, andl then, in canlculating the
value of his cift, he would have bad to resort to
racetions.

The Federalists at Green River.

HIEAVY SKIRMISHINO AND A RETREAT,

From Richmond.
RIcaMOND, Dec: 19.-Wm. P. Byrd, of Augusts,

Ga., who was arrested early in September last as
a spy, has been released-the Examiner says from
favorable representation in his behalf by H. 0.
Barnett, member of Congress from Kentucky.

RIcap•ND, Dec. 19.-The Enquirer of this morn-
ing says: A special dispatch was received this
morning announcing a universal suspension of
specie payment at the North; also, that Minister
Adams demanded his passports upon the issue of
the Queen's proclamation. The effect of the
European news on New York was a great fall of
3 per cent., and depreciation of 5 to 6 per cent. of
all stocks. Federal securities fell 2 per cent., and
Missouri's 3 per cent. Sterling Exchange ad-
vanced to 110 and 111. Breadstuffs became much
firmer. Cotton was generally withdrawn from
the market, and "Middling Cotton rose to 42c.
Saltpetre advanced 15c. The tone of the North-
ern papers is -niversally for war, and say England
must be humbled. War is inevitable. Mr. Faulk-
ner is at Norfolk, and he will be in Richmond to-
night.

Skirmishing on Green River.
NASenvILLs, DeS. 19.- Nothing reliable from

Green river to-day. Private dispatches report a
general skirmish yesterday, terminating with dark-
ness approaching. The enemy, mn considerable
force, are this side of Green river. Passengers
from Bowling Green say that a general engage-
ment is regarded as imminent. Twenty-four Hes.
sian prisoners were brought here to-day from
Bowling Green. Among them is John Train, Col.
Griders, a quartermaster, eight or ten Dutch, and
the balance are Kentuckians.
The Bowling Green correspondent of the Ban-

ner, in his letter dated 18th inst. says: The Fede-
rals in large numbers are pouring down upon
Green river. The railroad bridge has been re-
paired and pontoon bridges thrown across the
river. Five thousand of the enemy are in po-
sition this side of the river. Gens. Johnston and
Buckner hastened forward yesterday. The Ken-
tucky Brigade, Second Mississippi Regiment and
several batteries were moved forward this
morning.

Lincolnites Retreated Across Green River.
[Special to the Union and American.l

BOWLINO GREEN, Dec. 19.-The Federals have
sent a flag of truce asking permission to bury their
dead, one hundred and fourteen of whom they
have interred. The Lincolniter, it is reported,
have retreated across Green river.

From Savannah.
SAVANNAH, Dec. 19.-The Republican of this

morning says a cargo of 1250 sacks coffee have ar-
rived at a Confederate port this week.

The News publishes dispatches from Charleston,
stating that four of the enemy's gunboats ascended
the North Edisto Inlet on Tuesday afternoon, and
anchored opposite Rockville, on St. John Island,
thirty miles from Charleston, and shelled the camp
of the First South Carolina Regiment, and, under
the cover of their fire, landed a large force. The
Carolinians fell back four miles to a brick church.

Louisiana Legislature.
BATro ROUGE, Dec. 19.--n the Senate the bill

appropriating $2,500,000 in State bonds to con-
struct a navy, after an important amendment by
Mr. Texada, was passed. Ays-16. Noes-9.

The bill to raise a navy and repel invasion was
also passed.

Mr. Gantt's bill to exempt a certain amount of
slave property from execution was ordered to a
third reading. Ayes-13. Noes-9. ,

A bill for the relief of the widows and orphans
of officers and soldiers.who have fallen or may fall
in detence of the country was passed. I.

In the House the bill relative to suit for the
forfeiture of charters of the banks was discussed
at length and referred to the Judiciary Committee.

The cotton planters' relief bill was also dis-
cussed, but no definite action taken before the
House adjourned.

The Frlendlessr North.l

In illustration of the assertin that the North has
no friends, that its selflsh, canning instinct of
caring for No. one and for No. one only, and that,
too, at the expense of honor, has made it the
Ismael of nations, we quote the following from the
Toronto Leader of the 3d inst.:

The New York Times says truly that the military
movements undertaken in Canada are another
"sympton of the growing alienation between the
two countries." Tihe comments of our cotem-
porary, appended to the letter of its Quebec cor-
respondent, are not calculated to arrest this
feeling or to develop Canadian faith in the friendli-
ness of our Northern neighbors. If those who
profess to rebuke mischief-makers themselves seize
every occasion to misre'present and ridicule ail
that pertains to Canada, the certainty is that the
alienation complained of will go on at an accel-
erated pace, and that the " mutual distrust and
dislike ' will be greater than ever.

The sneers of the New York journal at the gal-
lant and heroic Williams and his compeers, come
with a bad grace from a country whose "grand
army" has for months been .cooped within the
capital by the Southern forces, and whose generals
and brigadier-generals, and all sorts of generals,
are the drollest compound of merit and imposture
ever known in a civilized country. Equally un
seemly are the attacks at our crtemporar yupon
the gallantry of the Canadian militia. A remem-
brance of the past, if no higher motive, should
have taught the Times the virtue of silence tpoe
this subject. The despised militia of Canada once
succeeded in driving American invaders, defeated
and humileated, from British-eoil; and they will
not shrink frohi their task, if duty again calls them
into service. The fleet racers of Bull Ilun should
be among the last to depreciate British pluck or
soldierly calpacity.

The Times adopts the notion of itsQuebec friend,
that the New York Hleralfd is the main promoter of
mischief between the two countries. A certain
class of the Northern people assiduously endeavor
to produce the same impression. But this version
of the affair is inadmissable. In the first place.
the Times is the original mischief-maker. So far

uack as May, it did its feeble utmost to excite na-
tional animosity, abusing the course of the British
Government, and pandering to the meanest pees-
sions of the New York mob. As matters stand,
we regard the tHerald as the sole exponent of the
opinion which rules in the Northern States. One
fact alone establishes this. The Herald is p1ros-
pering, while the Times, Tribune and World are
languishing beyond measur. Its circulation is
looger than ever, and of the four papers we have
named it is thle only one whose advertising retains
its old dimensions. From this circumstance we
dilaw no unreasonable inference. The tlerald is
anti-Britislh and anti-Canadian; bhut in assunming
this position it gives form and exprcosien to the
dominant antipathies of the people amongst whom
it circulates.

impatience until theboard is spread by wallowing
on the beds, or smoking pipes, with their lcge
above the kitchen maitlepieces, ejecting saliva at
the hissing stove. Whether the guests visit the
widow's from admiration of the sex or of the culi-
nary art my friend thought impossible ro say-her
pretensions to beauty and skill being about evenly
balanced. But eating or love-making, no one
seems to'be able to boast of much preference, her
smiles being distributed with the same impartiality
as the tit-bite, gizzards and livers of her table.
Conspicuous at one time among the widow's ad-
mirers was a sandy-haired youth with a " coming
otomach," whom you may know as 'Charles.
Charles' parti-colored ties, moccasin vests, bear-
greased-locks and glittering appearance generally,
had constituted, him at one time the cynosure of
the bar-rooms and galleries of your city; but the
sun of his glory bad long since set and nought re-
mained ef his former splendor but a dirty ahit.
His face bore but little evidence of familiarity
with water, while the tangled jungles of his head
were eqoually untroubled with the inroads of brnsh
or comb. His hands dangled at his snle, coarse
and dirty, like a couple of smoked hams, and, in
short, as mooldy and wilted a looking bird was
Charles as was to be found in the Confederate
camp, It was about this time that chance led him
to the widow's door. The visit awakened old
memories, and was attended with the purchase of
a comb.

ing dog, we passed through a country war-scathed,
ecxhausted of almost every supply, and almost de-
populated of its native inhabitants. No traces of
anything like an inclosure were anywhere to be
seen. The sig-zag worm fences had disappeared
at the first appearance of winter, and a rail is now
almost as'much an object of curiosity as would be,
the presence of the great Rail-Splitter himself.
Much was said at the time by the few farmers who
remained about-the destruction of their property,
and stringent orders, were issued from camp.

The
fallen trunks of the trees hltoh were cut down to
intercept the enemy's path, near the bridge, are
still remaining,.asd the broken and splintered tops
of others sattest where the whirlwind of battle has
passed, otherwise, a few shreds and patches of
cotton, which mark the positions of the batteries--
a house almost destroyed by the balls-and lastly,
the graves of the dead, are thesole remaining in.
dications of the greatest battle ever fought upon
this continent.

We had not proceeded many miles-farther be-
fore we came to a house, which appeared to be
still inhabited by its owners, and whose external
uppearance, ao ia savory smell from the kitchen,
gave us some encourageo ent to hope for dinner.
it is not generally thought necessary by the soldier
to waste much time In kunokine or pulling at the
bell, and so we entered the parlor without further
ceremony. By way of announcing our arrival, one
of the party, in a large, broad-brimmed hat, and
with a white blanket thrown around him, in Indian
style, seated himself at the piano, and -favored /as
with some music, with a touch ghout as light as
would have seen produced fy 0a horse galloping
across the keys.

putting on a courageous face, we told her we
wanted dinner--we were ready to pay for it, end
were obliged to have it-that we were not porticu
lar, and that anything in the way of chie•n,e
eggs, butter, and other tight diahes of than sort
would easily satisfy us. This we finally persuaded
her to do, and before we had finished the meal,she
admitted we were not as hard-looking eases as she
at first thought us to be, and that we might, if we
choose, return. Meanwhile, one -of the party had
been out in the back porch-bad.disovered the
lost do; Tige, laying sleeping in the sun, and was
beckoning, whistling, and employing all the en-
dearing names which are generally found most
succesoful in attracting a dog's attention, but
without avail. Tige seemed efflicted with the aris-
tocratic affectation of deafness; but at the first
movement that was made by the soldier in his
direction, he tittered an indignant yelp, and sought
refuge under the kitchen floor. His retreat was,
however, useless. The lady of the house aban-
doned himn to his fate, and the remainder of the
party coming to the rescue, a part of the flooring
was removed, and Tige was iguotmiaiously dragged
from his hiditg-place. Itis captor now took his
prize urder his arm, and bidding adieu'to our
hostess, we all started for camlp.
Our return was not attended with many inci-

dents. The soldier who was so well informed on
the subject of moles had rashly exhausted his
stock of ideas in the moriting, and so we trudged
on through the mud in vio-nce by the side of the
heavily laden wagon. Once upon the way, one ot
us ventured to enter at the back of one of those
wains, and hlad appropriated a seat beside what
appeared to be a closely-mofled soldier, but was
not a little astonished to find, an he crowded into
one-half of the seat, that it was in reality a lady.
He was about to vacate the premises with a pro-
fusion of apologies, when she laughingly told him
he might stay-that she wanted some one to talki
to, and wouold be glad of his company.

lWoolCrop of Texas.

An 'article has been published in the State Ga•-
ette estimating the wool crop of Texas at a million
of pounds, and undertaking to show that the wool
crop of the Confederate-States ts 12 ,000,000, while
the consumption is 60,000,000. These figures are
very wide of the mark, it thoy are drawn from of-
fioial sources. The wool erop of Texas is nearer
two millions of pohnds, and the production of the
Confederate States is estimated by woel buyers at
not over 3,000,e00'of pounds, while' the oonsmp.
tion of.the factorieo in'the S,tateo will not reach
that amount' bj three quarters of 'a Btlon of
pounds. There is now unsold in Texas hear a mil-

on pounds of wool, and the next-clip is only four
months oaf, which will give at a low estimate
2,000,000 poundf ftr market. The error is in rely-
ing on the census report of 1860 for the 'numtber
of sheep, when, as 'is well known, not half the
cenosus takers attended to their duty in anything
like a rellablemanner.

How Bosns HELLS AORE tIAn.--Th maifeaoture
of bombshells Is very interesting. The shellis
first filled with old fashioned rouudleaden bulletse;
melted sulpher is then poaed uin to fill up the in-
terstices and bind the bulltsein one solid maso
the shell is then put into a kins of lathe, and a
cylindrical hole of Ills exact site of the orifice of
the shell is bored through the, bullets and solphur.

This cavity is filled with powder even with the
interior edge of the orifice-a six inch shell of the
kind here deaceibed holding about half a pound,
The fuse fitted into the orifice is a recent Belgian
invention, made -of pewter, and resembles the
screw cap used for the patentfruit cans. An ex,
aminaion of this p'8lter cap shows, however, that
it is made of two hollow dies of metal screwed to-
gether, and filled with metal and powder.

A number of fine holes are-drilled in the lower
disc, while the oater disc is entire and marked
with figures in the circle, 1; 2, 3, 4. In this.state
-the shell is water-proof. When taken for nsa the
gunner, by means of a small steel instrument,
scoops out a portion of the outer soft metal sur-
face, and lays bare the charge of composition pow-
der below it.

If the shell is desired to-explode in one second
after leaving the gun, the soooping is made on fig-
ure 1; If two seconds, on the figure 2, and so on;
the idea being that the shells of this description
shall first strike the object aimed at and do exe-
curion as a ball, and then explode, sending the bhl-
lets forward as if from.another cannon, located at
the point where the flight of the shell is arrested.

Large shells ol eight or ten inches are filled with
powder odunly, and bursting, do execpntion by means
ol their fragments. These large tbells are gener-
ally fired by means of a fuse of meal powder, ex-
tending through a brass plug screwed-into the
month of the shell. Inboth cases the fuse is fired
by the ignition of the charge in the gun.

Pnbcs vtvo Bu'rene--A patent has been secured
by W. Clar., of London, for the following method
of preserving butter: The butter is first well
beaten in the usual munner alter churning, then
placed between linen cloths, and subthitted to
severe pressure for removing wlhey and water. It
ito now completely enveloped or covered with
clean whitte paper, which is coated on both sides
with a preparation of the white of eggs, in which
fifteen grains of salt is used for each egg. This
prepared paper is first dried, then heated before a
fire. or with a hot iron, just prior to wrapping it
round the butter. It is stated that butter may be
kept perfectly sweet without any salt for two
months, when tihus treated, if placed in a cool, dry
cellar. Toe submitting of butter to pressure, as
described, is a good plan, and obe which we
recommend to all our farmers. They can easilys practice it with a small cheese press.
