The bag-
ging and rope dealers did•ent manifest any anxiety
or impatience, though the talk is, that the inter-
course with Kentaeky will be opened before many,
days of the coming year of 1862 will pass away.

In the meantime, the talk of a want of bagging
and rope comes up. As for bagging, if planters
desired to pack their cotton forthwith, there might
be if great lack of covering. As for rope, every
planter has a substitute on his plantation, premis-
ing that he has at least a few oak or hickory trees.
In regard to the other essential, baling or cover-
ing, we have heretofore suggested the use of their
cypress boards. A correspondent has refreshed
our memory on this snbject, in the following coin-
monieation:

Cotton planters are in want of bagging to bale
their cotton. They have now mostly picked the
crop and housed the same; to euffer it to remain in'
bulk, ginned or in the seed is injurious, and leaves
it subject to imminent danger of destruction by
fire from combustion. As the usual bagging can--
not be procured for the purpose of bcovering, whyb
should not the planters apply a thin hoard coverF
ing, say a quarter of an inch thick ? The sawmills
in the country can furr'sh it at one dollar a
hundred soperliial feet, costing the planterfer for the
quantity required per bale 45 cents. This would
serve for the preservation of the bales when bound
securely, and as rope and iron bands are not to he
had at reasonable prlcee, wood hoops are sug-
gested for a nsubstitute. The oaks about the plan-
tations afford the timber, which the negroes are
used to splitting for cotton baskets,.ox and wagon
bows, etc. A tie for this purpose is now soldin
this city, which has been patented, tried and found
to be a perfect fastening without a nail. The cost
of this tie, added to the mill's price of the lumber,
will amount to 75 cents per bale, This modeirate
expenditure, the planter is surely authorized to
makhe for the cake of having his cotton baled and
ready for shipment to the seaports. Surely under
the circumstancees it will be received in that form.
The buyers of the staple themselves will bear the
expense of covering with bagging should the
hoards be found inadequate lor foreign shipment.
The extraordinary circumstances of the country in
a state of blockade, out off from intercourse with
those parts of the world on which we depended for
a good many of our wants, compels us to resort to
measures for the preservation of the fruits of our
labor. Developments of our own resources'take
place daily, and covering cotton with wood will
rank as one cf the means of proving our capacity
to sustain our independence. These suggestions
are worthy of calculation, and we think cotton
planters may profit by them.

ATTEMirED oc-tcDE.--Yesterday morning, about
9 o'clock, Mr. F. Prudhomme, a grocer of No. 56
New Levee street, sent up to the First- District
police office for an officer to arrest a clerk of his,
whom he had detected in embezzlement.
