FP'TAL ACCIDENT.-A painter named Joseph Y.
Reid was killed yesterday afternoon by being acci-
dentally thrown from a step.ladder while h• was
painting a sign on Camp street, opposite South
street. His ladder was in the middle of-the bant
quette, and he was on top intent upon his work.
Mr. Frederick Gessnor, who had just left the offce
of the Firemen's Charitable Association on his way
up town to dinner, saw a car-pass which he wished
to take and pursued it at a run. Intent upon
catching the car, he nearly ran over a child on the
banquette, and while in the act of getting oat of
'he way of the-child he ran against Reida' ladder
and upset it. Reid fell head foremost to the pave-
ment, splitting his skull, which caused his death
almost immedidtely. Geessnor did not perceive
the mischief he had done, and kept on after the
car, but was arrested by persons who stood by at
the time, and carried over to the First District lock-
up. He was thoroughly overoome by the unfortu'
nate affair, and disclaimed with tears in his eyes any
Intention to de harm. Reid's body was laid out
in the office of the Brooks House, and the Coroner
sent for. When this oficer arrived, a jury was
empanneled and an inquest held at once. The
evidence was clear as to the urrortunate aflair
being purely accidental; a verdict was rendered
in accordance and Gessnor discharged. Reid was
about twenty-Jve years of age, and a native of St.
Louis county, Missouri. He had been told fre-
quently during the morning that his ladder was In
the way, placed, as it was, directly in the course of
pasEers by, and warned that he might get hurt;
but he persisted in keeping it there. His death,
therefore, was more the result of his own willful-
ness than any thing else, and Mr. Gessnor is to be
pitied on account of his connection with it.

men, named J. H. Cannon and W. H. Pond, on
Basin street, wonom they charge with being thieves
and having in their possession a lot of clothing, fur-
nishing goods and shoes, supposed to be stolen.

From Lincolndom via RBihmond.
RICHBtooD, iec. 30.-A New York dispatch of

the 26th says Gen. Scott did not reach New York
.inthaeArago until Thursday night last. The Nor-
folk Day Book of this morning says it learns $fom
a gentleman from Baltimore that a report prevailed
there and was published in one of the papers of
that city, stating that Mason and Slidell had been
given up, but the report needs faller confirmation.

Only one death was caused by the Federal can-
non in the Sunday attack on the Sea Bird and the
batteries at Sewell's Point and Craney Island, last-
ing three bhoms, and that was the death of an old
rooster at Sewella Point.

The Washington correspondent of the New York
Herald says the Mexican imbroglio is beginning to
essome a serious aspect. The United States re-
fused to jois' the tripartite treaty, but proposed to
pay the interest on the Mexican bonds held by
England and Prance. The English and French
Ministers say this is uneatisfactory, and that their
Governments are determined to restore law and
order in Mexico, securing foreign interes's there
also. The Federal Government is much embar-
rassed with this matter.

Joint Comtnirtcas of both Houses of Congress
are employed in the investigation of the conduct
of the war. They are much bothered, as MicClel-
lan refuses to communicate his future movements;
but the committee are determined to institute a
rigid inquiry about former reverses and future
movements, and much trouble is anticipated.

The hiring olfnegroes throughout Vir-
ginia is progressing, and the prices of last year
are generally sustained.

No Prospect of an Early Engagement.
NASHVILLE, Dec. 31.-The Bowling Green cor-

respondent of the Union and American says : After
advancing to Horse Cave the Federals have with-
drawn to M~mfordsville. The Confederate forces
have also fallen back towards Bowling Green, and
are now'near Bell's Tavern, movingSouth, destroy-
ing the railroad as they fall back. The tunnel near
Cave City *ns blown up on the 27th inst. by order
of the military authorities, and the railroad track
destroyed for several miles. The Federals are re-
moving the rails from the track north of Cave City,
and obstructing the different roads leading to Mum-
fordsville with trees and.other obstructions. An
early engagement is no more probable than it was
three months ago. Tom Crittenden has fallen back
to Calhoun, where it is reported he is preparing to-
go into winter quarters.

Yankees Getting Tired of War.

Letter fromt Co t Coseoran.

tFe.,ncss o Acs, C.. Nov. i.16..My &er Dear F'ricnd-AternRte the pri.atio0,
and insults to which we have bee subjected since
prisoners of war, and, when the worst passion.
ought to be satisfied, we find that,. we have' yetanother and the worst ordeal to pass throngb. Weare in the common jail-having been Oaken fromfCastle Pinckney on the 31st it.--on an equal loot-
ing with the most depeaved claoqes, and locked up
at night-like felons. But I seem to have moment-arily forgotten that I am condemned. I have beenseledted, w;th three captains, and ten lientenant,
to be executed as soon as it may be ascertained
that "Smith," at Philadelphia, nas nufferedf and
an order han this day been published to place as
in separate cells. But if they imagine that theiracruelty or inhumanity can make me falter, or; nn-
der the circumstancee, have any terrors for- me;
they are sadly mistaken.

The opportonity to accomplish the object forwhich I hold life most sacred not having arrived-f that of a;diug to free my native land from the gall-
ing yoke of oppression under Which'she hba beensuflering for centUries--there could passibly be no
other cause for which I could be more dtotent to
freely offer up my liln than the endeavor to main-tain the glorious flag which has afforded a homeand protection to me and my oppressed country-
men. It was with .he most perfect willngness to
do this I left Ne .v York, watched for the approachof its enemies at Fort Corcoran, maroi'led to andSmet them at Manassas; bat lortune did not crown
us with success. I made my :ast stand around thatflag, with very few, indeed where from necessity
we were forced to surrender.I hope and trust my wife, and all my dear friends,
will as cheerfully submit to the necessity of mycase as I do myself, and assure all that never in
my life hav.e.I felt in better health or spirits.

I have much to say to you, but do not deem itexpedient at this time, In the event of my execu-
tion I shall endeavor to havre a private le.terleft to
be delivered to you. Imnust, however, statein
justice to the tunly hearts that beat in thebreastnof the rank and file of our prisoners, that some
means should, if practicable, be adopted to havethem exchanged ; for no tongue can tell, pen de-cribe nor imagination conceive, what these poorfellows have suffeled during tile !nat sixteen weeks.
At the time of the arrest they were all.without a
change of under garment, wtllout blankets, and inmany cases, coats, as such articles, on account of
the exreme heat, were either left behind or throwneff while on the march. They were also without
money, except a few, who were soon spared ithe
trouble of carrying it. The almost invariable sal-utation received was '"you damned Yankees," etc.,
etc., "what have you got?" and, suiting the action
to the word, would dexterously, and with that
adaptation which practice alone con give; turnedthe contents of the prisoner's pockets into his own.
There were some whlo were fortunate enongh tofall into the hands of better disposed persons; butthey were few. For ten weeks in Richmond they
slept on the bare boards. They are now very
ragged indeed,and manyarewithout shoes. They
are served wilth two-third (nominal) armyrations.
Our poor wounded, who happened to be left iromne':essoty on the battlefield, what has become of
tlelm? Where are they? Alas, only Be, who
knows all ttinga, can answer.

Captain lclvor (after my departure from Rich-
mond) was accused of being the chief of a con-
spiracy antong the prisoners; he wa, 'therefore,
confined in the city jail, and afterwards sent to
New Orleans. 1 had fifty dollars sent to him and
the privates a few days since. Lieutenants Bagley
and Cannon I have not heard from since I left.
Lieutenant Connolly is here with me, also one of
my regiment named Owens, whom they permitted
to accompany me. I have seen a report pat in cir-
culation that I had been handcuffed while at Rich.mend, but I assure you I have not had that honor;
although I have been the recipient of a good many
others. If I hbad promised not to take up arms
after my release, 1anm well satisfied I would pre-
cede even some of the earliest arrivals in New
York to exhibit my parole of honor, if it could be
called such. I warn all friends of our good daunse
to be careful what accounts they give credence to.
We are-led to believe that on-fellow here has sold
ilts country for a poor considoration, and bag sent
letters for publication with statement

1 that are not
reliable. The Zounven will take care of him if be
returns. -

1 have written no many letters to you and Moos.
Corcoran-soume of which, I have reason to be-lieve, never reached their destiatio--I am at a
loua to know what may be interesting under the
circumstances, and I dislike repetition. I received
only two of yours, although it appearo from the'
last that you have written several. The Itight
Rev. Bishop Lynch, of this oity, bas haen very
kind and attentive since our trrival. He ke• Islid-ly advanced me some money, and showed other
generous marks of Cllristian benevolnce. A genu-
tleman named - has furnished a shiat for each
officer and private in this place. I prefer it to
Itchmoud. Cunvey to uns. Corcoran, AMrs. HeBnoy
aud Mr. Kane my losve, and toall friends the ex-
pression of my sincere friendship, and believe me,dear Cgap;,in, your moat sincere friend,
