On the I.th September Inst I was arrested, 12 miles this side

of Louistell, having in my pyosserlon a large assortment of
merchaodlse arms, etc. I was brought to the city prison, and
on the 5th of October the grand jury at Louisville tidieted me
for treson, for aidlng and abetting the Confederale States, now
in arms against the Federal Government. I was committed by
Judge Catron, slthout privilege of bail. My wife, heainog of
my arrest, came to Iouisville, and being supplled by her with
means, I employsd eminent counsel, and upon application to t. e
Cou at Frankfort, made by him, I was admitted to ball in the
sum of $l5oo, with two good and solvent sureties, and on my
own personalbond fo the same amount. This bail I obtained
upon deposit of property exceeding $10,00 1in value.

On leaving the nextl day, I was aga n arrested, with my wife
ad famlly and a gentlemen of this cty who had voluntarily ac-
comsnled my wife to Losoivltle. My wie was discharSgl , but
the gentleman was kept in prison for ten days ; and as for my-
elf, I was again commruited for treascu, without bail. My case
came up formally, before Judges Catron ntd Ballard, on a
habos eorpis, andarter two days pleinug of counsel, I was
discharged on thie ld of November, upon the second arrest,
being held, under the first Indictment, to appear for trial at
Itsulsvlll, on the 6th day of January, 18,2.

It will be understood that mygtods are still held by the
Goverment t LooivdllPe. They are wo~th at least $15,000.
Mysexpemes, through my arrest, re at leat $50 0-so that I
am, in fact, out of pocket, with the collateral bonds, to the sum
of 30,',00. To recover my good', or not forfe!t my boend, I in-
leaded to return to Loulsville; but upon application to the au-
thorit:es here, I am refused it pass.

I mak

this statement to the public, for whom t may concern,

sothat mypslton may be made fully manifeot If I am not
permitted to return to brand ny trial, the responsiblliy may rest
where it should, and I maybe Indemnledl at a future day by
theCon*ederate States.

I close, with the omission of many matters In regard to my
suffering, treatment, esc., during my confinement, couslderiug
osly these farts essential.
