FraST DISTRICT SCHOon BOARD.--This Board held
its regular monthly meeting last night, Dr. Lindsay
in the chair, and a quorum present.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and
approved.

The Committee on the Boysa' High School re-
ported that there was the following attendance in
the school: First Course, 51; Second Course, 25;
and Third Course, 10; makine in all t0. The com-
mittee reported the school maaring fine progress.

Mr. Lunsher, Chairman of tihe Committee on
Teachers, presented the following report, which,
on account of its importance at the present mo-
ment, we give in full:
T' o the Board of Directors o the Pubtle celools.

" Yoar committee on Teachers have the honor
to report that, during the past month, they have
enjoyed an appropriate exemption from their
stated duty of examining applicants for situa-
tions and appointing supernumeraries for vacant
places in the schools. For tile only position re-
quiridg ah applicant--that of elocution, book-

reeping, etc., to the Boys' High School-they have
not been able to find a suitable candidate ; while
for the occasional vacancies, caused by the absence
of regular teachers, the State Normal School has
provided coopetent and deserving assistants.

"Your committee report with satisfaction that
the tardiness of teachers has sensibly diminished
during the past month. There is, indeed, but one
unexplained instance, and that may prove useful
as a text for the respected Chairman of the Com-
mittee on the Girls' High School.
" The committee cannot resign their recollec-

tions of the past year without a brief reference to
some of the circumstances that alfected the schools
during that memorable period. Thirteen months
ago, the apprehension of a mighty revolution in the
land caused many a doubt as to the city's ability to
provide for and secure their maintenance; but the
fathers of the corporation suppressed their doubts
as omens of evil, and ordained that the schools
should still occupy a prominentl lace on their
budget. After five months' trial the throes of the
revolution again startled our municipal Solons, and
tempted them to suogest the closing of the schools
for the balance of the year; but the hearts of the
people were aroused--10,000 young voices pro-
tested against the deed; and the leaf that recorded
the ungracious measure forthwith assumed a cheer-
ful aspect. The Finance Committee inhaled new
life from their converse with the youth of the city,
and in the inspiration of the moment they devised
a salve for the attenuated limbs of the corporation,
which served also as a balm for many a parent's
and teacher's uneasy heart.

" With such a history for 1861, your committee
cannot expect a less luminous and gratifying
record for 1802. The temporary embarrassments
of the State and city may compel retrenchments
and involve many sacrifices, but we deem a clos-
ing of the public schools impossible. If tite City
Council should, unfortunately, be compelled to
omit the usual provision for their support, who
can doubt that a proper appeal to the ten thous-
and interested parents would make up a fund suffi-
cient to maintain them for a year? $50 from 1600
persons, or $100 from half that number, would
suffice to maintain the schools of this District.
Paid into the City Treasury, either as a loan on
city bonds, o as a voluntary contribution, it would
constitute a sacred fend for thle education of all
the children of the District, and alford another
proof of the patriotism and provident generosity
tof oar peolle."

The Visiting Committees presented reportse which
Iowed that the schools were in a most flourishing
osndition, with full attendance.

The Finance Committee presented their report
as'6 the financial proceedings of the past month,
anrsiverthe following statistics as to their opera-
tio of the past yc•3r:
T city appropratlon for the schools in this

Dist t was $8,820, and the expenditures were as
follos : Salaries of superintendent and teachers,
$62,234 50; secretary and assistant librarian,
$12t70 ;sergeantat-arms and deputy, messenger
and ptters, $4138 01; rent, $2600 20; supplies,
incidentvls, priating,:and repairs, $i0,372 44; bal-
ance on hand, $6204 16, which is all due on con-
traets orebuilding; repairs, etc.
- The coamittce also noticed the fact that the city
has so far tiled to make the usual appropriations
for the sulport of the schools. The report was
adopted.

PENSACOLA. Jan. 1.-A Confederate steamer

going to the Navy Yard to-day was fired upon by
Fort Pickens, when Gen. Bragg's batteries replied.
The firing still continued at last accohnts.

I'ENSACOLA, Jan. 2.-The engagement was com-
menced on yesterday fternoon at halftpast 2
o'clock, by the enemy oing on a small steamer
lying at the Navy Yar wharf. The firing soon
became general, slow and deliberate on
both sides, The last gun was fired from our side
at day-light this morning. The shells from onr
g•ns were thrown with great accuracy, but the
offoct on the Fort is unknown. The steamer
escaped without damage, and no casualties are re-
ported. The only damage done was the burning-of
two or three wooden buildings in Warriogton y
the enemy's hot shot. One Federal vessel was
outside, but not engaged in the fight. All quiet at
22 o'clock, M., with no prospect of a renewal of
hostilitles.

Official Report.of General Bragg..,
R•icaton, Jan. 2.-Gen. Bragg cemmunioates to

Goverrment that the firing commenced yesterday
by Pickens firing on a Confederate steamer whth
was replied to by the Confederate batteriestind
contifued during the day till ight, no easualtleaon
our side. Col. Anderson was in command,as Gen,
Bragg was absent, bat he returned early this morn-
ing. Pickeno did not renew the firing this morning
and no further demonstration made on our side.

The Enemy at Biloxi.
Gen. Mansfield Lovell has kindly favored us with

the following telegram from.the operator at Hands
hero', Mists.:

Hnosnsoao, Mtss., Jan. 1-Gen. M.t Loyvell.
Thile enemy came as near Biloxi yesterday morning
as they could get, with three smnall steamers. Two
IT. S. officers, with sixty men, then landed in omall
boats, and demanded of Capt. Farrell, command-
ing that place, any property in their possession
belonging to the United States, or munitions of
war of the Coofederacy, aiinog Capt. Farrell one
hour to decide whether to fight or surrender."
Capt. Farrell surrendered. The U. S. Commo-

dore then took two small cannon, and made in-
quiry for the arms of the Home Guards, though he
did not get them.
Gen. Butler and his command were at Ship

Island, and could not say what he would do.
The enemy remained in Bdoxi a few hours and

returned to Ship Island.

The Trent Affair.

Centreville of the surrender of Mlessrs. Mason and
Slidell, which I telegraphed you. That report is
generally believed in Government circles here.
The following telegraph was, received by Guyov.

Moore from a prominent gentleman and official in
Richmond :

Ricnxoan, Jan. 1.-Slidell and Mason have been
given up. Seward's letter to Lord Lyons occupies
several columns of the Ballimore Sun, and con-
cludes with saying he "delivers' up the Commis-
sioners with pleasure, whenever Lord Lyons
chooses to receive them.'

I have this information from a gentleman who
read Soward's letter in the Sun, but I have not
seen the paper myself.

Belease of the Confederate Commissioners.
RcnuonoD, Jan. 2.-The Richmond Enquirer

will publish to-morrow, from the Baltimore Sun of
the 30th ult., the demand of the English Govern-
ment for the restitution of Mason and Slidell, the
answer of Seward and the response of Lord Lyons,
the Eaglish Minister, which is short and pointed.
Seward surrendered instantly, but closes his reply
with a multiplicity of words, and argues, through
firstlys and secondlys, that the Southern Commisa
siouers were contraband and liable to capture ;
but says, however, the laws of nations, while
justifying the capture of the enemy's Ministers, do
not, as in a case of property, provide formulas for
adjudicating tile capture. This might have been
avoided, hlie says, if the Trent had been detained,
by proceeding against her, which would have
been morally decision of the case of the Com-
missioners. The moral certainty of the character
of Mason and Slidell would have been sufficient to
meet the spirit of the law, but the Trent being
dismissed, the service orrwas lost. Seward says, sub.
stantially, that the capture of Mason and Shidell
was in opposition to, and the restoration demanded,
by all those principles which ever obtained in
American policy sand statesmanship, and to vindi-
cate which thre United States went to war with
England. In declining to surrender the Commis-
sioners he would violate a long maintaineed dogma
of his own country, and which he approved.

Summary points in the Enquirer's editorial says:
First, The. capture was right when tested by
justice, law and decorum; second, its advantages
mest be surrendered upon an assumed technicality
in a court where there is no pleading; third, tile
capture was wrong, as judged by principles
always maintained in tie United States, even to
the extremity of war. To Seward's labored effort,
Lord Lyons makes a brief reply, and to the point,
says he has sent his (Seward's) words to England,
and will see him soon and receive tile Ministers.
The Philadelphia Bulletin says: " Whatever has

been yielded is only owing to tile imperative ne-
cessity of avoiding a foreign war while we have a
domestic one on hand. WYe had better not stand
on punctilios, and run the risk of the Union being
destroyed by an alliance between the rebels and
the leading powers of Europe."

The New York Express says: " This surrender
to a necessity will soon impose on us other neces-
sities in connec:ion with Great Britain which we
must yield or light. Ninety days will not elapse
wilthout further insltring demands from thIe Eng-
lish oligarchy."

The Express advises instant preparation for war
to the extent of a million and a half of men, and
says the Administration hasgiven up Mason and Sli-
dell not to law, equity and right, but to necessity.
The American Eaglo, in itstrials and troubles, hum-
bles himself for the first time to tihe British Lion.
Rebellion on land drags down the flag never be-
fore humillated before England. Letus Aimericans
hang our heads because of our humiliation and
dismiss the subject with as much silence as paossi-
ble. The National Intelligencer' says Seward's
course is approved by every member of the Cabi-
net, and says war with England and France is es-
caped by it.

RBTruN oF GEN. PRENrlSS TO PALOYA.--We
learn that Capt. Hollowbush received a dispatch
yesterday, stating that Gen. Prentiss and staff had
arrived safely at Palmyra from their expedition.

Nineteen "secesh'horses," fruits of the expedi-
tion, were sent down last evening, and quartered
at the livery stable of Shoot & Jourdan, until
furthey orders.

LaTE FRon PRtrce'S"-Adly.--A Kansas captain,
who reached this city on Tuesday gives r s some
late information from the headquarters of the re-
bel army. Ho was captured some weeks ago by
Si Gordon a guard in Platte counsty, and was taken
to Price's camp on the Osage. He says that on
Thursday last a panic prevailed in the rebel camp
in consequence of the vigorous movements of Gen.
Pope from Sedallt, and that the order was given to
move southward: On Friday Price's command,
which, he says, number sh about 10,00 men, reached
Humansville. At that place he was dischtarged on
parole, and at once made his way to the North.
He says the rebels are tnder the impression that
Ge. Htalleck had projedted an expedition from
Rolla to cut off their retrest. This news tallies
with the information conveyed In our regular tele-
graphic dispatches in to-di 'e paper.

OTTEiVsLLe, Deomber 26.--Information which
is supposaed.to be reliable as been received here
of the retreat of Price southward. The day after
the party Geo. Pope sent out to Johnston county
drove in Rainss pickets, Price withdrew Rains'
division across the river, and the next daymarched
three miles southward with his whole force. At
last accounts one division was at Neosho, and the
main army under Price bad just left Humansvilte,
on its way to Arkansas.

Price says that his retrograde movement was in
obedience to orders from the President of the Con-
federate States, but his men generally believe that
it was in consequence of Gee. Pope's advance, and
Price's fear that a force would be thrown forward
to caut off Ii supplies southward, and another ad-
vance in front, in which event iis supplies would
have been exhausted in a few days, and he would
have been compelled to abandon his strong po-
sition at Osceola.

Whatever. the motive, it is certain that the move
wag an unfortunate one for Price, for many of his
men who for months have been expecting to march
forward and drive the Federals from the State,
will be disgusted, and will refuse to follow him out
of Mlissour. Gen. Halleck's policy of showin% no
mercy to lawless bands bT marauders and bridge
burners, and of dealing with the utmost leniency
with those who lay dows their arms and return to
their homes and peaceful occupations, will do much
to restore peace to the State.

it is said that there are 3000 fattened hogs in

Lexington, ready. to be slaughtered for Price's
army. They have been paid for in Confederate
notes, which, among the Secessionists in Lafayette
county, passes current at higher rates than Mis-
souri paper.

Two soldiers were shot through the head and
hilled at Sodalia on Christmas day, it is supposed,
by local Secessionists. IEfltborts were being.made
to detect and punish the murderers. They were
shot in a grove not more than a hundred yards
from the camp.

The retreat of Price from Osceola is onSfrmed.
He was apprehensive of beig attacked in front
from Sedalia, while thie troops at Rolls marehedon
his rear, and cut oa his route to the southwest.
The troops at Sedalia are not to be provided with
winter quarters-a fact which would appear to In-
dicate that they are to continue active operations
throughout the winter, and, probably, march in
pursuit of Price, if necessary.

We have already mentioned the expedition of a
troop o Mferrill's cavalry from Sedalia to Lexing-
ton for tile purpose of burning the ferry boats and
the foundry at the latter place. While on their re-
turn to Sedalia. after the accomplishhent of this
work, one of their number, who became separated
from the main body, .was killed by the Secession-
iatso, who took his horse, gun and equipments, and
left his body on the road. It was found and buried
by a Uniohl man. His comrades knew nothing of
his death till told of it by the Unipn man who
buried him.

FboM PILOT KNOa.-.PiiOn Ksob, Dec. 25.-,
Special Dispatch to the Missouri DemocratL-
Capt. Hawkins, commanding Independent Missourl
