Speaking of the bill which has passed the House

of tltpresentatives, and the Senate, too, with an

amendment, (of the terms of which we have no

knowledge, aceording to the telegraph,) that highly
influential journal, the Franklin (St. Mary) Plant-

ersa Bannr of the 11th inst. says:

The stay law, which has passed the Lower-House
of our State Legislature, and perhaps by this time
the Senate, we regard as oneof the most pernicious
laws that could possibly be crowded through the
Legislature. It proposes that if property will not
bring within ten per cent. of its value two years
ago, when its value was from twentyfive to fifty
per cent. greater than it now is, it shall not he sold
for twelve months after the war, and that ereditors
shall pay the expense of advertising and other

nosts. Why did they not make a law saying dis-
tinetly that no property should be seized and sold
until a ydar after the war? For the proposition as
it stands- means that, and nothing else. This will
be an end todhe poor man's credit during tile war,
at the very time wh)s :e needs credit more than
ever belore. Some honest debtors maybe benefited
by this law, bat ten honest creditors will be wronged
where one hosest debtor will be benefited. And the
law gives no lienupon the property of the debtor.

By the time the war is over a dishonest debtor
may dispose of all his property, and put the pro-
ceeds out of the reach of the creditor, except
where security may have been obtained already,
or may be obtained at the expense of a lawsoit,
the costs of which are to be paid by the creditor.
There is probably no State where a stay lawis less
needed than in Louisiana. People here whi try to
pay their debts are seldom sued. The creditor
here is proverbially liberal to the debtor. A stay
law may benefit the few, hbut it will utterly ruin
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many an honest creditor, and we think it will
prove a ruinous thing to the State.

The observations of our cotemporary are emi-
nently just and proper; and we anhesltatingly to
venture the assertion that not a single honest man wi
in the State will avail himself of the stay law, be
amended or otherwise. Fair dealing will have no Gt
use for stay laws, and never solicit the passage of to
stay laws. They.can always sgttlewith their cred- in
itors on more favorable terms than the Iegislature w,

can provide for them. They are the last people di
that ask for legislative interference. There is a th
friendly, moral stay law, prevailing in Louisiana at as
this moment, worth ten thousand stay laws, with- of
out a particle of the mischief they invariably in. g,
Ilict.
