PCrenL Scuoots.-The examination of the Fisk
and Madison Schools took place yesterday.

Owing to the inclemency of the weather the at-
tendance of visitors was much more limited than
it was at some of the other examinations.

We were struck with thle spaciou size sod airy
arrangement of both these schiool-houes. The
Madison School, in particular, though in the very
outskirt of the city, is quite a palace in size and
elegance. It was an agreeable surprise to see so
many young ladies of such refinement and intelli-
gence frequenting a school so remote as this must
be from their residences.

Certainly New Orleans has been most liberal in
its provision for the education of its youth. No
expense has been spared in the erecting commo-
dious and handsome buildings, and the employ-
ment of shillful teachers, and we doubt not that
the fruits of this course are evident in a general in-
telligence of the rising generation that is not to be
surpassed in any city of the world.

Tise examination of the high schools for boys
and girls commences on ionday next, and will
continue until Thorsday. This is an occasion of
such well-known interest that it is unnecessary to
invite the attention of our citizens thereto.

Foreign IOtealltlge•rct.

SFrom the Ner lork Jounal !f Cs o wmerdce.
The foreigen ews received during the past few

days cannot but lead to the gravest solicitude for
the future. Tie tone of the French news is even
more unpleasant than that from England. while it
is evident that a strong pressure will be brought
upon both governments to induce them not only
to recognize the Southern Confederacy, but to in-
terfere by force to raise the blockade. The gene-
ral principle is now strongly urged that the Ameri
can war has been of long duration without practi-
cal results, and that the means of warfare adopted,
such as the stone blockade, for example, are con-
trary to the moral sense of the great powers of the
world. The urgency ol the Abolitionists odeclare
the freedom of the slaves, and thus create.the hor-
rors of servile insurrections, is now regarded by
their old allies, the English, as an evidence of the
tendency of Americans to barbarism, and is used
as an argument to induce national interference in
our affairs.

We cannot but feel the melancholy fact that
America is regarded in Europe as a weakened
power, with whom it is possible to deal as with an
snierior. No Government has yet taken this view,
but public sentiment is strengthening in that di-
rection, and it will require great caution and mod-
eration to prevent such action on the part of Eng-
land and France as will make it necessary for
America to assert her dignity and prove her
power.

The London Observer is entitled to no credit,
and we are not induced to place any reliance on
the "latest intelligence" which comes from that
office where the Southern agents seem to hold
council. Dispatches are easily made up for a do-
parting steamer, to produce an effect on this
country, and the dispatch appears to be of that
kind. But the entire tone ot the Eoropean mind
is not to be mistahken. It is now a question of
great moment for France and England, whether an
aormed intervention wilt be justifiable, and if justi-
fiable, whether it will pay for the coat.
This will be discussed for some weeks. If at the

end of a year from the commencement of the war
we shall remain in the same position, the urgency
of the pressure on these powers will increase.
Meantime we are now approaching the oppor-

tunity to exhibit the force which General McClel-
lan has been gathering. That force surpasses any-
thing that European powers have supposed. Itis
beyond anything that Americans imagine. We
speak not without asthority whlen we say that the
artiliery forces of the Union army to-day sur-
passes anything the world ihas ever seen before.
No such result of military slill, foresight, prepara-
tion and drill has been realized in any nation up to
the present time.

When this is brought into sight by the move-
menots which are to be made, the force of European
criticism will change, and it will be acknowledged
that they had no conception of the strength of the
American Government. It is now a question
whether we shall display to Europe a sufficient
force to be the best argument against their ideas
of interfering witb us. If they are convinced that
we are a great nation, unimpnired in our vigor,
they will remain quiet. Otherwise they may at-
tempt to settle our troubles for us, and no one can
torsee tle results of sulch an attempt.

The Thunlerer's Opisluon of Mlir. Sewvard's
Backdovwn Letter to Lordn Lyons.

c From thie Ltondo Time,, January 10.]
With a verbosity never equaled even in diplo-

macy, and with anunquestionable vagueness never
surpassed even in Congressional debate, Mr. Sew-
ard, in this long document, wanders through the
history of all past transactions. Inasmuch, how-
ever, as he concludes that, notwithstanding all hehas anso lengthily and vaguely promised, lie can
come to no other conclusion upon the circum-
stances of the present case than the act was inde-
tensible, and that the nrisoners must be restored,
the obvious course was to accept the fact of the
reparation, and to disregard the comment. Such,we believe, has been the course adopted by our
Government. A Cabinet council was held yester-
day, at which this elaborate document was considered. An answer will, we understand, be re-
turned, expressing the gratification of her Majesty's
Government at the disavowal of the act of Capt.
Wilkthes, accepting the rendered, and assuming that
the precedent in the case of the Trent will rule the
more recent cases ot the seizure made by the Cap.
taln of the Santiago de Cuba on board the Blritish
schooner Eugenia Smith.
As to the general discussion of the law into

which Mr, Seward enters at so much length, the
Government will decline any answer until they
have had an opportunity of submitting. the whole
note to their law efiaers. There are propositions
laid down in this note which are not at all admis-
sible, and it is of the highest importance that we
should not suddenly bind ourselves to the abolition
of belligerent`aight, which may be to ourselves,
at some future time, of vital importance; nor that
we should, on the other band, admit the right of
any foreign State to carry our mail packets into
their porets and submit them to the arbitramentof
their prize courts. After the delivery of the pris-
oners all these points maybe veryproperly raised,
and can be conveniently discussed; but it is ex-
pedient to separate this discussion entirely from
the settlement of the misunderstanding which has
so nearly precipitated us into war. Whenever the
proper time comes we shall probably insist, with
all the authority in our favor, that a belligerent
has a right to communicate with a neutral power
in a neutral ship; and that it is a presumption
that. in such a communication, there is nothing in-
consistent with the character of the neutral nation,
and therefore nothing injurious to the other bel.
ligerent.

FaoM Paxna's AnnY.-The latest accounts from
Gen. Price place himself eight miles this side of
Springfield, with a large force. The Federals, 50,-
000 strong, are marching upon him from Lebanon,
Rolls and Sedalia, and it is believed that stirring
times will be had in that direction in a few days,.
It is not improbable that Gen. Price will fall back
to tihe Axkansan line,

LATEST TELEGRAPHIC INTELLIGENCE.

DISPATCHED .TO THE NEW ORLEANS CRESCENT

Latest from Fort Donelson.
Speciaul to Union ad American.]

FOxr DOvELSON, Feb. 14.-Six gunboats attacked
the fort this- afternoon and a terrific fight ensued
of near two hours' duration, but not a min on our
side hurt. Two gunboats were badly injured and
the third crippled, when all of them retired. No
demonstrations were made by the enemy to-day;
the enemy, it is-believed, have received reinforce-
ments and we expect it all round on to-morrow.

We are indebted to Messrs. Kirkpatrick & Co.,
of this city, for the following private dispatch:

NASHVILLE, Feb. 14.-A dispatch has been re-
ceived here from Cave Johnson, saying that we
had eighteen killed and fifteen wounded, and they
had four or five hundred killed. Pillow whipped
them. Good ! Their gauitoats materially injured.

NAenv•LLE, Feb. 14.-The enemy's gunboatn
opened fire on Fort Donelson at 35 o'clock this
a(ternoon. There is only ten feet of water on
Harpeth Sheals, 35 miles below Nashville and tfe
river is falling rapidly. Our pilots say the gun-
boats cannot pass over to-morrow.

From Memphis.
MsNarr', Feb. 14.-The work of volunteering

and preparing for defence goes onward. The
people are calm and determined. Advices from
the North warn the South to watch for Lincoln
incendiaries.

From Richmond.
RICHOnuov, Feb. 14.-The bodies of Capt. O. J.

Wise, Lieut. Winm. Selden and Capt. Coles, arrived
here this morning from Currituck, whence a boat
with flag of truce went to Roanoke Island. Capt.
Wise has three wounds in his body, and Lient. Sel-
den has a ball through his head. Gen. Wise saw
the body of his son at Currituck and was much
moved. The enemy's fleet went to the south end
of Albemarle Canal and shelled the Confederates
under command of Gen. Wise at that point. There
are various conjectures as to the movements of the
enemy.

McCnlloegh's Rangers, from Louisiana, were en-
gaged in the battle of Roanoke Island. Their loss
was private Dolson killed and private Daly Cotton
wounded. A difficulty occurred atNorfolk yester-
day between Lieut. Gilmore and private Mullany,
in which the latter was killed; both belonged to
the Montgomery Guards, 1st Regiment Louisiana
Volunteers.

Latest from Various points via Richmond.
ReIHnuoD, Feb. 14.-A flag of truce from

Roanoke Island reports the Confederate casualties
were eight killed and thirty wounded. The Fed-
eral loss was two Colonels, thirty-five other com-
missioned officers and one hundred and seventy.
five privates killed, and four hundred wounded.
The bodies of Captains Wise and Coles reached
here (Richmond) this evening. The Jnra arrived
at Portland on the 11th inst., bringing Liverpool
dates of the 30th and Londonderry dates of the
31st. The London Shipping Gazette says it is re-
ported in well informed circles that Napoleon
declares he will not much longer allow French
commerce injured by a non-effective blockade of
the Southern ports, and will soon ask England to
join him in raising the blockade. The London
Morning Advertiser says until the 23d of January
Napoleon intended to announce, in his speech, hid
determination to break the Federal blockade, i•ut
Earl Russell induced him to defer action for a few
weeks. The Advertiser adds: The cooperation
France desired from England was moral caopera-
tion. The London Times says England can wait
on the movements of American affairs as easily as
the North and South can afford to be looking
across the Potomac, at a cost to each of two mil-
lions sterling per week.

A letter from Sufiblk to-day states that informa-
tion was received there late last evening that the
Federals had reembarked at Edenton and went to
some other point. The number of horses landed
was over-estimated. The Federals assured the
citizens they did not come to harrass or rob, but
while the officers were assuring the people the
soldiers were filling the gunboats with cotton
found on the wharf.

Elizabeth City was partially destroyed by the
Federals.

The latest information from Winton reported
nothing seen there of the gunboats which started
up the Chowan river from Edenton. It is supposed
they were only reconnoitering.

Dr. Cooho-, a wealthy citizen of Elizabeth City,
is one of the refugees who remained there until
the enemy had possession; he was invited back
and assured that he would not be harmed, but he
was afraid to trust them.

lev. ShaddockNorrel, of Gatesville, had a cargo
of corn captured on Albemarle Sound. Mr. Elliott
saved 79,000 pounds of Government pork which
was at Hartford.

A large number of young ladies from MIurfrees-
born' College lave reached Suffolk.

The people of Murfreesboro' are apprehensive
that Suffolk will be crowded with Carolina refu-
gees. The next depredalions are expected at Ply.
mouth and other towns on the Roanoke river. The
Northern papers of the 13th contain the following
intelligence: The Teutonia has arrived with Euro-
pean news one day later. The New York Herald
says there are parties in England who have re-
solved to object to every measure taken by the
Federal Government for the restoration of the
Union. The Tuscbrora was ordered from South-
ampton by an official letter fron Portsmouth.

A new Ministry is forming in Holland.
The Russians have been defeated in Circassia.
French troops are being rapidly dispatched to

Mexico.
TLe Nashville is still at Southampton. The Paris

correspondent of the Herald says in French circles
the opinion is almost universnal that France and
England will interfere in the American difficulties
in less than a month. and says Ministers, Govern-
ment, people and Government papers of France
are all ready for intervention. The London Times
says there is a large party in the House of Com-
mons who will urge on the Government the policy
of interference in the American struggle. Toe
health of Mlason and Slidell is good, but they com-
plain of bad treatmpent at Fort Warren.

Mr. Editor-We are as quiet as ever here, and
our only talk is of the Federal raid up the Tennes-.
see and Cumberland rivers, and the bridge-burn.
ings and cannonadings on those devoted streams.
But I need not attempt to tell you what we hear,
as you in New Orleans will have heard of it all
long before anyting of mine could reach you.

To-day was all glorious sunshine, without a
speck of cloud, from morn till night; and although
it was freezing cold most of the day, the powerful
rays of the sun effected a partial thaw wherever
they could get fll play. To-night i as beautifully
clear and moonlight, and the mud has already re-
lapsed into the original granite. We expect a
spell of dry weather now. and a drying up of themud, which has so terribly obstructed our locomo-
tion and heauling for the last fortnight.

The Kennedy Battalion has ceased to exist.
The eighth company being filled, it was this morn-
ing organized into the Trwenty-first Louisiana, or

teCown's Regiment. Lieut.:Col. Kennedy was
unanimonsly elected Colonel: Major West Steerver.
was unanimously elected Lieutenant-Colonel; and
Capt. John Newman, of Cbmpany A. "(the Bonford
Guards) was elected Major.on the third ballot over
Capts. Sam Willis, of the Askew Grays, and H. M.
Sorlia,of the Campbell Guords.

At asnubseqnent champagne blow-out, given by
Major Newman at his quarters, Col. kennedy,
being properly complimented,-rose and proposed
that the new regiment be called the lMoawni Regi-
ment, in honor of the able and esteemed General
commanding this division.' I am sure that the
compliment could not possibly have been better
bestowed. Oen. liMcCown's sagacity nto military
matters, and the earnest, and impartial attentionhe has bestowed upon the various corps comprising
his command, have at once won for him the affec-
tion of his division and the respect and esteem of
the whole army. And I may add, that he hbas some
reason to value the compliment I have mentioned.
Under the constant and rigorous trainin$ of Lieut.-
Col. Kennedy, his battalion soon took its rank as
one of the besat drilled and disciplined bodies of
men in the army here: and as time passed, it be-
came still more conspicuous for its ambition to be
doing something, and the alacrity with which it
obeyed any order promising either fatigue or dan-
ger. In bringing the battalion to this grade of ex-
cellence, the Lientenant-Colonel was not a little
assisted by his Major, West Steeover, a young gen-
tleman of military education and some warlike ex-
perience, in whom older officers recognize high
promise, if the war spares him.

Now that the battalion has proved its tin, by
swelling to a regiment under obstacles and troubles
which have rather tended to reduce regiments into
battalions, it promises to take a front rank in the
expected troubles here, or wherever it may chance
to be sent, and this promise seems a certainty
when the McCowan Regiment is led by officers so
brave, energetic and able as Col. John B. G. Ken-
nedy, Lieut.-Col. West Steerer and Major John
Newman.

Speaking of military- elections, I may add that a
Major has at iast been elected in the Eleventh Lou-
isiana Regiment. This is (or was) Capt. - Mason,
a capable and energetic officer, much liked by the
whole regiment.

Jollee had already suffered mere I
than one man could afford, in the occupation of his I
fields and houses by the army, and that it seemed r
cruel to remove the ladies from a home they loved
so much, they being willing to stay there and take
all the chances of the war. Only the cottage and
surrounding lot are left for the homestead ; allelse I
is taken up by the army. All around,where last sum.. I
ser's sun shone upon the placid corn fields and the
shady groves, and where the only music heard was I
that of the birds, may now be seen naught but the
grim structures of a warlike outpost--high banks,
deep ditches, redoubts: black muzzled cannon
grinning at all points; a whole colony of tents,
shanties and cabins, of the most outlandish appear-
ance imaginable; horses clattering, men tramping,
swords clanging and muskets gleaming, all the
time; a perpetual blast of music, sometimes
sweet, and sometimes harsh and discordant,
when the brass bands and fife-and-drum
bands around join in reveille or tattoo. In the I
center of such a scene as this stands the quiet
little home of the Jollees. It might seem curious I
that ladies, for all their love of home, could con-
tent themselves in a spot so warklike; but they
became used to it by degrees, as the army gathered I
around them, and now say they think they can I
stay there as long ps the soldiers. The first time
the Hessian gunboats sent their shells over this
place, Mrs. Jollee and her daughter were filled n
with terror, and sought safety in a cellar. The
next time they were not half so uneasy. Now,
when they hear the gunboats are coming, or hear a
the shot and shell, they scarcely take the trouble a
to drop their sewing. By the soldiers around, the t
family is much respected, and especially the pretty
Miss Alma, who, however, rarely shows herself
outside the house. By her right of residence, and
by the manner in which she is surrounded by our I
brave soldiers, I style her the Queen of the Hill.

Our postmaster at Columbus is a gentleman to
the backbone, and does all in his power to aocom- I
mtodate everybody, and has done so from the start.
This is Judge Vance, an old citizen of the place,
and brother-in-law to Col. Field, in New Orleans.
Assisted by his son, who is as fine a young gentle-
man as his father is an old one, he has never fal-
tered in the arduous duty of distributing and re. I
ceiving the large army mall at this post. I have 1
seen him crowded and bothered by the soldiers in i
a manner which I fancied might have exhausted
the patience of the moat patient man in the world. I
The mail arrives in the evening-sometimes not
till after dark; invariably, either the old man or t
the young one, or both, proceed to distribute it, I
and when through, hand out the packages to such
messengers as may be waiting from the neighbor-
ing camps. Yousng Vance sleeps up stairs, and
when his regular customers don't come for their
packages, he takes them up stairs with him, willing
to be aroused after going to bed. And as to old I
Vance discounting Confederate money, or demand-
ing specie for postage, he ever thofught of such a 1
thing. He takes the regal fr currency of the place,
to accommodate the soldier, and, if it is not all sudit-
able for deposit, (the currency here being about
as miscellaneous as that of New Orleans,) he after-
ward takes the trouble to change it into that cur-
rency which is. Whatever may be the future for-
tune or fate of the army at Columbus, all who ever
had business at fthle post-office will remember Post-
master Vance and his son with respect and grati-
tude. There were good people in Columbus long
before our army came here.

There has been a bIg bobbery among tile store-
keepers, sntlera, and bther whisky sellers here.
One big antler got the little antlers shut up; the
big storekeepers bad the little storekeepers shut
up ; the little storekeepers and little sutlers kicked
up a big row about it; Gen. Polk was beleagared
turnabout by the contending parties; and after
several days of whisky troubles in his ears, he got
sick of it all and shut up the whole capoodle of
them. Now, cold and hitter as the weather is, not
a drop of whisky I to be had. When Beaureggd
arrives he will be greeted by one of the soberet
araes ever seen.

The Situation hi Ketuoecy.

(From the Memphis Appeal, Thwurday.]
If the Administration needs any further proof of

the fact that the West is to be the great theater of
active hostilities instead of Virginia, where army
operations are now comparatively in a state of
abeyance we believe that it will be found in the
news of the last few days. Indeed, we have reason
to suspect that tioops are even now being carried
from the Potomac to Kentucky, with the view of
following up the Fishing Creek and Fort Henry
aflfirs with increased vigor. Oar telegraphic ac-
counts from the North this morning "announce-
what we predicted three weeks ago-that General
Thomas willt soon take up his line of march into
East Tennessee in three columns, his design being
to move on Knoxville, and if succcessful, then out
off communication between the Mississippi and
Potomac rivers, and the armies in the valley of
each.

Then we have the formidable movement up the
Tennessen and the Cumberland rivers, which has
already resulted in the fall of Fort Henry, and is
now threatening Fort Donelson. We have given
our views as a clogp. and careful observer of
events, in regard to the purpose of this expedition
and its probable operations for the future. That
we were right in our surmise, seems to be reason-
able from tihe tollowing comments on the subject
from the St. Louis Republican of the 5th inst.,
which were penned before the capture of Fort
Henry:

"The rebels attach great importance to their
situation at Columbus. The report, at first circa-
lated several days ago, of the removal of General
Beauregard from the Petomac to that quarter,
comes to us reiterated by Southern journals. That
an immediate attack upon Columbus is generally
apprehended by the secession oficers, seems quite
evident, and that the place is daily being strength-
ened, and prepared to withstand a siege, admits of
as little doubt. The New Orleans Delta shows that
safety of the South, and the effectual resistance of
the Confederates to the Federal armies, depend
upon the holding of Columbus and its supporting
military posts, while to Southern Kentocky all eyes
are turned as the probable seat of a coming fierce
and decisive conflict. The recent defeat of Zolli-
coffer near Somheaet, whereby the rebels were
driven from avalued position, was the first note of
this great contention. By that signal action Gen.
Thomas has nearlylturned the right of Gen. John-
ston'e forces, and very materially advanced to the
assistance of the troops on Green river, who are
but waiting some conperating movements to march
upon Bowling Green and take It. If, meantime
the communication between Bowling Green and
Columbus can be cut off the Union forces will hay
it in their power to achieve such a victregyas wi,
make the Confederates tremble from Nashville to
Pensacola.

"The rebel armies in Sonth Kentucky represent
two wings-Columbus at the We.t apd Bowling
Green at the East=with a totarlly inadequate cen-
ter. Here' is a line running neatly one hundred
and fifty miles, which it would require two hon-
dred thousand troops to cover, while the Confed-
erates do not nnster the half of that number, if so
many. The center is held by a brigade at Hop-
kinsville, and by Fort Henry on the Tennessee,
and Fort Donglson (twelve miles distant) on the
Cumberland. These points occupied bythe Fed-
eral forces, and a position taken near the State
line, say at Hadensville, and the wings of the rebel
army would be completely isolated, while both
would be threatened in'the rear and supplies for
both measurably cut off. To such a result the
finger of events now points. We interpret the
