Times quiet on the frontier. Peace and plenty
throughout the country and a perfect union of
sentiment among the red men in the common
cause of the So•Lth No doubt weshall have hard

bighting here in the spring. But a good cause will
make the work easy for nous. Pike s brigade will
number some 10,000 Indians, and two or three
regiments of whites. No common foe can ever
get a footing here. Fourteen inches of snow on
the ground whilst I write.

The above letter comes from one of the most
influential citizens of the Indian Natien. The great I
Jayhawkers from Kansas will meet their match if
they should attempt to lienetlate the South through
the Indian Nation.

In the meantime, while we are writing, Camp I
street is crowded with citizens anxious for the
news, which will be found elsewhere. But really,
every considerate person ought to have been
aware that we were in for a. severe contest, and I
that reverses will follow successes as sure as the
sun revolves on its axis.

To-hay the permanent Government of the South t
is to be inaugurated at Richmond. it is hoped
that the first movement of the new Government
will be to clear Richmond of the office-seekers, the
hangers on, the spies, army worms, contractors
and vultures. Let every able-bodied man be com-
pelled to shoulder a musket. It has got to come
to this sooner or later. In thle meantime, there is
no belief in the report that Nashville is to be sur-
rendered unless the South is actually sold.

McCook, of the United States Army, and which,
nnder a flag of truce, accompanied the remains of
Lieut. Peyton. The letter evinces a degree of
gentlemanly kindness which we can butcommend,
even in an avowed enemy of our country; and we
produce it in our columns, as a gratifying remin-
iscence of this war, whose otherwise grim fea-
tures are casting so much gloom over the land.

One particolareffectof this'war upon our people 1

op to the present tine is found in the remarkable
fact, that their continued and uninterrupted suc-
cess has rendered them indisposed to confront I
reverses to our arms as bravely as they should do.
The Southern revolution, which was ushered upon
us with' the brilliant achievement at Fort Sumter
on the 13th of April, 1861, presents the historical 1
anomaly of having been pushed forward up to the
19th January-a space of more than nine.months--
without having been retarded by a solitary signali
defeat. Revolutions generally, since that of the
American Colonies hgainst Great Britain, Belgium I
against Holland and Greece against Turkey, down
to the revoltof the South American colonies against
Spain, and the establishment of the new Italian re-
gime under Victor Emahuel, resulting in the
overthrow of the tyrant Bombs. have all had to
contend with defeat after defeat in their very in-
ception. The present movement that has invoked
into existence the government of the Confederate
States, is abright and conspicuous exception to all
these previous struggles for national independence.
We have been peculiarly blessed by P'rovidence,
to such an extent, indeed, that our people have
fallen into a spirit of ap athy and indifference. It
was vainly hoped that Bethel, Bull Run, Manassas,
Leesbuhg, Belmont, Oak Hills and Lexington- I
victories glorious and great for our cause--had
finished the task we sought to achieve. The dan-
gerous impremion had commenced to gather force
that the brunt of oor war for independence was
over, and we could return to our places of trade,
ease, honor and retirement, to repose upon our
oars.

Bance it is that we have repeatedly asserted
that the people failed to appreciate the crisis, and
warned them that they must be aroused, gird up
their loinsand be prepared to confront disaster
and seize victory from the jaws of defeat.' When
Zollcoffer--the lamented and the brave-fell at
Somerset, we saw in the untoward event the fore-
runner of similar disasters, and braced ourself to
anticipate them in the future. They have come.
To Fishing Creek, we must add the affairs at Fort
Henry and Roanoke-battles, it is true, which can
have no effect upon the ultimate decision of this
great struggle, but which still afford encourage-
ment to the hearts and prestige to the arms of the
enemy. There is n reason for the most easily
disheartened supporter of our cause to grow timid
or despondent, however, in view of these results.
No fact is better established than that our inde-
pendence will be maintained at every hazard of
lifeand property, and, as we are told by the organ
df the British Ministry now in power--the London
Post--"every sensible man in Europe looks upon
the sunbjgation of the South as a tried and proved
impossibility." Such is an actual historical fact,
and will be denied by. none but cowards and
traitors.

It was the result of the first Napoleon's experi-
ence after the failure of his great campaign into
Russia, in the-year 1812, that "no people could be
conquered. who are sincerely attached to the in-
stitotions of their country." Unity of purpose,
energy of action, and unanimity of sentiment con-
stitute all thatis necessary to beat back invasion
and insure nationality, and these requisites we
possess in a preeminent degree.

Let us expect, therefore, before we have passed
throuoh the fiery ordeal of this war, to see towns
and vdilages, it' may bd cities, laid waste, and our
flag occasionally trailed in the dust of defeat. But
the fact is too manifest that the issue of our final
defeat or triumph must be determined by great
battles, such as Webeter tells us l hoave fixed the
fate of nations "-hot by skirmishes and fights be-
tween a few thousaiidmen on either side. Manas-
sas, Bowling Green, Coluvnbus, Charleston, Savan-
na and New Orleans, must, one and all, be
carried by the enemy before we allow a cowardly
despair to seize upon'out minds. Of this-we have
no apprehension. The enemy's victories have so
far been confined almoiest exclusively to the sea-
coast and the rivers, where he has been able to
use his superior munitions of naval warfare.
Besides the affairs at Fishing Creek and Rich
Mountain, where we were met in overwhelming
numbers, his hireling hordes have been routed
upon every field where they have dared to ad-
vance and offer battle. -It wibe ho in the future,
and we may ook'wlith confidence to the eagles of
victory resting upon our standard when the foe
1ehtures to leave the protectibn of his guns, either
upon the Northe•n ofrntier or along the coast; and
consign to the Godsf bsattles the issue of the day.
