Tie casualties on our side are small in nnmbhr,
being four or fivle killed, utnoas many wounded.

Of the monnerin whidchit was done, and
the serious loss of stores attending it, we shall
doubtless have ftrther full explanation.

Whether tee
enemy can erect batteries opposite Tiptonvillo re-
mains to be seen. At present their.batteries are a
short distance below Point Pleasant, Mo., a few
miles above Tiplonvile.
