Florida Iteni.

From all We learn from persons lately arrlved,
the affairs of Florida are in a lamentable condition,
owing to the inefficiency of the officers in con-
maud. With the exception ol Col. DUwd, of the
itissisippi Regiment,: none of the officers were
worthy of their position. The men wereeager for
light, but were held back by their conmmanders.
Gen. Trapior has met' rwit the condemaation of
every man, woman and child in Florida, and has t
been hooted at slong the route he travelled.

In despite of ihese adverse circumstances, a
-bhrilliaot action was performed by accompany ol
Cl. Davis' Regiment, First Florida Cavalry. This t
compency, commanded by Capt. Wa. Clarke, took
position on a bluff on the St. Mary'. river, and
waited' the apiroach of a Federal gunboat. As
they approached, a mat, at her mast-head, espying
Clarke's- eompasy, cried out--" here are the
damnoedrebeis.' Ye,'t • sid Clake, "lhere te
-%rel'' With that-Ihe raised his rifle and the look-
out dropped dead on the deck from hislotty perch.
Clarke's men thengave three cheers, fired a volley,
and twenty-five or thirty of the Fedarals wor a
killedand wounded, The gunboat not being able
to contend with our. men thus advantageously
posted, retreated discomfited.

The evaucation of Fernandina was condncted
very badly, and much was lost owing tot he ineffi-
ciency oflthe Colonel in command. Ex-Senator
Yulee, Presidet t of the Florida Railroad, was sn-
tiring in his eforta s to save the property of the oiti-
zens. He was the last man to leave- Fernandina,
and was on the train that was fired on. He es-
caped by great efLorts, and projected an expedition
on Molnday night to bring ofl the train that had
been left, which would have been entirely secoess-
ful had not the railroad bridge been set on fire by
order of Col. Hopkins, in command, just as tihe
train reached it. All the Florida troops need to
ensure success is a worthy commander. .

From Memphis r
3fEoPrIS, Marchl 10.-On Sunday scouts from

Columbi•, Tenn., reported the enemy advancing;
and near at hand, with a targe force. The bridges
over Duck River was destroyed by our forges. All
other britges leading to Colutbla had been
previously burned. Five hundred or one thousand
cavalry, under the. command of Cols. Scott and
Riffle, took position on the south side of the
river, and on Monday the enemy's cavalry ap-
proached. At the latest accounts brisk fining was
going on across the river.

There is a small amount of Government stores
at Columbia.

'the Federal-force at Nashville is stated to be
very large. A General from Iuka says that 60,000-
Federals were within seven' miles of thab pltce,
and an engagement is looked for in less than
twenty-four hours.

The enemy's gunboats came down near Island
No. 10, and threw shell and shot at us. They tried
to throw them over the fortilleations into a field
on the island where our troops were stationed, but
no damage was done. Behind their ganboats the
river was crowded with transports. Our gunboats
attacked the enemy opposite Tiptonville. After
two hours fighting, our boats retired. Twb of our
gunboats were slightly damaged. The Lady Polk
received. one ball through her, but was only
slightly injured. No lives were lost on our side.
