He remarked that a large majority of his neighbors
regarded cotton as the chief object; that when the
cows came home from the pasture at sunset for
milking, the owners were too indolent to milk
them.

sippi--vith the same ease and facility that the
great city of New York is supplied from the North a
river dairies of that State. ii

The policy of raising cotton this season has been I
talked of so much that it must have become worn
out by this time. We have only to say, plant
corn, potatoes, peas, beans, anything but cotton.
We estimate the quantity of cotton in the entire
South to be equivalent to four millions and five
hundred thousand bales. Premising that about
one-fourth of the ground devoted to cotton will be
'the extent of this spring's movements, it is reason-
able to suppose that about the let of December 1
next there will be available nearly six millions of I
bales of cotton. Premising that the stocks of cot-
ton in England and France will be absorbed by the
.close of the month of June, (only sixty days
hence,) the die is cast in regard to cotton for the
year 1862. Europe, including Great Britain, will
receive little or none direct from the South-no
more than the adventitious movements of some
bold operators will allow.
