The following correepondence 'rom Maisslppi .
City expltiia.the cause of the landing- at Biloxi
-and the attack on PIaa Christian villagl. The firing.
on the flag of trace was altogether wrong and-
unjst fabtle. But the Yankees could not go off
Without stealing a few negroes whirh they wanted
perhaps to make cooks of. oWe embody the letter
in our "Talk," being dated

slUsirs, ievr, Apil? 7,186I. -
It appears that some day or two before their

landing in Biloxi on Weinesday, they sent a flag of
traoe ashore at Blloxi, with -a little girl four years-
old, the daughter of Dr. Penietoanof New Orleans I
who, together with some paeeng s ere, e takep
from boats that left a Vessel that wa•ldst in the
Golf. This ohild and some letterd from persons re-l
tained on the fleet were left-with Judge Holley-ln
BIloxi, and when the flag of trace started for Shio
Islland, ; e got aground and was fired at by some
persons.from the shore; they were boarded after
being being fired on, and desired or commanded to
surrender, which the officer refused to do' ~At last
they got off aned oni arriving at the island and re-
porting how they had boen treated, the General-
sentashore a force of about eight hundred men,
who on laodl•g at aboutsun-lown, enrrounded ihe
town and remained until. morning, and desired'fo
find out why their fl had been lred on, and wh•i
had done it. It ateems they found out 'whio they-
were, hobt were not able to fiid them.. They pojted
a notice on Brown's gallery, saying' that no ptn l
vate propertyfwould be molested, and desired the
citizeOs to report any soldier-who shonld be guilty
of anyimisconduct. Tho -theui went ana- cut-the
teleglraph wire, and took alklf'Elmer' nregree--
men, women and children, whlo Went-down toLthe
boat and asked protection, and one oflthe negro
.men told them that he had a wife at Catliavet's,
w~here they seat a file of men and asked heatif she
wished togowith her husband.. Bho'said yea,and
they took her. They took all the goods out of
Ulmer's store, and a lot of wood, anittold liliie-
groes to help themselves to what they wainted,,
and they tried to get. Elmer hitnielf, but did not
succeed. They seemed to thinkl that he l d-sopie-
thing to do with-the flag-of traue affair. They then
went after Fewell, :but not finding bhip, they took
one of his children to Biloxi, saying that if Powell
did not come in they would take his child off
Fewell then went in. and they treated him well,
asked him if he knew who fired upon them, and if
he had no control over the matter. He informed
themr he knew nothing of it, and had no power to
prevent it. When he went home they took one
soldier a prisoner, who was drunk in Biloxi, and
made some fuss there. The commanding officer
then said that he had stayed-long enough, and as
he had not seen our Colonel,.he would go to Mis-
sissippi City and-hunt him up, as he had not come
to see him, as he wanted the persons who fired on
a them; that they had no Intention of landing if they
had not been fired on.

f This information I give you as I received it from

Judge Holley, who is now with me. Before day
the next morning we were all on the look-out forI something, and all at once a heavy firing coun-

menced right off the pier head; The flush of the
guns looked splendid in the dark. We could see
no vessels, and thought we were about to be
treated to a few shells, but soon day broke and
there were our gunboats right amongst the Fede-
ral boats, three on a side. After a sharp fight our
boats went off to the Pass, where the Federals fol-
lowed and landed, throwing a few shelals into the
town-one' wnt into Brill's house and bursted,
one went under Leovy's house, and one struck a
back ioouse of Hiern's. After landling they took
the Confederate stores, taking aboard the hay and
corn and giving the meat'out to the people on the
Pass. They opened Carter's soentl btoro, and dis-
tributed his bil-, notes and goods out amongst the
people. They then took two pieces of artilleryd and went out, drawing the pieces by hand to lhe

camp, and then attacked our soldiers, who fell
track over a creek. I believe that no person was
hurt. They then cut and tore down the telegraph,
and on going back asked to see the leading citizens
of the town. :They had a confab, when the offloers
lutormed them that they did not intend'to fire on
tie town, and were sorry they had done so, but
Sthey done it becaune soms persons set fire to the
nay on the pier head as they were about the land,-
and they tlahtght the place intended to make a
fight; that their objet war not to interfere with
private propeity. thise idea they seemed to try toi imprles on the .minds of all the offiers, and told

tlie men that if any of them, under any pretext,
went into any. house they would be punished
severely. They said also that the Oregon had fired
into th-ir boats and hurt-their men. They then
left about 7 o'clock in the evening. Next morning
iLe same b tats at daylight lay right off the pier
head, and we thought we were in for a visit ; but

e Il about an hour they went to Ship Island, and we
it hpve seen n-sthing of them since, and now all is as

quiet on the coast as usual, or as could be expected
after so much oxcitemont.
