The great importance of the news jsLrecetved

from Tennessee indoees me to depart from.eatab-
lished usage and to make to yousthls caeihica-
tion in advance of official reports.

FriPo.t•legraphin dispatches, reetved. from ol-
col soeaces; I am able to announce to y•u, with
entire donfldence, that it has pleoaes} Almighty
God to crown the Confederate arms w•lh a glorious
and decisive victory ver s'oher invaders.

On the morning of the 6th inst., the coveeging
colunms of onur army were combined by its Com-
mavder-in-Chief, Gen. A. S. Johnston, in tn assault
on the Federal army, then entamped near Pitta-
burg, on the Tennessee river.

After a hard-fought battle of ten bours, the ene-
my was driven in disorder fromhis position, and
pursued to the Tennessee rl'w, where, under
cover of hiaganboats, he waestthe last atcopnio
endeavorinn to effect hisr.ctat by the aid of k
transports.

The details of this great battle are yet too few
and incomplete to enable me to distlngusah with
merited praise all of those whomay have consptiu-
ously earned the right to such dlstinotton, and I
preter to delay my own .gatflacntdo in reon-
mending them to your eeelal notice, ratherthla
incur the risk of woetding the feelings of any by
failing to Inclnde them in the list. When such a
victory has betn won over troops as numeroust as
well disncpfined, armed and apuoitetd,,ul rLse'
which. nave been sQ genaity routed, we may well
c 'olude that One common spirit of unflinhing
bravery and devotion to our country's eaosb most
have animated every breast, from that of the Com-
manding-General to that of the'humblest patriot
who served in the ranks.

There is enough in the continued presence of in-
vaders on our soil, to chasten our exultation over
this brilliant success, and to remind us of the grave
duty of continued exertion, until we shall extort
from a proud and vain.glorious enemy, the relac-
tant acknowledgement of our right to ol-goeern-
meot.

But an Allwise Creator has been pleaned, while
vouoltaficing to ns his countenance in battle to
afflict os with a severe dispensation to which we
must bow in humble submission. The last linger-
ing hope has disappeared, and it is but too true
tlot General Albert Sidney Johnton is no more.
The tale of hi. death is simply narrated in a dis-
ipatchl from Col. William Preston in the following

worGn. Johnston fell yesterday at alflpast 2
o'clock, while leading a successful charge, turning
the enemy's right and gaiUinga brilliant victory.
A Minie ball cut the artery of his leg, but he rode
on till from loss of blood he fell exhansted, and
died witiout pain in a few minutes. hlis body has
been entrusted to.me by Gen. Bienregard to be -
taken to Now Orleans, and remain until directions
nre received from his family.
