At the frost idew it seems that. tohe questio is
slready.determfnled, and that there is nothing left
to the Confederate Slates but to submit. The New
York ohiroai raise tnait songs of victory. The
Engl i t eres is not so unanimous. * 0 The
os flenc of Mr. Jefferson Davis in the ultimate

eince of the war is remarkable, iansmuch os he
oes not dissimilate the difficulties of the situation,

nor the grave nature of the repulsea which the
Confederates have sustained. But at thIe side of
the danger he sobs the resources. If the enemy is
powerful. there is, he says, no wont of the cle-
mentl of resistance.
Bst are the people of the South determined to

employ all these resources? Here is the whole
questipo. Definitely, sucecsa depends a good deal
less on material force than on moral energy. The
Governmeht at Washington has made great olf.ts ;
it has called a formidable army into the field ; the
recent victories atSpringfield, Roanoke, Donelsou,
a r the captaure of Nashville and Charleston. (tis
latter city has not yet been captured--news later)
have effaced tire memory of the defeats of Blil
Bun and Ball's Bloff but the public debt hasas.-
sumed uneasy proportions; the exrpenses of the
war are such that the Northern States will exhaust
their credit, if thae struggle be continued for aa-
other year. The Confederate States know this
well.
We now know that the capital of Tennessee has

finally fallen into the hands of the Federal Govwrn-
ment, and that Governor Harris has disbanded the
militia of that State. Nashville is an ilmportnt
cqunisitlon to the Federals " Ten-

nessee ls, therefore, lost to the Southern Confedc-
racy; but there are still eleven States to submit.
We know that Virginia and the two Carolinas are
threatened. The nuavy of the Unionhas seized the
seaports, and the Federal troops have gained
some successes in Missouri and Arkansoas; hot
they are not completely mastersof those States
nor of KIentoucky. In admitting that they havee
succeeded in driving into the Sooth the armies
which defend those States, 'it is plain that they
must leave a unifficiently important force to re-
strain the population, and it still remains to cou-
luer-Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Louisiana, Mis-I etsipp-fao-Texaos. There must be a soquairon of
sn•fficnt strength to blockade the cousti to the
fa.weat limitsof the Gulf of Mexico. What will
the Federal Goverriment say to the powers of Eu-
rope on'that day when, involving the fourth article
of the treaty of Paris, they shall place the Federal
Governmens under the necessity. of proving an
effective blockade or to sofuter .uteral vessels to
enter'ireely into the Southern ports? In such a
ease, according to the rights of nations, the seiz-
ore of a vessel would become en act of hostilitynagainst the nation whose flag it carried.

C * The strategic siluation is very grave, hbut
it is not absollutely hopeless. Masters of the outer
line, the Federal forces have before them an im-
mense eountry to conquer, with one part of their
forces, the other beingindispensable to kehoop the
territory already conquered, and to maintain eom-
munication. They vI have to traverse vast
countofries, endure a burning climate, and.igclt fre-
qnently at points where their navy cannot como to
theira2siastance, To these difficulties we mntv add
the emllarraesment of a finauncial crisis. The
Northern States have vainly appealed to foreign
capitalists; they have been unable to ioepire asy
confidence abroad; and at present all the srrip
iseued by the Government io now in thIe hands of
Americmn cilizens. Some of these are voluorty
creditors, being subscribers to the loans; Ithe
others, and these form the great nmajority,;are the
holdsera ot paper money, which the recent law o"
*Congress has made alegal tender. Here is one
cause of the evils and run which we pointed out
yesterday.
The Southern BStato have nothing of the irind tro

fear, and President Darvis has good retson to to.-
gard this gnawing worm of debt which devours the
finances of his enemy as an auxiliatry'o his cause.

Such is an important reoetrre of the state of rrf-
fairs. It is melancholy for the Northern Staites,
which'are in denger of rain and bankruptcy; it is
mournfnl for the people of the South, rwho, iore-
rion in numbers and in military resouries, will have
to oppose to their adversaries an indomitable an.-
ergy; it is deplorable to tihe European nations,
whose commerce has lost the most lucrative ouot-
lets of treir exporfs. Tihe Anterican criito has its
vectims at Manchester and Liverpool, at Lyons nnd
Roubaix, as well as ot Donclsou and Springfield.

There is no use is dissimilatisg and exagerarridg
anything. We must weigh the chances which may
preloig the struggle, so as thorouplly to under-
stand the necessity of seeking a solution as t romptly
as possible. The first step towards discovering ir
remedy is to measure the extant and the gravity
of the disease.

Smimssion of Mbr.Seward, who Ilas caused nilitara
passeosion tobe taken of the van-ous lines of. tole-
graph, and has made use of every effective means
of terrorism, exiclusive from the mails, rrosecu-
tions before servile tribounals, and the severities of
'lab law, In order to check the publication of any
obnoxious reports which the editors may receive
through such channels as cannot be closed ir a
similar manner. Consequently the Nortihern prcrs
has a monopoly of falsehood, and the iodepeident
journala'are wholly stopped from conlradleion.
We ntay not, therefore, place the least reliance on

any statement relative to the situation of the Con-
federate States, the policy of their Governmert oa
the feelings of their people, which reast on the
authority of thIe Northern journals, or thle parti
sans of the Federal Governtmrent in this country.
The banust pains are taken, first, to preclude tihem
from knowing the-truth; and, secondly, to deter
them from speaking it. On the other hand, we re-
celve very little Intelligence direct from tim Soiutlh,
but what we do receive seems to be thoroughly
trustworthy. The exigencies of the struggle had
a sobering effect upon the journals and tatntesmenn
of the Confederacy; and they are too hard at work
and too much in earnest for falsnhood and bragga.docio.

Anhod, moreover. they do not orlto or speak foran audience like that to which Mr. Seward and theSN.Y. Herald or Tribune address themselves. Theirappeal ts to men of property and educatioo, corm-manding the confidence and guarlding the destininesof their fellowcitizens; hot to the alien rabble ofNew York or the fanatical abolitionists of Boston.There has always been a remarkable difference'between the political systems of the two sectionsof the late Union; the institutions of both havebeen absolutely democratic, but the Northerndeinmocracy has been o verned by its tail, theSouthern by its head. The Senators of the Nor•hgenerally, its Representatives invariably, havebeen demagogues, intriguers, or nobodies; thoseof the South have been more frequently stattesmenand .entieme. Thle Cuttorn Factories,

The Augusta factory has followed tile commend-
able example of the Atlhens and the Mtaeon tacto-
ries, and fixed the prices of their cotton goods at
rates belta what could have been ex'orted fromt
the necessties of the people. It has slse protidedt
that it will only sell to such merchants as will
pledge themselves not to charge at retail more
ihan two cents per yard over tie wholerale prices
thiley pay the laictery. This afiorda the merc'hants
a tair pratit for hlis time, and labor, and t-xpeses,
and protects tihe public train speculation on their
necessities. This is the more cemrnendable on the
part of the Augusta flatory, because it is in their
power to obtain several cents more pear yard oitall the cloth they are manuulacturing. Parties ar
ready and auxious to contract with it to take all
ithe••hea manufacture at ra considerable price
habove what they are charging. If it aecerded to

thlese propositions it would lose all coetrol orer
the prices of its manufactured goioders Iro the mo-
ment they passed out of its hauen, and tile sales
woulrdthen be governed by the law ef supply and
demaned. As the-cacoity tof the cotton factories
of the Confederacy is below the neceusary con-
sumptioa of the loneederate States, it would-be
dlifiealt to say how high cotton goods would rise if
the control ofpri0es were to pios out of the hands
of the factories. The scarcity of cotton goods is
aggravated by the want of cotton cards. it' an
ample supply of these could be obtained, the old-
fashioned spinning wheel would again come largely
into use, and the increase of hand-looms ir our
farm-houses would materitally check the present
tendency of cotton goods to rise to extortionate
pri,:es.
The facteries we have named deserve emuch

proie and the good will of the country for their
loderatiou, for high as are their prices they are

less than they could readily obtain. They are less
than other factories in Georgia are charging for
similar goods. Qwing to the suppyy being lomsch
shorter than the demand, all ith:t Ji made meets
pith ready sale--he higiher priced as readily as
the lower. This maktes the liberat poliey of the
Augusta, Athens aned ateon factories more con-
spicuoursly commendable. It shoulid be retrem-
beted to their credit hereafter, and tor their hber-
fit, when hlioeikades are raised and peace returns, I
and the old state of things perhaps is restored.
The time was, and at no distant period in tile part,
when Sooth on ear ories rdrrsggied widh di 'eultics
and entrrtrrassmento, and tmany were vrelr hertlrd
in reiue-when flimsy Yankee gords flooded the
Sooth anr hroke down Southern enterlprises, s-
tablishetd to h•ncish our seople with bertcr arti!eat
at a mere livig rate ofrror•it.
