THE FOOD EXOITEIMENT.

We are inclined to believe that the excitement
which ext.ta in tlinhbey upon the subject of a sup-
ply of food is, to a great degree, premature and
unnecessary. Owing to one cause or another, a
panic has been started upon this subject, and the
people, as is usual during a panic, are likely to go
to extremes, which may not only defeat the object
they have in view, but impoverish them as well.
We have heard men on the streets declaim about
the impossibility of getting bread for their fami-
lies, who, upon being closely questioned, would
r acknowledge to having at home more provisions
than they ever had before at any one time. Yet
they were perirctly honest and sincere, and had
an opportuoity offered, would have invested ther
last dime in buying seat or bread at exorbitant
prices. They were panic.stricken and reared for
the future-that was all.

We would, therefore, sincerely advise the people
to be calm ; to thiok before they act hastily, and
not to allow their fears to overcome their reason.
We honestly believe that there is food enough in
the city to feed us all well, until a supply can be
brought here, and that this supply wi.l be brought,
wp do not doubt. '

sef we allow ourselves to become excited and
lose our reason, it is but natural to suppose that
we will lose our money, by paying for an inferior
qoulity of food, lour times its value,-as there a a
plenty of people here, as elsewhere, quick enongh
I to take advantage of such opportunities; but if
we:neep cool and calm, buy what we want from
day to day, as heretofore, or even go a little
further, and buy a week's supply, we may be able
to retain enough money to buy all we want when
the provisions do come.

There is another matter occurring on this sub-
ject abont which we wish to say a few words to
our readers. It is the subject of work. Do those
large crowds of men who daily assemble on the
streets expect to earn a support for their families
Sby that kind of employment? We cannot see the
wisdom of such a policy-it can certaiolycput no
money in their purses. Why not seek oat some-
Sthing to do, and do itwith a good heart? We know

that under the great disaster which has befallen
us, all of our people are bowed down with grief;
but, in the name of all they hold most dear, do
not let them waste valuable time in repining. It
we have hungry wives and children at home, let
us go forth and seek some employmen&wherewith
to earn them food; and, as the Great Almighty is
good and merciful, we believe that all will go well
with Us yet.

God helps hin who helps himself, is a proverb
which is replete with sound truth. Let on there-
fore begin to labor for ourselves, and trust in God
for the balance.

, LAMENTAnLe SICIDE.--On Tuesday afternoon
one of our oldest and most respectable Creole citi-
zen, Mr. Coorcelle, put an end to his existence by
drowning himself in the Old Basin. Mr. Courcelle
was a native of this city; and for eighty-six years
-the period of his existence-has never leftit, ex-
cepting perhaps to take a short trip across the
lake. He was an ardent patriot, and from the be-
ginning of the present war, has been a warm sup-
porter of the Government of the Southern Confed-
eracy. Since the day upon which the Federal
fleet came up to the city he appeared to hale lost
his reason, and was frequently heard to exclaim
that he did not wink to see the flag of an enemy
wave over his beloved city. Early on Tuesday he
disappeared from his usual haunts, and no tidings
was had of him till his lifeless body was found
floating in the muddy waters of the canal. Mr.
Counrcelle's death brings affliction to many a family
circle, as he was most extensively connected in
the city.

A wise, prudential, dignified bearing in our
adversity should be maintained by every one who
has truly our good at heart, and no word or act
should le committed whereby in the future we
may suffer reproach, or tend to the disparagement
ot the general interest. That the events of the day
or hour have been of an excitable nature, is past
dispute; yet nothing is gained by passion, and still
less by persevering in an injudicious course. The
city of New Orleans, after a gallant resistance,
with insufficient means and imperfect appliances,
has succumbed to the sway or the conqueror, and
it now only remains for us to demean ourselves
with becoming pride and dignity, and thus entitle
us to that magnanimlty which should ever charac-
terize the truly brave and powerful.

We can discern in the multitude a disposition, we
think, to aid in allaying the excitement, and to seek
to harmonize their conduct tO the trying hour.
Certain it is, the calm, reflecting minds of our
people--those whose families and interests bind
them to the custody and honor of their homes-are
acting with all the prudence and means at thes'
colmand to instill in the less discreet their duty
in this sad and trying emergency :.and we earnestly
solicit our people to strive, with their utmost powers
of persuasion, and to lend all their time and means
to the maintenance of the public tranquility, and
the preservation of ourdeanly-cherished honor and
welfare. Let this be done, and we stand forth to
the world as heretofore, a people proverbial for all
that is truly great and noble.

With the exception of the threatened bombard-
rent of the city and the lowering of the flag that
floated over the City Hall-an- emblem of our
State sovereignty-the conducot of.our enemy has
been marked by a spirit of milduess and forbear-
ance which is becoming their power and triumph.
No unusual pomp or circumstance of warn no
boisterous demonstration, or tantalizing exhibi-
tion of superior power, has yet marked their
entrance to our city. Miserable as we feel at
their presence, we must'acknowledge this truth
and avow the wisdom of this course." The sensible
portion of the people have had their feelings in a
manner soothed to their terrible misfortune, and
have labored to instil in the general populace a
spirit of law and order commensurate to the sad
occasion. And well have they succeeded; for,
with the exception of the hootlngs of boys, and
the excited expressions of'a few indisoreet men,
no manifestation of turbulency has disgraced us.
This is well; for the unthinking and boisterous
should know that their course is unavailing in
good, but must redound in the aiflction of irre-
parable injury to the innocent and defenseless.

In connection with the order and peace of our
city, we nLould be wanting in gratitude did we not
express our satisfaction with the invaluable her-
vicenrendered by the Enrmpenn Rrigado. Undo: the
the command of Gen. Paul Juge, Jr., and Gen. Maig.
nan, the tranquillty of the city by day and night
has been wonderfully preserved. And while they
are laboring so earnestly for the " public protec.
tion," let no one misjudge their motives, or seek
to cast odium upon its members, for performing a
duty which, no dogbt disagreeable to themselves,
is nevertheless of the utmost necessity. We
allude to the guard established by them to keep at
bay the excited populace in front of the Custom-
House. Now every reflecting person should know
that a few reckless and fool-hardy spirits in our
midst, by the commission of wanton and desperate
acts, may entail upon our fair fame and city, at
this critical juncture, the most direful of conse.
quences. 'lihe members of the European Brigade
are all bound with us by ties of home and interest,
and it is fair to presume, and we have the pleasure
to know, that they feel the delicacy of their posi-
tion, and are doing their duty modestly and
efficiently.

KITs CorrTTON BENG DBPOSED, KING IeRO
AsceNDS TIt TunuoN.-Commenting upon the
receipt in Europe of the intelligence of the de-
struction of the Federal men-of-war in Hampton
Roads by the Iron-clad steamer Virginia, the Nor-
folk Day Book remarks as follows:

No event of the present war has been fraught
with half the significance which attaches to the
succesalful experiment of the steam battery, Vir-
ginia, Manassas, Leosburg, Donelaon, were simply
matters for European statesmnen and soldiers to
discuss at their eisunre, to speculate upon, and
criticlise with professional instinct or curiosity-
topics to be talked of, laid aside, and talked of
again. But, the nsucess of the Virginia Is a differ-
eat thing. It offers matter of talk, of col sultatiou.
but, most of all, matter for action. The South has
revolutionized the aspect of modern warlare. The
iact is not too strongly stated in those terms, for
an entire change in seacoast assault and defence
was wrought on that memorable 8th of March,
and the no less memorable 9th succeedfng It. By
the time the details of the Federal disaster iu
Hampton Roads. are fairly belore the European
public, every Government will forthwith set to
work to defend its harbors and censtruct an iron
navy.buglaud, France, Russia, Sardinia, Spain andAustria, will ring with the exploits of the Virginia,
and in each. the question how far this knowledge
is to disturb the balance of power will he anxious-
ly debated. Espeoially will the English mind be
uneasy. This demonstration places her more
within the crasp of France than she has eser been.
and shabe will see in it the twinkling of an eye. Her
powerful rival ha-i a compact territory, with few
iveers, her cities are mainly inland, while Britain
is clrft by many drep and accesihble streaous, and
has colonial ptossesions scattered over thb face of
the globe. And, both in turn, will look anxiouuly
toward the " great bear," who has not ceased to
remember his C:rimean experience. Thus the
labors so quietly and perseveringly prosecuted in
the navy-yard-thns the experiment so splendidly
made in Hampton Roads, have given Europebn
Cabinets more to think of, more to plaq, more to
hope, to fear, to spend, than any event of the cen-
tury.Cotton has been deposed. Iron is King, and
was crowned in the shield of the Virginia.. Let us
see that dtic homage is paid to his grim majesty,
and that at once.

Commercial Alley,,to where the Consulate office
has been removed.

The St. Charles Hotel, the City Hotel. Moreau's,
Galpm's, Victor's and John's restaurats are all
closed, and it is impossible, under the present
dearth and scarcity of breadstuffs and provisions,
to obtain accommodations and meals in the city.
In fact, there is very little to eat in the city, but
an abandadce of water, as proven by the Milais-
osppi river constantly encroaching on the levees.
We have other dangers besides the surrender of
our tltyto the Federals-we are in danger of being
drowned out, wearcander great hazard of being
starved out, and then we may have afflictions of
other hinds.

There was talk yesterday that the cotton on the
river landings, from Baton Rouge to Vicksburg,
was being burnt on every plantation. On our
levee, or at the Sgartlepot, there were yesterday

t about two hundeed hogsheads of sugar and about
as many barrels of molasses. But what a drearyprospect and solitude does our great levee present
on this let of-May, compared to former years.
There were no mails received at our Pstoffice,
nor is it expected there will be for some days. Com-
munication with the North by'the sea route will,
of course, be opened in a few days.
