PIRnnE SOesE.-- By some oversight we
have neglected until this time to accord to our
distinguished fellow-citizen, Pierre Soul4, the just
meed of praise which has been no eminently his
due for services ably and efficiently rendered in
our present troubles. As the adviser of the Mayor
and Council, as the medium with his mighty force
of letters between them and the Federal naval
commander, as the orator of the people, urging
them to mildness and forbearance, yet transcend-
ent dignity and honor-in all these capacities he
has been the "head and front " of a people
bowed in afiction, but not of despair, and whose
wise and fearless action will be admired to the
" latest syllable of recorded time."

COMMENDABnLe ACTION.--Our city authorities have
concluded an agreement with Gen. Butler, whereby
the troops of the United States, with the excep-
tion ot a guard, will be removed to outside the city
limits proper.

The wisdom of this movement is apparentto every
one of common sense, and we have no hesitation
in asserting that our citizens, one and all, will fully
endorse the action of our city authorities, which
can be done best by simply observing the guaran-
tees given.

LAAYtrrEE SQUARE.-We observed that nearly
all of the Federal soldiers were yesterday re-
moved from this Square, and the remaining had
efficiently " policed" it, leaving little trace of rub-
bish to be found.

TnE CITY CoUNCIL.-In our columns will he
found the official proceedings of the Common
Council, detailing their prompt and energetic mea-
sures for the procurement of provisions for our
people. Gen. Butler, at their solicitation, has con-
sented to give the Hon. P. B. Wiltz the direction of
the Opelousas road for this purpose; A. D. Griefd,
Esq., will have charge of all steamboats plying
between this port and Red River, and Moses Green-
wood, Esq., in like manner will conduct the trans-
portation of flour between this city and Mobile.
In a few days, there is no doubt, the city will again
be amply :upplied with everything of prime ne-
cessity, at least, and our people spared the next to
famine, which at one time bid fair to diffuse wide
spread alarm.

Ocrna MARINE lHos-lTA.L.---This excellent institu-
tion on Common strecet, where a number of our
sick and wounded are ministered to, is in need of
many comforts and delicacies beyond the facili-
ties or power of the institution to furnish. The
hospital is attended to by nsome of our most chari-
table and patriotic ladies, who are de'voting their
time and labors sucessfully, in a modest and self
sacrificing spirit. Our citizens, we are sure, need
only to learn of the wants of the institution to in-
sure a most bountiful supply of everything needed.

TruIE MAYOR AND COMMON COuvNCIL.-We would
remind our order-leving citizens that it is their im-
perative duty at this time to lend all their elforts
in sustenance of the course of our Municipal Au-
thorities, and thus insure the peace and tranquility
of our city, and the general welfare of the people.

FIXING PRICES ON FOOD. ti

Men sometimes commit great errors by a course
of conduct founded on the best intentions in the It
world, and while doing all they can to benefit the ie
public, inflict injuries which have the- effect of
making people think that they are their enemies.

We are reminded of this fact strongly by the re-
sult of the efforts of those who, with the hope of b
benefitting the poor, have sought to govern the t
prices of articles of prime necessity by fixing the i
prices at which they were to be sold. The result It
has invariably been to increase the prices largely, n
and, in many cases, to shut off the supply entirely. o

The cause of this is well known to every man p
who has studied this subject at all; and it seems w
very singular to us that, although the folly of such
a course has been demonstrated so often,it should ft
still have its friends and supporters ln'aigh places. ti
Gov. Brown, of Georgia, fixed the price atwhich P
salt should be sold in his State, aid the conse- t
quence was that the article soon sold higher than
in any Southern State. Lien. Lovell, by proclama. v
tion, fixed the price of several articles of food in )
this city, and eo believe that the present dearth is G
the result. If producers and speculators had not
been frightened from the market, the high prices t
which were ruling would have ensured a large
supply; but they were driven off by having their
articles valued for them, and the consequence was t
that we were left short in the lurch.
We were led to these remarks by seeing the

resolutions of the City Council, ma:ing provision
for obtaining at an early day a supply of food,
which steps we here say are to our mind both
wise and humane. But we hope that in their
efforts to do all that is possible to alleviate the
public wants, they will not fall into the error we
speak of above. If they bring food here let them
sell or give it to the people on whatever terms it
may seem to them best, but we sincerely hope
that they will not interfere with any body else
who may wish or can do the same thing. If they
do, we predict that they will soon fned themselves
in a sea of difficulties, and, instead of securing the
blessings of their fellow-citizens for their labors in
their behalf, will only get curses. Let trade
govern herself, and let supply and demand govern
prices.

TALK ON THE FLAGS.

The flags of Camp, St. Charles, Canal, Common,
and Gravier streets were again thronged yester-
day. Men, women and children seemtos vie which
could make the largest representation of idle, go-
seeking-curiosity promenaders. The remark will
also apply to day before yesterday, Sunday, for the
streets were thronged throughout the entire day.
On the grand rue Carondelet, where cotton has
ruled its sceptre for years past, there were occa-
sional knots of parties, who, at this season of the
year for years past, were closing up their multiluf
rious accounts of buying, shipping, selling and re-
ceiving the great staple. What a gloomy contrast
does this great city now present to former months
of May, since cotton,tobacco and sugar have been
articles of commerce and trade.

There were some few offices and counting-rooms
opened yesterday. A large majority of the job-
bers and store-keepers appear determined to keep
isolated, as it were, anod decline the transaction of
business in general. True, lihere was a disposition
evinced by some few parties to proceed as usual.
In all probability, if our most important streets
were released of the constant throngs of idlers and
crowds, a general opening of stores would follow.
But, as it has been for three days past, crowds col-
lect here and there on every important corner, for
what purpose, it is difficult to ascertain-merely,
perhaps, to talk and chat, and circulate rumors
and reports, which, if published, would fill one
half of the furniture cars in the city.

By reference to the official columns of this iour-
nal, it will be observed that Major-General Butler
has granted permission for the transmission of pro-
visions and breadatuffs into our city. This will be
great relief, not only to the poorer, but other
classes of our community, who have never before
been atinted in their supplies of the necessaries of
life.
The Mississippi river is attaining a higher eleva-

tion than ever before known. We should have
crevasse on crevasse to report were the great
steamboats now running in the river. An ordin-
ary southeaster would soon send the water over the
levee at more than twenty different places between
Sauvd point above, and the Barracks below, the
city.
The day closed with almost an endless number

of reports, which are not worth talking about.

EARL RUSSEoo ON THE RIGoHT OF SELF.GosERN-
MEsT.-From dispatches from Earl Russell, on
Mexican affairs, published in the London Observer,
it appears that there has been some trouble among
tile allies in reference to the Mexican invasion.
Marshal Sarreno, the Spanish commander of the
allies, is charged both by England and France,
with having exceeded the limits of the convention
between the three Powers, in reference to the ob-
jects of the invasion.

Earl Russell tells the British Minister at Madrid
that he is distinctly to inform the Spanish Govern-
ment that " the allied forces are not to be used for
the purpose of depriving the Mexicans of their
undoubted right of choosing their own form of
government." If, says the Earl, in another dis-
patch, the Mexicans choose to invite the Archduke
Ferdinand Maximillian to the throne of Mexico,
all is well; but England will not consent to force
upon Mexico a government or ruler repugnant to
the sentiments of her people.

WUAT BcoosE0s O1' TOE PIINTERS ?-The follow-
ing incident will doubtless be remembered by those
familiar with the newspaper history of the Mexi-
can War, published at the time:

MATEBonALt IN TIttR N VtlSImLE STATo.--Ifa ieeeo
of sliver be put into nitri acid,and a clearaand color-
less liquid, it is rapidly dissolved, and vanishes from
the sight. The solution of silver may be mixed
with water, and to appearance no effect whatever
is produced; thus, in a pail of water we dissolve
and render invisible more than $10 worth of silver,
not a particle of which can be seen. Not only
silver, lead and iron, but every other metal can be
treated in the same way, with similar results.
When charcoal is burned, when candles are burned.
when paper is burned, these substances all disap-
pear and become invisible. In fact, every material
which is visible, can, by certain treatment, be ren-
dered invisible.

Matter which in one condition is perfectly opaque,
and will not admit the least ray of light to pass
through it, will, in another form become quite
transparent. The cause of this wonderful eflect of
the condition of matter is utterly inexplicable.
Philosophers do not even broach theories upon the
subject, much less do they endeavor to explain it.
The substances dissolved in water or barned in the
air are not, however, destroyed or lost; by cer-
tain well known means they can be recovered, and
again be rendered visible; some in exactly the
same state as they were before their invisibility;
others, though not in the same state, can be shown
in their elementary condition; and thus it can be
proved, that matter having once existed, never
oeases to exist, although it can change its condl.

This power b
of matter to change its conditions, from solid n
opacity tolimpidtransparency, causes some rather rt
puzzling phenomena. Substances increase in 01
weight without any apparent cause; for instance, P
a plant goes on increasing in weight a hundred w
fold for every atom that is missing trom the earth i
in which it ls growing. Now the simple explana- It
tion of this is, that the leaves of plants have the
power of withdrawing the invisible charcoal from v
the atmosphere, and restoring it to its invisible n
state in some shape or other. The lungs of animals
and a dmokelees turnace change matter trom its
visible to its invisible state. The gills of faihes and
the leaves of plants reverse this operation, render-
ing h~vstible or gaseous matter visible. Thus the
balance in Nature is maintained, although the
continual change has been going on long prior to
the creation of the " extinct animals."

DEATn OF GOV. 1HARVEY, OF WISCOoSIN.--adi-
son, April 21.- The Executive Department re- 1
ceived this morning the startlitng announcement of
the death of Gov. Louis P. Harvey, drowned at I
Savannah, Tenn., on Saturday night, while step- I
ping from one boat to another. Tne body is not
yet recovered.

The State offices are closed for the day, and flags
are at half mast.

Gov. Harvey was a native of Connecticut, and
42 years of age. He was a member of the con-
rention which framed the constitution of the State,
and for several years a leading member of the
State Senate. At the time of his death he was en-
gaged in the humane object of ministering to the
wounded at Pittsburg Landing, having taken with
him an immense amoumltt of hospital stores donatede at his suggestion by the cities ot Milwaukie, Madi-
son and Jamesville. His successor is Lieut.-Gov.
Solomon, of Milwaukie.

MIDNIGHT TERnOR.--A person in 1813, carrying
from the east eoa-t of Fife a hundred rabbits to
occupy a warren in the Western Islands, hired a
room for them for the night at an inn, at Cupar,
and putting them into it, and giving them greenss and loud, he shut the door, and havind refreshed
himself, went to bed. A gentleman arrived just
afterwards, who had supper, and went to bed,
which lappned to be in a room contiguous to the

f rabbits, but he knew nothing of their being there.
About the middle of the nighlt, and in the midst of
his sleep, the door between his room and the rab-

Hungary waters, spirits, etc.,
were brought to recover the gentleman, and it was
not till the rabbit man appeared and found his
rabbits gone, that he could comprehend what had
happened'.

Lafayette was indeed distinguished for thit
American feeling throughout his whole life. His
only sou bore tile name of George Washington,
and his two daughiera were called Carolina and
Virginia.

Ice SItowEns oF INDIA.--The following is an ac.

wright, in constructing railroads in South America,
has used gradients of 15t and 250 feet per mile,and carried them to an elevation of tOO tbet above
the level of the sea.
