NEw HAMPSHIRE OCTOoENAlIAN ON SLAVERY..
The Rev. Dr. Lord, for thirty years and upwards b
President of Dartmouth College, N. H., has long o
been distinguished, among his brethren for hfs t
vigorous defence of the South and the institution
of slavery. In a recent letter to a Virginia friend, v
called forth by events now ngitaing the country, he'
writes :

But whether we have democracy, anarchy, or h
despotism, we shall not be rid of slavery till the
day of the Lord. Its existence depends not on
forms of government, or philosophical specula. -
tions, or political i~anenvres, or legislative enact- 1
ments, or judicial 'decisions, except as these may *
temporarily cllange its name, aspeocs or condi-
tions, or,vary its locations. The world must live 0
on to'its appointed period. It can live, as things t
are, only as it has lived, more or less, with all va- trieties of race, character and condition. 'These
will find their appropriate spheres and places, not
according to mere human judgments, but by God's ti
providential ordering of Shem, Ham and Japhet, d
agreeably to physical laws and the plan of moral
government, in reference to the ends of the pre-
sent probationary state. t

Wherever there is a place and work for slaves, t
there tlhey will be found. All tlhings are fitted to
all other things, and general laws will have their
course. Our only wisdom is to study them, and
live under them and by them, in subservienby to
their fixed, righteous and benevolent design.
Without a miracle, I see not but that slaves will
yet be called for in New England, and that by New
England men-slaves having the attributes, if not
tihe name of slaves, and possibly in worse condi- d
tions than we now complain of in reference to 'the
South. Why not, if our present Government should
last another eighty years? For Yankees will not
perform the menial work of life. They are above c
it now. The imported free servants of Ireland and n
other countries will soon be infected with Yankee
independence, and have the means of living, above
servile work, on their own freeholds Then who
will be our servants? Shall we have Coolies or
Africans to hew our wood and draw our water? p
And what form of Government shall be over them
but that which is adapted to their comparative
rudeness and imbecility, and conservative of the
general system? The children and grandchildren a
of our present abolitionists may yet be first to in-
stitute a harder serldom than has yet been known, I
unless, indeed, thgy should themselves be com-
pelled to sell themselves for bread, and suffer the
proper chastisement of their fathers' sins for their
rebellion against the government of God.

What a glorious world this- would be, if all its
inhabitants could say, with Shakspere's Shep-
herd : 

"
Sir, I am a true laborer; I earn that I

-wear; owe no man hate; envy no man's happi-
mess; glad of other men's good; content with my
farm."_

TALK Oi TiHE FLAGBO.

The prominent corners of the streets radiating
from Canal were again thronged yesterday by peo-
ple who have, apparently, no business whatever.
For 1laetance, if a persont in the vocation of our-
selves desires to pass through the streets, he is
obliged to dodge here and there, and run from one
side to the other. As we have often said, and now re-
peat the talk to all, if you have no real business a
tle great thoroughtares stay at home. If you have
no home,just keep off the flags, and not be interrupt-
ing those who desire to pass along the streets with-
out being jostled and crowded. There was anim.,
mense multitude, or, rather, army of women, in
and about the United States Commissary Depart-
ment yesterday. "Applicants for relief must go
prepared with vouchers, in conformity to the
-orders of the Commissary Department. About
noon it was announced the steamer Alice Vivian
had arrived at Mlilaebhrg, fro'lMqobile, bringing
1800 barrels of flour. This is the first installment
of that necessary article received. We learn that
another boat was loading. At present prices de-
manded for a shank of meat inthe markets, a poor,
broken down ox, would bring, cut up and retailed
out, about $200. As for alegof mutton, oraquar-.
ter of lamb, we have not seen them for weeks.
Now and then, afew crabs can be obtained,'which.
.with rice, will make up something of .gumbo; but
the question is asked, how long will the stock of
ric5 last? A very hard one to answer. As we
have before talked, our citizens have relied too
much on the supplies from lIed river; we have
cautioned them in this'respeet. Two or three boatl
loads of provisions and breadstoffs were expected
from Shreveport, and we entertain the opinion that
our community will work through their depriva-
tions under the dispensations of the ruling authori-
ties. " But, pray-how are we old fogies, who have
'taken our regular 11 o'clock lunch for the past
thirty, forty and fifty years, to dispense with our
daily refreshments, for we observe them no more
at the usual places. The great clubs are non eat;
they can hardly furnish crackers and cheese, with
the usual quantum of live stock therein. What of
the fares at the Boston, Pelican, Varieties and
Pickwick Clubs? How about their daily set out?
And for ice, that inestimable luxury with the ther-
m'dineter at 90 deg. in the shade, where is it?. Ice,
where is ice? Oh; tell us Where is'ice! Ice is
king, now, since cotton has abdicated, or surren-
dered to the flames.

The gatherings onCarondelet street were pumer-
ons yesterday. They were composed of the ac-
customed habitusf of that great thoroughfare, and
not like the multitudec on St. Charles, Camp and
Canal setkeets, composed of curiosity-seekers. We
observed in our daily walks yesterday more stores
opened. But it is out of the question, that pro:
prietors of large business establishments can be
expected to open their doors, when the sidewalks
in front are densely crowded with idlers and look-
ers-on. As we have before remarked, many of our
merchants have availed themselves of the present
interruptibn of trade, and are now engaged in tak-
ing inventories, or, rather, accounts of stook, pre-
paratory to closing up the season's business, bal-
ancing books, etc.

By notice elsewhere, it will be seen that letters
in the Post-Office at the time of the closing some
days since, will be ready for delivery to-morrow,
Wednesday, after 9 o'clock A. M.

the United itates. Second, the Geneial Govern-
ment should throw off all responsibility for the ac-
cursed institution. Third, let the property of
rebels, inclusive of slaves, be confiscated. Fourth,

I let compeusation be offered to the slaveholders of
Sloyal States, who might be in favor of a plan of
general emancipation, provided always that such
a plan would make tle re-esteblishment of slavery
impossible. In conclusioul Mr. Schurz narrated the
case of a slave who had given important Informa-,tion to one of the Union Generals, and who, for
his'atriotic act, was delivered up to his master,
who whipped him to death. (Sensation, and cries
of shame.) He maintained that the destruction of
slavery was the only course calculated to ensure
the permanent peace of the whole country. (Loud
applause.)
