THE XSSION TO FRANCE.

F!rom the New York World.l

To the Edir f the World : ASO Houm, December I.

The good Mr. LinColn offered this post to Mr.
James Gordon Bennett, the editor of this paper:
batafter two or three days' consideration he de-
clined it, on the ground that he could be of more
practical fne to the government and the country
at home.-r[New York Herald.

It seems to me, Mr. Editor, that the time has aor-
rived when the readera of the Herald, as wetas
the other city newspapers, may he properly disa-
bused respecting the alleged offer of the mission to
France to Jamtes Gordon Bennett, by the " gocd
HBr. Lincoln." The place was tendered to Mr.
Bennett, but under conditions not at ail flatterlng
to that erseon, and not until it was asneertained,
positively, tthat he would decline the appointment.

With your pcrmissioen I will narrate the eireum-
staoces couetlcted with the affair, and describe the
intrigue or arrangement by which the support of
the Herald c-to secured for the good Mr. Lincoln
ia the I'ro.sidential conteat of 1•6Ii. The fact is
notorious that prior to the construction of the
Chicago platform, the defeat of the good Mr. Lin-
coln was teriosly apprehtended by that gentleman
himself, as well as by the more experienced poli-
tiians whlo were rapilly acquiring fortune and
fame through his fostering care. Mr. Lincoln was
so thtoroughly convinced that the eocceso of the
Wobln cause dapended upon his continuance in the
Presldential lchar, that he felt ldmselt constrained
to adopt any measures, irrespective of their char-
acter, which- promised to promote his election.
The Herald-then, as on all similar ocesions, was
changing about from day to day, advocating or
ridiculing the good Lincoln, as the whim of the
moment dictated.

In thin exigency, Mr. S., a well known gentle-
man of this city, was commissioned to proffer to
mMr. Bennett the miesion to France, o eondition

that the Herald shouled zealously and faithfully
aupport the good Lincoln throughout the canvats.

Mr. Bennett faithiflly performed his part of the
bargain, advocating the election of Mr. Lincoln
withl all the consistency and energy which the hope
of a desirable office was calculated to inspire.

Mhen the victory was won and Mr. Lincoln had
achieved the great object of his exertions, it be-
came necessary to satisfy those who had aided him
in saving the country. Of course it had never been
intended that Bennettoldhold represent this gov-

eroernt at the court od the Enperor but it was
deemed important to avoid provoking the vindic-
tive animosity of the Herald,antd a cabinet meet-
Ioig wa held to devise some eligible mode of obi-
ating the ifelicities of the situation. The Secree
Cary of State prtpoed that Bennett shoold be
nrminated to the Senate, knowing that he wftld
he promptly rejeted and probahly by a uonanimoun
vote.

Ti;is, it was contended, wounl divert the enmity
oflthe Ierald Ifrom the Executive, and direct it
tw-nrd thie Senate, Mi. Seward and his tnstciates
belonging to thlnttchool cf pho!ostopbrs who bears
the miofortiues of their beat frierds wit-h great
t~onpth oo S Gut the golod r. Lineola had alively sen e of • i'aariet and even inide
cency of the appoit enlt, n needif Ios-
mible to pa-ciy Bennett without incur ep j
crls and odium which he knew must result fr i
calling out the spirit of his bargain. The mission
mist be tendered to aennet, but his rejection of
the offer was to be secured in advance. The time
was to be kepta secret, so as to not revolt the
moral asense of the respectable portion of thei comn-
muoity. WyckoffsBennett's fetactotum, undertook
the delicate taskn of managing his part of the affair.
As a prelimioary step, Horace Greeley was induced
to writ• a letter recommending the appointment.
Greoley, good natured and amiable, with a strong
feeling ot espioit dit corps, had no difficulty in
complying with thlis request, more especially as
Ilennett's selecrtion would shnut off Ranymond, who
wanted thie place, and of whom the philosopher
wan slightly jealous.
