country. Thisunceasuig system of distortion and
exaggeration of the truth has almost ended in
rendering ousess and nugatory the dispatch which
is given to news by express and by the electric
telegraph. People are generally suspicious of
the telegraphic summary of important events.
and prefer to wait for the slower and more relia-
ble old-time information by letter.

There seems to be, in Washington and N•vw
York, ; consistent and settled plan among rnews-
paper corrcspondents, both epistolary and tele-
graphic, to invent news and rulmors when they
have no reality on hand -not only that they may
give public evidence of their assiduity and elii-
cienry. but that they y may have food for a Inxt
day's paragraph in denying the story of tihe day
before.

There can be nothing in the history of journal
ism more reprehensible than such a practice. It
destroys all contldence not only in the patrons of
such papers, but also in foreign countries. The
cry of " wolf" is sp often shouted to no purpose
except that of deception, that when the truth is
accidentally stumbled upon, nobody is found to
give credence, on either side of the Atlantic.

The frivolous and unfounded bulletins which,
during tile late war, were daily and hourly
sent over the wires by high functionaries of the
Federal government at Washington to their subor-
dinates in New York, are still remembered. They
first excited wonder, then incredulity, and finally
contempt. The example, however, was not to be
withstood by the emissaries of the Northern press
who have profited by it with such skill and
assiduity that Ferdinand Mendez Pinto was nc
circumstance to them.

A ease in point is to be found in a late number
of Flake's Bulletin, published at Galveston, the
editor of whichcomplaineth in this wise:

We publish this morning another of those dis.
patcheas, with which correspondents delight to be-
foggleus. Wears toldthat Collector Smith has
been rgmoved at New Orleans, because he was
mixed up in the universal suffrage business. A
few days ago, the same correspondent reported
this same gentlemen as coming home with creden-
tials in his pocket as provisional Governor of Lou-
lsiana, and with power to kick Mr. Wells out of his
place; whetherhe held it by election or appoint-
ment.

The same dispatch tells that Gen. Brent, bro-
ther-in-law of Gen. Grant, has been appointed Dis-
buresing Agent at New Orleans in place of Mr. Gee.
S. Dennison, transferred to the Treasury Depart.
meat. In this set of the way place it is generally
believed that Mr. Dennison is Special Supcrvisinog
Tresenry Agent at Galveston.

Tap E ITALIAN OcaA.-The New Opera Itouse
was crowded eon. Satm'day night at the perform-
ance of Rossini'saimmortal "Barber." The over-
tore, which we believe was that of the Gsz9n
Ladra, was very finely played; and the opera
tself, with a few incongruities of which we shall

presently speak, went off with satisfactiou and
applanse.

The '",Bablee~di Seviglin," from the beginning
to the end, overflowa with airs of the most elegant
and enchanting harmony. Like the " Carnaval
de. Venice," lightness, pathos, humor and
