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esamean Us of Telegraph•.

Wo are no practical telegrapher, but reasoning
analogy, we can well comprehend that immense

progress' will shortlybe made in this modern inver.
tion. We have perused with attention the accounts
of the late improvements accomplished over the
waters,andparticularly the newmethods by which
photographic telegrams now are sent over the
wires from Paris to Rome, nay even musical and
other compositions can be rendered complete, by
means of the electric agent, from one point to
another atenormous distances. Now, such being
the case, we must admit that this invisible agent,
the magnetic orelectrie power, is even of greater
celerity in movement than the rays of light, or
the communication by the solar rays, for we
know that the light requires a certain time for its
propagation, but telegraphers assure us that when
no obstacle interposes, for the transmission of the
magnetic fluid, there is no perceptible interval
between the departure and the arrival of the tele-
graphic pnessage, that is to say, that the trans
mission istnstantaneous. Well, if we apply now to
this phenomenon, the reasoning of analogy, it is
but fair to conclude from this difference in the
agility, as it were, between the one agent, which
we call light, and the other one, which we denomi
natethe magnetic dinid--that is to say, the former
requiring an appreciable time for its transmission,
I some se-ieh or eight minutes for instance from the

solar body to our planet-and the latter, that is to
iay, the magnetlo fuid, operating immediately, as
any egjp, dlptances, the nature of this latter
I agetdiit artoainly be superior with respect to

rapidity of action.
-'This being admitted, may we not also conclude
othia~ymuchfinue nature, or a much stronger

agency in this same` magnetic essence; for how
atherwise account for this superiority in the mo-
tio-oa SCtibn of the magnetic flUid, oveilight,
which formerly was considered as the swiftest
knOwn agent or powerin natural science. Hence,
igoe concede with all modern astronomers, that
thfihea•ullybodies act by attraction and repul-
afon agon each other, we can now explain how
this maybe done by the power of magnetism,
which acts instantaneously throughoutthe immense
space of the universe. But let us return to our
sublunary world, our own globe, and see in what
manner this agent, be it electricity or magnetism,
separate, or both combined, may be made useful,
and as it werea-common agent to everybody, by
some simplfying process of constrouction. When
were dliat a'telegrhppher is traveling through
thecoantry on horseback or on foot, with his ap-
paqatusunder his arm, or upon his saddle pommel,
wsido conclude that this. machine cannot be of
very greatbulk, nor overmuch burthensome. And
ifit requires but the hitching of his line to the
wires, in order to set hinself in communication
with any of the telegraph stations, it strikes us
that, if common people were only initiated in this
alphabet of the telegraphic science, it would not
take a very long time for every one carrying his
own telegraphic 40mpass box, or -chronometer in
his waibt poeketofto fasten to the conveniently
letdown wires, say at the telegraphic posts, in or-
dec tointea into a common correspondence.

It is true the Egyptian priests found it to their
interest to keep the bulk of the people from de-
oyphering the hieroglyphic inscriptions upon
their temples, their pyramids and ob1lisks; when
we come, ho*ever, to consider the progress which
universal knowledge has made among mankind,
we cannot suppose that the use of such an agent
as the telegraph now has become, will long be
withheld from those that may not be exactly be-
longing to the exclusive brotherhood of initiated
telegraphers. Such a civilizer, such an agent for
the propagation of commerce and peace, must
soon be in the possession of almost everybody,
were it only to counteract the mischief which its
exelasive use and possession might otherwise oc-
casion in our modern society. To instance but
one application for our present time: Is it not
evident that but for the interruption caused by
the late civil war, in the progress of internal im-
proverdeats, we would by this time have been in
possession of telegraphic communication from
Florida to all the islands in the West Indian Archi-
I elago, and even the Spanish Main in South Ameri-
ca; an undertaking so feasible and so profitable to
alt- the people and governments of those islands,
that not one would have refused to aid in such an
enterprise.

Again, long since would the telegraph have
been spread from Texas all over the Mexican
provinces and to the Paciflo coast, had not our
fritpdly trelations been interrupted with that
coontry by reason of our late social convulsions;
for who can doubt that such a telegraph commo-
nication from one important capital to the other,
in all those rich and wealthy provinces, would
have been of the utmost utility to both the people
as well as the government; and consequently such
enterprise, if undertaken by an active society,
would long since have been in successful opera-
tion. Now, who can compute what loss Mexico
has sustained by reason of the absence of this
common agent; nay, even at the present day,
wruld oauscph.ln inoitptipn be greatly beneficial
is pacifying and civllising the country ? Wp shall
iherefore await with the greatest anxiety the time
when this improvement will be extended through-
ouat that country and down to the Isthmus of
'asama, which yet for a long while must continue

the.gret.highwnay towards our California possea-
sions, unless, indeed, the American people should
take in hand the prosecution of the great Pacific
It•lroad, as the -one sine qua non of the recon-
trfncting process of the reunited States.
