Ms r. Waggaman fully agreed with the gentleman
who had just spoken, as to the duty of the law-
s making power to conserve public morals, but
there were certain vices which it had been found

ly impossible to suppress, and this was one. Such
laws as that under consideration were co mmon in
older and more experienced communities than

i ours. Throughout Europe gambling was licensed
I- because it had been found impossible o suppress

it, and even the very lowest stage of human deg-
radation had been made a source of revenge and

was subjected to legal regulations for the same
reason.

Mr. Fenner concurred with Mr. McEnery in his
views as to the duties of the law maker, but he
(Mr. F.) didnot regard it as just to classify the
sale of lottery tickets with gambling, as the word
was generally used. According to a strict moral
anlysia lotteries were undoubtedly gambling, but
not that gambling which excited intensely and led t
to disastrous excesses. Nor did public opinion
condemn the purchase of a lottery" ticket, for
while no one was ashamed to buy or sell such
tickets, the votary of more serious gambling in-
dulged his passion secretly. Public opinion was
so indulgent on the subject of lotteries that the
law for their suppression was found inoperative,
and as the government of the United States taxed
the sale of tickets and thereby legalized the
traffic, it was doubtful if the States could prevent,
it. The bill neither created nor increased vice,
but recognizing facts as they existed, made a
traffic, which it had been found impossible to sup-
press, contribute to the support of great charities.

Mr. Bailey regarded this bill as a key to unlock
tht door for gambling by legislative sanction. He
admitted the great claims of the Charity Hospital,
and was fully sensible of the magnitude of its
benefits, but a good nurpose could not justify a
bad act. The argument that because lottery tick-
ets were vended in contempt of law the traffic
should be legalized, was sophistical, for the same
argument would apply to many other vicious prac-
tices, and would result In a general principle that
wheneverlaws were not enforced against offenders
they should be repealed. The neglect Sf public
officers was no reason that the statute books
should sanction immorality. Nor eas this the
only objection, as no lotteries were allowed in the
State all the proceeds of the sale of tickets went
abroad to the impoverishment of our own people.

Mr. Tucker also opposed the bill. He would
not encourage immorality. The lawmaker should
be a conservator of public morals and not a tempter
to vice. If the law had not been entirely success-
ful in suppressing the sale of lottery tickets, it; at
least, operated as a check with the conscientious
citizen. Nor should a condemnation of vice be
expunged from the statutes because public ser-
vants failed to enforce the law. The proper course
was to punish the derelict officer, and not to sanc-
tion immorality. Mr. T. did not think the laws of
the United Statesdenled us the right of prohibiting
the sale of lottery tickets. As he understood that
law, it taxed the sale of tickets, but did not license
the traffic anywhere. He objected also that, as all
tickets camefrom abroad, foreign Sltates or foreign
countries, to higenst the rade wasi to encourage thee
abstraction of money' from the. people' f the
State.

The previous questlon having bean ordered, the
sense of the House.' wi taken on the bill, andit
went through its fiBal passage as amended. Yeas
4 ,nays 26.
