A MaN I'e•,;vD Isan.---tcorge, a freedman,
whilst in the woods gettiog lightwood, on Satur-
day last, caste across the body of a man, who had
evidently been dead for several weeks, near the
Grant's Ferry road, three miles northwest of Blra-
don. J. P. Barkedale, Esq., was notified of the
fact on Sunday evening, and proceeded to sur-
mon a jury of inquest, who proceeded to the spot
and examined the body.

In this way the
acontinuity of labor so absolutely essential to the
uccessfeeul culture of cotton mIay te secured.
Everywhere thile laborers are said to be doing

- well, and our planters are boisy breakinig tp their
hland. As a rule, tile most of ttet will endeavtor

tho raise a good corn crop, but mary till Ilant ex-
elusively itt cotton. A failure of thle grain crop in
the Northwest is of rare occurrence, and we do not
know that much risk is run by neglecting the cej
reals. It would be best, however, for all planters
to make themselves safe by devoting some of their
land to corn.-- [Columbso Sentinel.
