all embraced in three ge.neral systems: First,

the accelerating and retarding forces in the chan- b
nel in such a manner as to enable the former to I

carry off the surplus floodwater without so great

a rise in the surface as they now require. To this

system belong cut-ofat. Second, to reduce the

maximum discharge of the river. To this system
bsedong diversion of tributaries, artificial reser-

voirs and artificial outlets. Third, to confine the

water to the channel, and allow it to regulate its

own discharge."
The practical effect of cut-offs in a single bend

of the Mississippi may be determinedby an ex-

amination of the history and results of the Red
f River and Mtaccourci cut-offs. It is remarkable

f that the disastrous consequences of those works

were predicted by P. O. Hebert, afterwards Gover-
nor, and then State Engineer. lHe remonstrated
against the scheme, but his warnings were un-
headed. The subsequent drafts on the State

Treasury proved the wisdom of his opposition and
the folly of refusing to listen to the deductions of

science. Gen. Humphreys after a minute and
careful examination of the-qeestion comes to the

aonclosion that a cut-off raises the surface of the

f river at the foot of the cut nearly as much as it

10 depresses the water level at the head. The coun-

try above is therefore relieved from the floods

only at the expense of the country below. More-
over, if a series of cut-offs were made, extending
tothe mouth of the river, the principles educed
show that the height of the floods would be re-

gularly decreased from a point near midway of
i the series, to the upper end, and regularly in-

ie creased from the same point to the lower end.

The system, therefore, is totally inapplicable to the

Id Missipsippi river.
The first proposed application of the system o

"diverting tributaries." beginning at the Nortli,

is on the Upper Missouri, which stream, it is sug-

n gested, might be turned into the Red River of the

North. In the first place the project is impracti-

cable on account of the immense cost of exe-

cuting therequired work. But, evenif feasible the

enterprise would be useless, because the floods

t from this part of the Missouri are little to be
id feared below the Ohio, and have no dangerous in-

Sfience even at St. Louia.
s The next tributary to which it is proposed to

apply this plan is the Arkansas. It has been sug-
gested that the floods of this stream be turned
into Bayou Bartholomew Dr Bayou Macon. This

d plan iikewise would be costly; but it would un-
doubtedly relieve the country between Napoleon
andRed River Landing. As at the latter point the
i- ods would again make their appearance, of

course the relief would be only partial and local.
But besidesthe danger of injuring the navi-

d gation of the Arkansas, the plan would afford

protection only against certain classes of floods,
to-wit: those in which high water in the Missis-
sippi and high water in the Arkansas are simul-
taneons. In the great July flood of 1858, which is
the basis of Gen. Humphrey's argument, the Ar-
-kansas was low,'andits diversion would have given
relief only to the extent of 30,000 cubic feet per
asecend, whereas a diversion of 200,000 cubic foot
was required. The works necessary to guard
against such a flood as that of '58 would be suffi-

cient protection against any probable combination
of floods in the two rivers.

In the case of Red River the same apply with
the modification that the prospective advantages
are materially less and the inevitable difficulties
much greater. To close Old River would be dis-
astrous. Generally the Atchafalayaserves,directly
or indirectly, as a, efficient outlet for the floods of

a the Mississippi. The discharge of Red River at
its mouth in floods caused by its own drainage is
S225,000 per second, while the discharge of the
Atchafalaya is only 130,000 cubic feet per second.

If, therefore, the entrance of Red River to the

But during the thirty-six days from
May 25 to June 20 inclusive, the amount of water
passing the latitude of Columbus exceeded by
648,172,800,000 cubic feet, the amount resulting
from a discharge per second of 1,050,000 cubic
feet. Consequently the reservoirs relied on would
have had to keep back this enormous mass of
water during a single month. An examination of

the monthly rainfall in the mountain region shows,
moreover, that the drainage area required would
be 90,000 square mires, an extent "far larger than
the whole mountain region drained by the Ohio."
To conclude this branch of the subject it is shown
that to protect the alluvial region alone by this
system would require an expenditure, on the esti-
mate of Mr. Ellet, its most distinguished supporter,

q of *215,000,000.
As to the outlet system, the conclusion is inevi-

table that "so far as the river itself is concerned,
they are of great utility." But this solves only a
portion of the difficulty. The water taken from
the river still remains to be disposed of. Crevasses
solve this problem by discharging the water into

the swamps. These natural drains, however, are
insufficiant, and the back water gradually rises
until the country is submerged up to the river
banks. To make the plan practicable, an outletto

the Gulfmost be prepared, and as this difficulty

t can hardly be overcome, the system is of compar-
atively little efficacy for protecting Louisiana

7 against overflow. As to the natural outlets on the
right bank, the Atchafalaya, Plaquemine and La-
n fourche, the cost of sufficiently enlarging them
a would be so great that the project is virtually im-
d practicable. On the left bank, to be of any avail,
a stream a mile and a half in width would have
to be opened to Lake Pontchartrain. Such an out-
letwould be 18,400 feet wide, its discharging ca-

pacity 300,000 cubic feet persecond, and the mean
velocity of the water3.0 feet per second. It would
have to be well leveed for the whole distance, and
' would be a verycostly work. Moreover, it would
Sabsolutely ruin Lake Pontchartrain as a navigable
' sheet of water. In the course of time, by the deepen-

The locality of the battle-ground being situated I
about five Engllish miles below the city proper of I
Now Orleans, at*dthe walk on the high river levee
or dam in fair weather being a very easy one,
we have Ve-ry often made this excursion in the
winter season as well as in the midst ofsummer. In
the tatter case we would naturally select the early
hers of the morning in commencing our peregrina-
tints, and inasmuch as this distance can easily
beperformed in a couple of hours, we would al-
ways be at some place of refreshment by the time

of breakfast, and often before. In this season of
the year, say the month of January, the best time

is after breakfast, upon some bracing day; then
the exercise is of the most recreative kind, and

most invigorating for the bodily system. Upon

these, our examining jaunts, we would always find
matter for reflection and observation; the more so,

that many objects naturally struck us by their

novelty or strangeness, we coming from a north-

n ern country, (the North of Europe,) and from

What struck s at that time, when no railroads,
d no steam communication, had altered the then

.old fashioned ways of the country people, was
e the itanner in which the small farmers or planters

d inhabiting the tract called " Terre auxno Beufa,"

f inland from the English Tarn, would bring their

d country produce to the New Orleans market. It

-e is well to inform the reader that the then living
c generation of people have entirely disappeared

it from the country, although their children, their

descendants, have taken their place; but these
Isdo no more resemble their fathers at the time

that we are writing of. than the then transporta-
g tion mode in the huge ox-carts resembles the
d present railroad communication which has taken

their place. These farmers, cultivating small
tracts of land upon a bayou called, as stated
already, "Terre anx Bmuf," or the oxen-land
bayou, were originally from the Canary Islands.
and hence speaking the Spanish language.

During a famine that now and then visits these
islands, the Spanish government, after the transfer
of Louisiana and its taking possession, about the
year 1709 or '70, had sent over a number of fami-
lies of these poor islanders, called "Islnos" in their

vernacular, and these successive arrivals had been
forwarded, some to the Bayou Lafourche, some to
the Avoyelles, some to the Bayou Teche, and

0 lastly a remnant of these colonists had settled in the
vicinity of New Orleans, upon the above mentioned
strip of land, below the English Torn, called the

"Terre aux Beuf." HIere these farmers cultivated
o mostly corn and vegetables for the city consump-

tion, and every Saturday one would see their slow

Ihmporters, especially, were much

annoyed and embarrassed by these sudden inno-

vations, and sriouels losses were oftenl the coese-

quence.

In 1862 a cargo of Irisi whisky was shi

in bond, where it remained for one year, at tile

expiration of which time the law required its with-

drawal, The duties were then so high that the

owner, a New York importer, considered it inex-

pedient to placeo the liquor on the market, and Ihe

therefore reshipped the whole cargo for llalifax.

' For some reason or another it was nollt sold in

Halifax, but was shipped back to New York,

where in remained another year in bond. n tile

meantime Congress had greatly increased the duI

ties oe liquors in bond, and gold, at the same tirle
bh:ing very high, the nerchlant was uuable to with-

draw his whisky, aned was compelled to ship it a

second tirme for iHalifax. Flroln the latter port it

wnn angain shipped for New York, where it han just

arrived, for the third timre since its departure from

Cork. having traveled to and fro on the high seas

for the best part of four years, and subjecting the

inlporter to the heavy expenses of ncommissltnls,

freighta and other charges at every stage of its

protracted and erratic journey. The News says

that this ias not arn isolated case. During the last

six monthl s many l seuls have sailed from New

York bearing cargoes on which the owners were

unable to pay dhltine within the prescribed time.
