aws;" that of 1864 confines them to " general
laws." The gentleman also showed that the pro-
visions of the laws under the Constitution of 1' 15 I

were much more stringent than the gentlemano
contended they need be under that of 1i;64, in I
enacting, for instance, that corporations shall not

purse moreo than one kind of business, shall not n

possess power to discount bills or to purchase real
estate. The gentleman in a similar manner met I
the other remarks of Mr. Keiner.e

Mr. Cordon moved to amend the bill so as to
make the capital not less than b500,000, and the
other conditions on that basis.

Mr. Foute said he was about to make a motion I
to lay the bill on the table, so as to take the sense
of the Senate on it at once; but if members de- o
sired to discuss it, he would not press the motion.

SMr. Egan would second the motion.
The question being put, the President said the "

motion was lost.

Mlr. tLapeyre would call for the yeas and nays.

Mr. Clam suggested that as the object was to
defeat the bill, the readiest way to reach that end
was to move to strike out the enacting clause.

Mr. Fenner ua.le a motion to that ellect.
Mr. Elam mtved to lay the motion on the table,
ut withdrew his motioun to allow discussion.
Mri. Fenner, in addition to tile arguments urged

by him yesterday against the bill, submitted some
additional reasons: Of all the projects broached
Sfor stay laws, this s ahi the most injurious, because

while other plans applied only to the past, the
scheme under consideration would apply to the

f past, thile presenl and the future, ad changed the
Swhole judicial practies of the State. It would

I destroy all business co ufidence--lhat credit now
so indispensable to rectore the State and the peo-
ple to a career of prosperity. And one of its
1 very worst consequences whuld be that it
swould provoke a flood of litigation, because if
the remedy of a creditor against htis debtor was

f to be remtotely removed, every one of that class
I would conclude upon the necessity of instituting

1 suit unmediately. The object of law was to abate
litigatioin, and the legislator who soughtto increase
it was not performing his duty. Mr. Fenner
inveighed agaiOlt the spirit of class legislation,
in which lie colteaded this measure was designed,

- and pronoluced it ilvidious to attempt to relieve
one class If cltizeln by depriving another class of
the bclefit of laws which were part and parcel of
tthe contracts under wbhich they acquired the rela-
tion of creditor.

Mr. Eutis reoretted that tile gentleman from
O•Orleans (Mr. McConnell), who prtomised yesterday
St give lis views ao this suaject, was not prevent
to give tho House the betetit of his reasona for

ccpposing this measure. The question was olne of
cast importance to the people of Louisiana, and
whoever had a proposition to make should not
wvithhold it. These bills of the gentleman from D)e
Soto were wedges in our judicial system, and, as
cuch, were carefully considered by the Judiciary
orsmittee, who reported adversely. Were he

(\r. Eustis) not a member of that committee, ca
i member of the House he should hesitate to re-
verse a decision of the committee, on a constitu-
tional point particularly. But this was not a mere
constitutianal question. The system propo-ed
wvould repel capital from the State, and leave the
great agricultural interest, now paralysed for the
want of capital, to struggle on in poverty. Noth-
log could he more disastrous than a stay law, for
capital shunned insecurity. It was not merely as
a representative of New Orleans, but as a citizen
of Louisiana, that he entered his most serious pro-
test against this kind of legislation.

Mr. Elam assured the Itouase of his personal dis-
interestedness in this matter. His private rela-
tions were those of a creditor, and it was not to
further his own interests be devised the measure.
If it would promote litigation it was singular that
all the lawyers were opposed to it. It was the
almost universal sentiment of the people of the
State, even many respectable New Orleans mer-
chants, that some measure should be adopted for
the relief oe the numerous body of unfortunate
debtors. '.That relief was not required in hli own
part of the State, for there indebtedness had been
wiped out during the war by payment in Confede-
rate money. Instead of encouraging litigation,his
bills would induce creditors to come to a com-
promise with their debtors. As he understood it,
the objections in committee were not constitu-
tional, but as to expediency, nor had he been able
to discover that his plan was in conflict with any
standard decision.

After some further discussion by Messrs. Wag-
gaman, Williamson, Bailey, McConnell and Tacker,
as to the most expeditious manner of arriving at a
conclusion on this subject, the sense of the HIouse
was taken on Mr. Phillips' motion to reconsider
the vote rejecting the motion to postpone the bill
indefinitely, and the division being a tie, 42 to 42,
the Speaker, by his casting vote, decided the re-
consideration granted.

The bill under consideration and the others con-
nected with it, were then ordered to be printed
and made the special order of the day for Tuesday
next.

citizens with coal oil instead of gas. Tile Comn-
lpany did not abate any of their pretensions on
tlis account.

The city autlhrities in making their cfoer, pre-
sent the question for consideration, that tile " ex-
clusive right" expires in 1i75. The company do

not see it in that light, and think they have twenty
years longer to go it alone.
