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THE PREBIDRNT AND) CONGRESS.

Taken n connection with the recent authenti-

cated exposition of the President's views on the

question of reconstruction, the feccnt attack of Mr.

Stevens on the Executive has great significancy.
As usual, it is almost impossible to gather from

the very confused language of the telegraphic re-

port, a precise idea of the nature of this assault
on the Presidential policy; but itis very clear that

the radical leader has declared war against the

President oa behalf of himself of and that portion

of the Republicanparty whichherepresents. The

inferences is, that the radicals are determined to

carry through their projects if possible, but that

they have lost all hope of winning over the Presi-

dent to a suppor
t 

of their designs. Indeed, the

report of recent conversations between Mr. John-

son and certain radical members of Congress,
would indicattlhat the breach between him and

the radical party is so wide and irreparable that

no partisan expedient can fill it up or bridge it
over.

Some time ago it was suspected that the Presi-
dent might be induced to favdr some of the con
stitutional.amendments which the radicals, by im

posing the acceptance of such amendments on the

South as conditions precedent of political rehabili
tation, hoped to make the instrumentality of ac

complishing their purposes. Prominent among
these expedients thus to be presented in the shape
of amendments to the Constitution, was that o
orcing the South, in one way or another, to en

achise the negroes-a project dignified by the
radicals with the sounding title of " manhood suf

frage," and which has now been converted into
the captivating phrase of " making all men equal
before the law." Mr. Johnson had unqualifiedly
expressed his opposition to any attempt to force

such a measure on the Southern States. He main-

tained the old Democratic ground that suffrage
was a matter properly within State control, and
which ought to be left within State control. But
he had, in a general way, declared a preference
for the electoral basis of representation, over the

practical total population basis.
It is quite probable that Mr. Johnson had not

consideredthe frightfully demoralizing effects of

this system when he recommended it; and
it appears now that he never meant that

it should be proposed to the Southern States

as a condition to be accepted by them

on painof exclusion from the Union. Inregard to

the first point, it is probable that the radicals
themselves have foreseen the consequences to

whichthe competition among the States for in-
-oreased representation would inevitably lead,
atoult the electoral basis be adopted. They have
therefore avoided this difficulty by retaining the
totalpopulation basis, but excepting from the
count all such persons as any of the States might,
for reason of race or color, exelude from the en-

oqyment of the elective franchise. Thus, the effect
of-,the amendment would be felt exclusively by
the South. Should the Southern States continue
to discriminate against the negroes, in bestowing
the right of voting, they would lose about eighteen
representatives in Congress, and the relative pow-
er of the Republican party would be strengthened
to that extent. As the radicals know it to be ex-
tremely unlikely that the South will ever consent

to purchase eighteen votes in Congress at such a
price as the enfranchisement of the negroes, it i,
probable that this amendment has been adopted
as apmeasure looking to the preservation of party
ascendancy.

There are two ways in which the South canmeet. this new issue thus relentlessly forced upon
her. She can persist in refusing to ratify the
amendment, and wait untiltime and the inevitable
mutation of parties shall have overthrown the
supremacy of the radicals, in the mean time main-
taining her present anomalous relations with the
Federal government; or she can ratify the amend-
ment, and conform to its conditions according to
her view of the relative evils of diminished repre-
sentation and of negro suffrage. .

Should she choose the first course, she can, itseems, rely on the powerful support of the Presi-

dent. Mr. Johnson has recently declared, in the
most authoritative manner, that his views on the
subject of constitutional amendments have under-
gone a change. He sees the danger of this
system of incorporating every theory and every
political vagary ofa temporarily dominant party into
the fundamental law of the country. Moreover,
whatafever may be his own views as to the propriety
of any proposed alteration or amendment of the
oonstitution, he is not prepared to exercise coer-
eion on the States to force them to conform to his
opinion. And, a refusal to permit the States to
exercise their rights as members of the Union
would be compulsion of the very worst kind.

The President declares now that his own actionnprescribing terms to the late Confederate States,

o so far as this seemed to imply that he wouldnotrecognizeothem as States unless they should
somgly with his conditions, was meant to be only
ulvisory. His desire was that the Spathern States
should adopt such a course as would bring them

ptoa]armony with the public sentimentof the rest
of the country and with the executive branch of thegovernment, and thus facilitate the task of recon

-

strmction. He had, by no means, intended that
his requirements should be viewed as conditions

precedent, which the executive, or any branch, or
all branches of the government had a right to im-
pose on any of the States. His general conclu-
sion is, as it always has been, that these States
are,in fact, In the Union. The refusal of Congress
to admit their representatives is simply an act of
injustice, which cannot deprive them of any rights.
In fact, the argument used by the radicals in this
matter is exactly an argument in a circle. They
exclude the Southern Representatives on the
ground that the Southern States are not in the
Union, and they declare that the Southern States
are not in the Union because they have no repre-
sentatives in Congress. In fine, the President
mainiains, and very justly maintains, that repre-
sentation is but one of the rights of a State under
the onsatitution. Exclusion from Congress does
not, therefore, prevent such excluded States from
exercising other constitutional rights, over which
Congress has no control.

The Envlrons of New Orleans.

INUMBER FOUIRTEEN.

From the fields of Chalmette, the battle ground,
to the English Turn, where the road -towards the
Iayou Terre anx Bteuf settlement leaves the
rver, is about ten English miles; so that we may
compute the whole distance from the city towards
that bend, by the river road, from 15 to 1t miles.
We have walked that way, from the city and back
again, more than once; however, in the summer
season, it would not be desirable, in the hot sun,
to perform that task on foot, Besides, there is no
longer any necessity for such bodily exercise,
since the Mexican Gulf Railway oflors all the
facility for reaching, at little expense, that or any
other locality, from the lower or Third District to
the very shores of Lake Borgne. Hlow much
further down the English Turn, upon the river
Mississippi, may have been located the first fort,
built by Bienville in 1760, when exploring the
banks of the river for an eligible site in order to

found a permanent settlement, we have not been

able to ascertain; historical records being some-

what confused in that respect.
It is mentioned that fifty-four miles from the

mouth of the Mississippi, Bienville had the fort laid

down, which was afterward abandoned, we sup-
pose, when, in 1720, the foundations for the city
of New Orleans were prepared, for which purpose
fifty laborers had been assigned the task in clear-
ing the banks of the river of the trees and cane-
brakes then occupying the immediate margin of the
stream. Again, at some other place in the written
historical record, we find that Iberville, the elder
brother of Bienville, and who had taken tlh river
route, ascending from its mouth, first at the dis-
tance of some thirty miles designated a place for
the erection of a fort (that was about the present
site of Fort St. Phillip, or Plaquemines), and that
procdeding still higher, again at the distance of
thirty-three miles, he ordered the fort to be located
which Bienville afterwards -erected, as already
stated. Now, the reader will perceive there are
some discrepancies in this enumeration, the first
going fifty-four miles from the Balize, and the
other making it sixty-three, or thirty and thirty-
three added together. However this may be, no
vestige of.this fort having remained, unless plans
be reserved in some of the ancient archives of our
Louisiana surveyors, we must content ourselvesin
knowing that this first settlement of the discoverers
of the lMississippi, was situated below the English
Turn some seven or ten miles, more or lessA To-
wards this distance, or rather, we should say, to
about forty miles below the city proper of New
Orleans, extended, in 1516, when we ascended the
river in the summer of that year, the rice and
sugar plantations in full yield, or rapport. The
rice plantations were of course those nearest the
lower settlements, whilst the important sugar es-
tates grew thicker the nearer one would approach
the capital of the State.

Our progress in the river from the mouth or the
ass at the Balize, was indeed very slow, for there

were then no tow boats, and when the wind was
unfavorable, on account of the bends of the river
the ship's crew had to set foot on land, and by
dint of warping the vessel, and hauling or towing
her by ropes or lines made fast to the upper parts
of the mast, the points had to be doubled or
turned, and this way of going ahead was often a very
tedious one. Let our readers figure to themselver
the banks of the river little cleared of trees and
entangled thickets, the levees-or what might be
of them, invariably at some distance from the im-
mediate margin of the stream; then, when the
warp, or the anchor was carried out by the boat
or jolly, some dirtance ahead and made fast to
some sturdy tree or old trunk, the crew had to
return on board the vessel, and begin the monoto-
nous work of heaving away at the windlass.
Again, when the command was given to go ashore
and take hold of the line for the crew to haul or
tow the ship along against the current, this part of
the work was often attended with considerable
hurt and risk, the shores of the river being com-
posed of a soft, slippery, loamy soil, where the foot-
hold was none of the surest; and then the way had
to be made through the above mentioned trees
and thiekets, that reached tp the very edge of the
water. Through all these difficulties the men of
the ship's crew had to pass, and often when hold-
ng on withour hand to the overhanging trees,
pass the rope, or line, to the men in advance of
the gang.
These maneuvers were of the most fatiguing

sort, and the springing up of a light breeze that
would enable tile ship to make use of her sails,
would be hailed with delight by the whole of the
men and boys thus harrassed by incessant toiling.
More than once some sailor orboy of the sea-faring
crew would slip from the margin and drop into the
muddy eddy of the stream, when immediately the
shout would go up, to frighten the poor devils,
"' look out for the alligator, he is at your trowsers.n"
Now, this might be called fun, but the poor cabin
boys that never had been away from the northern
seas, around the Cattegat or Helgoland bays,
where there are no such Southern monsters as the
Mississippi alligator or crocodile, would frighten
them in their eea-bathing or sea-swimming, dlid in-
deed dread this advertisement as the very sound-
ing of the shipwreck guns, the distress signal of a
foundering, rack encircled sail. How much easier
now for the sea vessels coming up our river by the
help of steam, being taken in tow at some distance
even in the gulf, and set down at the very wharves
of this city. It took us then fully eight days from
the Balize to the levee of New Orleanussor we
arrived at the foot of St. Peter street, oppos•e
what was then called the Hotel Treinoulet, form-
ing the corner of Old Levee and St. Peter streets,
at about 12 o'clock the 10th or 11th of July.

Whilst upon this passage, ascending the river,
we had more than one occasiodn to visit the farme
and plantations on either shore, for, as already
stated, our porgressin the above described man-
ner, was indeed very slow, and every night we had
to make fast to the bank of the river, becas e
going to anchor in the stream, would ever have
been attended with more work or labor to the
crew, on account of the great depth of the Miss-
issippi. In this manner we visited the first lower
settlements, when tihe owners had just began
cleaning the ground and fencing for some pasture
enclosures. These settlements were indeed very
poor, and the people themselves looked emaciated
or as if tl~y had been suffering from the surround
ing swamp atmosphere). But higher up, when we
came to the rice farmersethings looked considera-
bly more comfortable ; we were offered all sorrs
of etables, fowls, pigs, other live stock or pro.
visions of which the crew of the vessel stood in
some need, after an ocean passage of some sixty
days. Here we observed'for the first time the
manner in which the rice was cleaned of its
covering chaff, though this was the very old
fashion of having the kernels stamped out by great
heavy wooden pestles, pillows or knobs which
were set in motion in a sort of stamping mill,
turned by a mule going around. Aye, we even
saw some smaller mills, upon the same principle
turned by hand. Now steam engines are
employed we understand for the purpose of clean-
ing tihe rice of its chaff.

We must observe upon this occasion that our
Louisiana housewives give invariably the prefer-
ence to the home-made rice, or creole rice, as it is
called, over the foreign, or South Carolina rice.
They allege that, although this latter looks fairer,
whiter, and is less broken than the Louisiana rice,
still it has not the strength, substance or flavor of
that made upon the delta of the Mississippi. I
leave to others more versed in this matter the
decision, how much of this view may be tinged
with some exaggerated notion or pride for home-
made or soil-bred (Creole) productiouis; for us A
suffices to have noted this peculiarity in culinary
discussion.nAfter leaving the rice plantations, we
came to tie larger sugar plantations, which in-
creased in size the nearer we apnproachedlthe city
The number of the negro cabins, which were regu-
larly built in rows, some distance from the masc
ter's buildings, and called the negro camp io
quarters, always indicated the importance of the
estate by the number of the labor hands which
e uld therefrom be computed.
A We have mentioned in some former number that
the planters after the cession of 1•03, had ex.
perienced considerable difficulty in recruiting
their labor forge, ishough the northern markets

stood opento t eo tm for boyng whatever MIacki
tabor hands their sugar and other fields might roe-
qluire. The difficulty, after the war, was removed
by some Anmerican and other speculators under-
taking to go to the northern markets and bringing
to Louisiana desirable labor hands, affording to
the planters a lmeans of recperating their wasted
labor gangs. In this manncer w have known that

the great supply of hands for many planters who
had even lost the greater part of their labor forces
by the invasion of the British army, was filnally
satisfactorily obtained.
