Recent transactions along the banks of the

iso tkrnde, recall to memory the history of the

buoaneers. Francis Drake, although honored
with the patronage and sanction of Queen Eliza-

beth, in an expedition, during a time of profound
peace, against the Spaniards and Portuguese who
traded on the shores of the Pacifte Ocean, *en
termed the South Seas, andalthoughhe performed
deeds sufficiently daring and adventurous to be

entitled heroic unto all posterity, was, neverthe-

less, asmuach iairate and freebooter, although a
licensed one, as Morgan or Lolenois.

Duridg the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries
Spain And Portugal enjoyed the monopoly of the
great mines of gold and silver and precious stones
on the continent of South America, on the Isth.
mus, aid in Mexico. Their seamen and soldiers,
though'still a race of bold, brave men, had sadly
degenerated from tlh cotemporarles of Pizarro
and Cortes, and were no match for the athletic
desperadoes from the shores of Great Britain,
France and Holland.

In those days might made right. Drake, full of
ardor and genius, obtained an interview with
Elizabeth. He inflamed her naturally covetous
mind and her insatiable ambition with descriptions
of the fabulouas wealth annually brought over to
the Spanish Peninsula in unwieldy and defenseless
convoys frdm the South Seas; and finally, in vio-
lation of all law and national comity, prevailed on
the Queen to send him in command of a piratical
expedition against these treasure ships on their an-
nual voyage from the Spanish Main. The feats
of Drake savor more of the fictions related by
poets and romancers of Orlando and Amadis than
of the occurrences of actual life. The great
armada had not then been destroyed, and the su-
premacy of Spain was 'undisputed on the ocean;
but the fearless Drake, with two or three cranky
little ships, sailed boldly out through the British

Channel, rounded the stormy cape, attacked the
Spanish men-of war that convoyed the precious

argosies, and after scattering or sinking ten times

his numbers and strength, returned to the Thames
with millions sterling of Ili.goaten wealth, and re-

ceived the honors of Knighthood at the hands of
the Queen herself.
$_Stimulated by his aeccesses and by his fame,

other adventurers, more obscure and less able thnn

Drake, bent their course towards the Spanish

Main. Establishing themselves upon the unfre-

quented llands along the coast, they built vessels
and formed crews to prey on Spanish commerce.
The SBothern and. Central American colonies of

Spain had flourished with remarkable vigor under
the milbgovernment of the viceroys, who, how-
ever, had no consideration for the unfortunate abo
rlgines. These poor people, together with the im-
ported slaves, were forced to toil without rest in
She mines, whilat the faculties of the colonists and
the rulers were too much engrossed in adding to
their glittering heaps to heed the defenseless con-
dltian of their towns.

Drake's operations had not been confined to the
sea; he had attacked and carried more than one
df the strongest Spanish works along the shores of
the Pacific, against odds with which none but a
madman or a freebooter would have thought of
contending. His easy conquests exposed the
weakness as well as the riches of the Spanish and
Portuguese colonies, as Sherman, by pushing
boldly and recklessly forward, exposed the weak-
ess of the Confederacy. The egg once made to
tand on end, the result was plain. From every
qnarter of Northern and Western Europe, desper-
adoes flocked to the standard of him from amongst
them who had given proofs of the most reckless
oruelty and the most flagrant disregard of law.
Their rendezvous were unfrequented and deso-

late islands along the Spanish Main where, in fall
security and out of the way of commerce and
Intercourse, they could strengthen their numbers
and mature their plans. They poured upon the
reasure laden galleons and the unthinking and
efenseless towns with a fury that admitted of no
resistance. They committed atrocities unparal-
leled, and after pillaging everything within
their reach and carrying off the women, would
andulge in their remote island nests in orgies at
which the bacchanalians of the later Empire
would have stood aghast. But the outrages per-
petrated by them finally became so terrible and
unnatural as to excite the horror and execration
of the world: Even the government of Great
Britain set its face against them, and the pirates
were totally exterminated or scattered over other
regions of the globe.
But the troubles of the Iberian Colonies did not
cease with the destruction of the buccaneers.
DIssensions succeeded amongst the petty vice-
royalties, which have kept on increasing to the
present day in virulence and bloodshed, so that,
when the yoke of the parent countries had been
thrown off, there was initiated a system of in-
vasion by the stronger State upon the weaker, as
covetousness or vindictiveness prompted-a sys-
tem'which still endures in all its hideousness.
The term buccaneer was derived from the habit

the pirates of those seas were addicted to, of
smoking the meat of their cattle in order to pre-
serve it. Of late years it has been exchanged for
that of filibuster, which signifies a freebooter, or
ume who depredates in a small vessel upon the
high seas. The filibusters who lately crossed from
the Texan side of the Rio Grande and pillaged the
the Mexican town of Bagdad, were not of so
steadfast and reckless a nature as their truculent
prototypes, the buccaneers; the deed was boldly
conceived, but the actors did not keep pace in the
sequel with thehardihood and courage which were
expected of them. They carried the unsuspecting
town in a perfectly lawless style, and violated
every human and divine law with the same indis-
criminate unconcern; but they abandoned the
scene of conquest in inglorious haste, bundling off
the plunder which now seems to have been their
chief aim, if not their only incentive.

It is unfortunate in some respectse that this
afhir was concocted on the United States side of
the Hio Grande; for that circumstance will have
exceeding weight in the negotiations of this coun
try with the governments of Mexico and France.
We can hardly believe the United States authori-
ties were cogizant of the intentions of the out-
laws; but when the matter comes up for explana-
tion and arbitration, it will be difficult to persuade
the great powers of Europe that a band of men,
principally negroes, clothed in the uniform of the
army of the United States, and carrying weapons
and ammunition of the kind furnished to the
soldiers of that army, and even transporting Par-
rott artillery from one bank of the river to the
other, could have accomplished their designs with-
lant the knowledge of those very authorities.

Two of
the five companies now at the fort form a part of
the garrison, with the Filth artillery, and the other
three relieve the Eighth Maine volunteers, mus-
tered out. Efforts are to be made by the Quarter-
master's Department to raise the gunboat Smith
Briggs, sunk nearly two years aho, during an at-
tack on Smithville. The walking beams and con-
nections have been carried to Richmond, but her
boiler, shaft, and the greater part of the machinery
stilt remain.

A military commission, of which Lieut. Colonel
Snow, 151st Illinois Volunteers, was Judge Advo-
cate, has recently been engaged in the trial, at
Augusta, Ga., of a police officer, charged with the
murder of a negro soldier whom he shot while ar-

resting him. The prosecution took the ground
that the shooting was without provocation, as no

resistance to the arrest was attempted by the de-

ceased; while the defense sought to show that re-

sistance was made, and that the shooting was done

in self-defense. The trial, which caused much

excitement in Augusta, resulted in the acquittal of

the prisoner.
Gen. Poster's Department of Florida is divided

into the Eastern District, Col. Sprague, and the

Western District, Gen. Newton. At present there
are but three regiments in the State-the 7th in.

fantry, and the 34th and 99th negro. The 3d ne-

gre has been mustered out, as have the Ist and

2d Florida cavalry.
Brig. Gen. George H. Chapman, who was de-

tailed in July last to the Department of the Mis-
souri, has sent in his resignation to ths War De
parrment.

Admiral Goldsborough has selected the port of
Villafranca as a naval station for the Mfediterra-
nena squadron.

In the Department of the Mississippi, Gen. Sher-
man has not only his headquarters at St. Louis,
but has established his family and his residence
there.

In Nashville, the first battalion of'the Sixteenth
infantry left for Augusta, a few days ago. to re-
lieve the Nineteenth infantry,which is en route for
Little Rock. The second and third battalions of
the Sixteenth will remain during the winter.

A brigade of negro troops has been mustered
out of the service.

The Forty-second U. S. C. T. are at Huntsville,
Alabama.

In the MilitaryDivision of the Tennessee, Brevet
Lieutenant Colonel Thurston, A. A. G. and Judge
Advocate of the division, has been relieved, and
is succeeded by Brevet Major General R. W. John-
eon.

Brig. Gen. Mulford, late agent for the exchange
of prisoners, has returned to Washington from
Richmond, where he has been for some months
engaged in closing up the business relating to the
exchange. This he has succeeded in doing, and
in compliance with orders has turned over to Gen.
Hitchcock, formerly Commissary of Exchange, all
the property forwarded to Federal prisoners during
their incarceration, including boxes and money,
amounting to between $30,000 and $40,000. The
money will all be restored to the original for-
warders, and it is supposed that the express boxes
will be turned over to the Freedmen's Bureau.

The Secretary of War, in compliance with a
Senate resolution, gives information of the officers
and men of the regular army, how many and
where stationed, with a similar list of general offi-
cers of volunteers. It seems that there are yet in
the volunteer service forty-seven major generals
and one hundred and forty-one brigadier generals.
Of the former three are commanding districts, sev-
enteen commanding departments, five on special
duty, one is on leave and twenty-one are ordered
to be mustered but. Of the latter twenty-three
are commanding districts and departments, six are
on court martial, six are assistant commissioners in
the Freedmen's Bureau, ten are on other special
duty, four are on leave and one hundered
and two are ordered to be mustered out. This
leaves in the service twenty-six major gen-
erals and forty-nine brigadier generals. The
highest in rank in the regular army are
as follows: Lieutenant General Grant, Generals
Halleck, Sherman, Meade, Sheridan and Thomas,
The Brigadier Generals are Irvin McDowell, Wsm.
S. Rosecranz, Philip St. George Cooke, John Pope,
Joseph Hooker, W. S. Hancock, John M. Schofield,
O. O. Howard, A. H. Terry and J. A. Rawlins.
The total number of officers and men in the regu-
lar army is 1124 officers and 23,795 men, an aggre-
gate of 24,919. Of the officers 100 in the cavalry
are absent, 113 in the artillery and 368 in the in-
fantry. Of the men 5472 are recruits assigned
since the last return. All the regiments, except
the Seventeenth, are assigned to military depart-
ments, and as fast as recruits are received the un-
organized companies are formed and put en roule
for places of service. Companies already organ-
ized are receiving recruits. About 3000 per month
are being enlisted.

Geun. Grant has sent to both Senate and House
Committees on Military Affairs a very important
communication with regard to the increase of the
regular army, accompanied by reports from the
Paymaster General's Department, Quartermaster
and Commissary Departments, the Engineer De-
partment and Cavalry Bureau, suggesting what
each of the departments will require in case of an
increase of the regular army is agreed upon by
the committees. The suggestions contained in
Gen. Grant's communication are essentially dif-
ferent from the bill prepared by Senator Wilson.
The authority for raising negro regiments he pro-
poses to place in the hands of the President.

Gen. Scammon has accepted tile Presidency of
the Ohio Military Academy, and the trustees of
the institution are negotiating for the purchase of
the building and grounds of the Ohio Female Col-
lege, at College Hill, near Cincinnati.

The palace of Claremont, heretofore inhabited
by the Orleans family, having reverted to the Brit-
ish crown by the death of King Leopold, to whom
it had been ceded as a grant only during his life-
time, Queen Victoria has gracefully waived this
privilege, and intimated to Queen Amelie of France
that she is delighted to place the palace at her dis-
posal in the future as in the past.

Much satisfaction has been expressed in scien-
tific circles in Great Britain in regard to the con-
ferring of a pension of 200 by the Queen upon
the widow and children of the late Sir W. Rowan
Hamilton, the eminent Irish astronomer.

Mr. Julian Pane, of the British Legation at
Vienna, has been appointed to succeed the Hou.
Mr. Grey, who recently died of cholera, as First
Secretary of the English Embassay in Paris. Mr.
Fane is a younger son of the late Earl of West-
moreland, who earned so much musical fame while
Ambassador at Berlin and Vienna.

The Rev. J. B. Kerfoot was consecrated on the
24th as bishop of the new Episcopal diocese of
Pittsburg.

At an interview of leading Pennylvanians with
the President, on the 2tth, MIr. Johnson reiterated
the opinion that the late Confederate States should
be admitted to representation in Congress, and
stated that he considered the passage of the ne-
gro suffrage bill as untimely.

Sebastian Anzinger, an Alpine hermit, recently
died in a chapel romantically situated on one of
the spurs of the Tyrolese Alps, in his 9Gth yesar.
He studied natural history and philology, traveled
over Europe, America and Africa, was captured
by slavers at Trebizoud, and was obliged to work
in Ismael Pasha's garden, where his horticultural
knowledge advanced him in the estimation
of his master and eventually procured his release.
On his return to Tyrol he published a work de-
scriptive of his adventures during his captivity.
In 1809 he rallied under the banner of Andreas
Hofcr, and was captured along with that cele-
brated Tyrolese patriot, but was fortunate enough
to escape from the death to which his chief was
doomed at Mantua by his French captors. Carried
to France as a prisoner of war, he afterward
becameo a Professor of Botany, and mar-
ried the widow of Baron Fleury. In 1253
he took up his residence in Spain. - His
wife died in that country, and when his only
daughter also ran away with a Spanish grandee,
the old man's sorrow knew no bounds, and lie
spent the rest of his life as a hermit on the summit
of his native mountains, having no other means of
subsistence than the alms given to him by the pil-
grims to the holy shrines of that region. Ilis only
fortune on his death consisted of ten dollars, which
the weather-beaten, sorrow-stricken old hermit
bequeathed to the poor.

Alexander Dumas has made a failure at Venice
and Vienna. His calseries or conversations, so
interesting by their gossip to Parisians initiated in
the secrets of literary and artistic life, fell dead
upon foreign audiences, and the gay Viennese, as
well as the picturesque Venetians, denounced
Alexander, the great romancer, asa great deceiver
and king of humbugs.

At Indianapolis on the 25th, a man named Igna-
tius Buchanan chopped his wife to pieces with an
axe.

Gen. Sherman has been summond to Washing-
ton by General Grant, for consultation upon the
new army bill.

The Board of Admirals, now in session at Wash-
ington, is examining the merits for promotion of
naval and marine corps officers.
