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LATE NEWS FROM THE NORTH.

Dates of the 26th and 27th.

WASIIINOTON, Jan. 26.-The House again de-
bated to-day the constitutional amendment, pro-
viding fora new basis of representation, and came
to the conclusion to vote on it on Tuesday, at one
o'clock. There are over a dozen amendments
pending, and the question will probably be taken
on recommittiog to the Reconstruction Committee,
with certain instructions. The first gaiun from the
border States was fired in support of the amend-
ment by Mr. McKee, of Kentucky, who also de-
clared vigorously against the admission of any of
the Southern representatives, even those from
Tennessee, whichl State le characterized as two-
thirds disloyal. Mr. McKee also favored qualified
negro suffrage.Measrs. Kerr of Indiana, Hardin of Kentucky,
and Wright of New Jersey, Democrats, spoke
against the amendment.

Mr. Rtayoond, of New York, obtained the floor
for Monday, and it is expected lie will speak
against the proposition. The House meets to-
morrow in Committee of Whole to hear buncombe
speeches on the state of the Union. It is the un-
derstanding that no business will be transacted.

The Canadian officials were again before the
Ways and Means Committee. They laid before the
committee a large amount of statistical informa-
tion, showing the importance to botht governments
of a reciprocity treaty based upon just and equit-
able principles. The committee have determined
to give the matter a careful and thorough consid-
eration. Tlhere will be nothing done in tile matter
until the report of the Internal Revenue Committee
has been received. It is expected next week.

The Ilouse Committee oni Military Affairs had
under consideration again to-day tile question of
equalizinsg tie bountties, but came to no conclusion.
Trhey also discussed thle question of the grade of
General in the army. Mr. Denning, who has had
the matter in charge, has made a very strong re-
port in favor of it, but some of the committee are
very much opposed to it, and it is now very doubt-
ful if it can get a miaj rity report.

lGen. Grant. since Ia report on the condition of
affai's in thire South, seems to have lost caste.

lGen. Sherman arrived to-day, at the invitation of
Gen. Grant, to cosult on the bill for the reorgan-
ization of the regular army. Gen. Thomas is ex-
pected in a day or two for consultation on the
same aubiect.

Gen. Slherman visited both Houses of Congress
to-day, and was cordially received on thedloor.

The Evening Star says that a number of the
Pennsylvania Ile resectatives called upon the
President yesterd-ay, and remained for an hour.
They conversed freely u on political matters, and
especially upon Mr. Kelly's bill, which the House
has just lassed. The ('resident urged many ob-
jections to the bill, but did not express himstell
upon the question of signing or vetoing it.

(IOne of the sdel-gatiun took the opportunity to
ask the President for thile appointment of a 'enn-
sylvania ovfirer as Commissioner of Public Build-
ings, but the P'resident said tlhere was no vacancy,
and lie dlid nuti klow that ttere would be one.

All the nlmembelrs of the Cabinet were preseet
at the Cabinet lueetisng to-day, except Secretary
Seeward.

No visitors were granted an intereiw with the
President todayo, except Hen. F. 1P. Blair.

The reptort of the committee appointedlto study,
investigate and reportlepon our system of internal
revenue, are preparing to report ill part. l'hey
have been at work about six nouthsi and it i+
thought will require six months longer to enable
thenm to digest the material they have collected.
and make the full report.
