Indeed,
many, perhaps all, of the distinguished scientific
and literary menof our city have been connected
Witr the life of the New Orleans Academy of Sct-
'ences. Its flrstPresident, Dr. Josiah Hale, was at
eminentbotanist and writer on the flora of the
Southwest. The name of his successor,
rDr. E. H. Barton, is known, we may
say; throughout the world for his valuable contri-

bbtions to meteorological and medical science ; and
of the recently deceased Dr. J. L. Iiddcll, it may
be asserted that, for varied and profound scieiltific
aittalment, hebwas unsurpassed throughout the

Natlional Banks--The Commissioner'of Inter-

nal Revenue has decided that where the bonds
deposited as a basis of circulation under the na-
tional banking law, have been purchased at a
premium, no deduction should be made by bank
officers, in making up their dividends and sur-
pluses, on the plea that the premiums paid formed
part of the legitimate expenses.

Suchjdeduction, he says is, clearly erroneous, as
the payment of premiums on bonds cannot be
considered a loss or an expense to the bank, but
an investment of its earnings. He instructs the
officers of the Bureau to notify the banks that the
amounts of their profits expended in paying pre-
miums should be included in the taxable gains.

Post Office Drqfts.--I May, 1864, the United
States Congress passed a bill establishing a system
of nmoney exchange by means of the post office de-
partment, similar to that which has been in suc-
cessful operation in Germany and other parts of
Europe for many years. This bill met with con-
siderable opposition previous to its passage, and
not a few of the most sagacious financiers of the
country looked upon it at the time as a movement
to create a great government exchange office,
which would ultimately overshadow all of the
private and local institutions of the country. Its
workings have been so harmonious and unostenta-
tious, however, that we had entirely lost sight of
it, and have only been assured of its actual exis-
tence by a perusal of the following statistics of the
Washington office, which we find in a late number
of the National Intelligencer:

During the first year of the money order system,
which closed on the first of November last, there
were 6113 money issued at our postoffice on the
various money order offices throughout the Union,
the amount being $127,505 10. In the same period
$277,622 39 worth of money orders from other offi-
ces, fees amounting to $1002 05 collected, and
f125,894 surplus deposited in New York-the total
amounthandled in the office being $410,215 6t.
The number oD orders issued in November was
034, and in December 603,makingthetotal amount
from the establishment of the system to the 31st
ult., 7150.

The number of money order offices has increased
from 143, established during the first six months,
to 416, of which only those of New Orleans, New-
bern, Port Royal and Chattannooga are in the
South. About 55 new offices will be in operation
on the 5th prox., many of which will be in the
South and Southwest.
The rate of commission charged on money or-

ders, is as follows: Not exceeding $10, 10 cents;
over $10 and not exceeding $20,15 cents; over $20
and up to $30, 20 cents. Nb single order issued
for less than $1, or for more than $30.
