In the
long and lofty portico, where oft the hero
walked in all his glory, now lay the shrouded
corpsea; the countenance, still composed and
serene, seemed to express the dignity of the
spirit which lately dwelt in that lifeless form."

THE FACTORAGE ACT.

We publish below the amended faotorage and
comnmission act, now under discussion il the Sen-
ate,and in regard to the merits of which there
seems to be some difference of opinion.

It appears to nus, upon a calm review of the
question in all its bearings, that the operation of
the act will be of benefit to our people, and-that
the objections which have been urged to it, how-
ever honestly entertained, will be proved by expe-
rience to be more imaginary than real. The lead-
ing idea of authorizing such corporations, as will
plainly appear from the terms of the bill, is the
concentration of capital in our midst, so that tile
platiters of our State may have something to oper-
ate with, and be encouraged to put into cultiva-
tion the once valnable but now valueless and un-
productive lands of Louisiana. It is apparent to
all that capital is the great desideratum. The peo-
ple of the city do not feel this so sensibly as those
in the interior. From circumstances which it is
not now necessary to advert to, the planters
of the country are now, in a great mea-

sure, absolutely without means to make
the rudest recommencement in their for-
mer pursuits. If. our condition were
asit once was, they could get advances from the
factors in the city. But the city factors, already
in many cases, holdheavy obligations of the plant-
ers, which the latter are unable to meet, and the
factor is crippled in his earnest desire to help the
planter, not only by the absence of ready means,
but by certain well understood relations which
bind him to comparative inactivity until all the
trade transactions which took place previous to
the last three years of the war shall be finally
adjusted.

If it be objected that capital from other portions
of the country would, under the provisions of this
act, come here and acquire a preponderating influ-
ence in our affairs, the answer is that there is, in
regard to the first proposition, an undoubted want
ofoapitalamong our people; and the planter is more
sure to be benefited than inj ore d by that competition 1
of capital which always springs from its abundance.
In regardto the second proposition, there is no
danger of embarrassing complications when the
conditions of bargain are well understood before-1
band, and the legislature, which is the creator of
the corporation, stands always ready to intervene
for the protection of the citizen against any i
attempt at undue severity of the creditor towards
the debtor.
BUt there is, in reality, nothing restrict-

ive in, the provisions of the bill, and oapi- I
talists at home may associate under it as well as
those from abroad. The planter is left to the
largest liberty in the premises. If he need capi-
tal, he can procure it from wherever it can a
be had, and wherever he can get it upon the best (
terms. at is a proposition really in the interest of t
the planter, inasmuch as it is likely to increase e
the available capital of the country and thus e
enable him to raise the means whereby to make t
is now untilled lands productive, and it is a pro- (

position in the interest of the capitalist, who will
have an assurance of a return of his money from I
the valuable productions of the soil. It is an ex- 1
tension of privileges all around, and an enlarge- I
ment of the capital of the country which the ne-
essities of our people now so urgently demand,

without infringing in any respect upon the right
of the planter to make his arrangements with cor- E
porations, or with individuals as before the war.
Commercial firms are, in fact, nothing but cor-
porations, with the exqeption that their capitals
are not necessarily known to the public, and the i
law does not exercise so vigilant a watch over
their operations. The same objections which are I
urged to the bill might, with equal propriety, be
preferred against banks and other chartered insti-
tutions which are amenable to law, though the
transactions of individuals with them are purely
voluntary.

We may add that though some of the factors of
the city have expressed themselves as opposed to
the measure, others with whom we have con-
versed are equally as decided in approving it, be-
lieving that while, under the provisions of the act,
no harm can result to the people of the State,
very decided advantage may accrue from the in-
troduction and dissemination of what is now so
much needed-capital for our people to go to work
with, to restore Louisiana to her former condition 1
of agricultural and commercial prosperity.

With these introductory remarks we submit the
text of the amended bill, as it now stands before
the Senate:
A ct r the rtsorganisation of seporation to engage sin fac-
toerage and commnlaon bualnes, and for agricultoral opera-
tion..
SEcTION 1: Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the Slate of Louisi-
ana, in General Assembly convened, That it
shall be lawful for any number of persons, not
less than six, on compliance with the provisions
following, to form themselves into and constitute
a corporation for the purpose of engaging in a
factorage and commission business, or in agricul-
ture ; but no corporation shall be organized under
this act with a capital stock of less than $500,000,
nor shall any corporation so organized or author-
Azed commence business before $250,000 in cash
of its capital shall be actually paid in.

Sac. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That the
said corporation shall have power and authority,
first, to have and to enjoy succession of their cor-
porate name, for the period expressed in their act
of incorporation, not exceeding twenty-five years ;
second, to contract, sue and be sted in their cor-
porate name; third, to make and use a corporate
seal; fourth, to hold, receive, purchase and con-
vey, under their corporate name, properly, both
real and personal; fifth, to name and appoint such
managers, directors and offloers as their interest
and convenience may require; sixth, to nmake and
establish such by-laws for the proper management
and regulation of the affairs of the corporation as
may be necessary and proper.
SEc. 3. Be it fulrther enacted, etc., That every

charter of incorporation shall contain, first, the
name and title of the corporation and the place
bhlosen for its' domicil; second, a description of
the purposes for which it i established, the nature
of the business to be carried on, and the designa-
tion of the officer on whom citations may be
served; third, the amount of the capital stock,
the number of shares, the amount of each share,
and the time when, and the manner in which pay-
ment on stock subscribed shall be made; fourth,
the mode in 'which the election of directors or
managers shall be conducted; fifth, the mode of
liquidationi at the termination qutehe charter.

Sec. 4. Be it further ena etc That the
charter of corporationus and The original sub-
scriptiuns made for the purpose of organizing
theem, stall be recorded in the office of the Re-
corder of Mortgages, or other officcrtercising
his functions, at the place selected htr thie doltic
of the corporation, and shall be pubhished in a
newospaper at its danicii once a week, at leasot,
for thirty days; hot it hall not be necessary to
publish the names of the subscribers, and anysubscriber may present the clitrtcr and suiserip-
tics for record with the ttecoller of Mortgagces.

SSc. 35.Be itfurther enacteda , etc., That it shall
be lawlul for the astockholders of any corporation.
at the general meeting convened for that purpos,
to make any modifications, additions or changes in
thrir act of incorporation not contrary to the pro-
visions of this act, or substituting othler oljects
than those contemplated by the provisions otd thefirst section of the same ; or to dissolve it with the
assent of thrce-fourths of the entire stock; and any
esuch mdification, addition, change or diosolution

shall be recorded as required by the preceding
section.

See. 6. Be it further enacted, etc., That they
shall forfeit their charter for iusolvency, evidenced
by a return of "no property found " on execu-
tion; and ia such case it shalt be the duty of the
District Court, at the instance of any creditor, to
decree such forfeiture, and to appoint a commis-
sioner for effecting the liquidation, whose duty ithhall be to convert all the assets of tile company,
insluding any unpaid balances due by stokhoild-
era on their shares, into cash, and to diatribute
the same, under the direction of the Court, among
the parties entitled thereto, in the same mancer,
as near as may he, as is done in oases of insolvency
of individuals.

Sac. 7. Beitfurtherenarted, etc., Thatnostock.-
holder shall ever be held liable or responsible for
Slsontraets or faults of such corporation in any

The Environs of New Orleans.

NUMBER SIXTEEN.

In the mention of the village or faubourg St.
John, we have often had occasion to allude to the
palatial dwelling house of the late Daniel Clark.
This arises from its prominent location at the fork-
ing of the two roads, one leading to the Bayou St.
John, and the other, the Gentilly road, going to
the right, towards the Chef lMeteur. At the
present time, on the site formerly occupied by
this fine residence, stands a public school building,
which has been actually formed out of a public
market, called the Bretonneo market, but which
was found altogether superfluous in that isolated
locality, where everybody almost is provided with
a vegetable garden, and from whence the other
provisions could easily be supplied by the return-
ing city market carts. For this reason this mar-
ket only served as a plea of refuge and shelter for
the vagrant Indian families, and hence its conver-
sion into a public school building.

In 1810 the fine residence of Daniel Clark was in
very good state of repair, but being afterwards
abandoned to various negligent lessees, and often
times not tenanted at all, it fell into a complete
ruin and gradually disappeared, every one in the
neighborhood taking a stick or plank from the
falling, dilapidating concern

5 Now, it may be
interesting to the reader to be informed how it
happened why so little care was taken of this
splendid residence of former greatness. Daniel
Clark had indeed been at one time the leading
spirit of New Orleans; that was immediately
before the cession of the country in 1803. Hav-
ing, by his commercial connection with the great
house of Coxe & GO., in Philadelphia, established
a great credit under the Spanish government, and
being on a good footing with the then authorities
in New Orleans, his relations with Havana, Vera
Cruz and other Spanish seaports, enabled him to
introduce, besides the country produce, a number
of Africanlabor hands, a desideratum of the utmo-t
importance at that time to the planters of Louisi-
ana. Hence, when the country came into the
lands of the United States, this branch of the
eommercial business sustained an immediate sus-
pense or check, which no doubt was unexpected
on the part of Daniel Clark, for it ihad been pre-
sumed that, inasmuch as the introduction of Afri-
can slaves had been kept open in the other South-
ornStates (Carolinas, Georgia, etc.,) the like favor
would have been extended to Louisiana, until the
expiration of the constitutional proviso, that is, to
the year 1809. Had this been the case-had not
Congress, in order to reconcile the extreme North-
ern or New England.States to the acquisition of
Louisiana, made that concession, to-wit: the pro-
hibition of African slaves into the newly acquired
territory, there would have been a chance of con-
tinuing this lucrative traffic for five years longer,
or to 1808.

As we stated already in a former number this
stoppage to the introduction of the African labor
hands was cause of a partial halt among the agri-
cultural improvements, and it was consequently
quite easy to foresee that although every one con-
sected with business was very well satisfied with
the general change or transfer of government
andhad most ardently desired this transfer of the
conntry to the United States, still an opposition
sprung up against the measures of the Washlington
cabinet with regard to Louisiana, one of which
measures was the just mentioned prohibition of
the tropical labor hands.JDavid Clark had been
elected delegate from the territory of Orleans,
and if we mistake not, hle was kept in this charge
up to the time that the territory was changed or
transformed into a State government in 1812.
During all this time, that is to say from 1803 to
1812, we may well assume Daniel Clark was
the head of the opposition party in New
Orleans, and as such had more than one serious
altercation with the authorities acting under orders
from Washington. X

We must now recall to our memory that this
same public functionary, as a former private resi-
dent, had employed all his personal activity in
bringing about this happy change, the transfer of
the country from a colonial dependency to an in-
tegral part of the Union. Having then the senti-
ment of his former efficient services still fresh in
his feelings, he no doubt could not help consider-
ing himself as neglected by the authorities, when
his advice or his wishes, which were, of course,
those of his friends, the opposition party, were
rather made light of, and often unattended to. To
this we must ascribe the feelings of ascerbity,
which, it was said, had existed between him and
the late W. C. C. Claiborne, Governor of the Ter-
ritory, and whihb even led to a hostile meeting be-
tween these two public functionaries, as we have
been informed. When war broke out in 1812, the
commercial business of the late house of Coxe,
Clark & Co. bad long before been transferred
to a new firm. This new firm was composed
of Richard Rolf, late cashier of the Louisiana
State Bank, Beverly Chew, ex-Collector of Cos-
toms, as active partners, and Daniel Clark as the
partner in commendum. This firm having made
large advances to planters, which at once became
a complete dead weight by the blockade of the
mouth of the Misissippi, formed by English
cruisers in the Gulf, the house had to suspend its
payments, like the majority of the commercial
houses in New Orleans, together with all the then
existing banks. Ufider these circumstances, Daniel
Clark, who had the greater part of the time been
absent, attending Congress in his public capacjg
as delegate from the Territory, found his own -
vate afairs involved by the misfortune of his com-
mercial house. T le, his means were ample, his
acquired fortune if laves, plantaions, real estate
and lands quite cotderal] but notwithstanding
all these resources the hnr ess or tightuess of the
market was such ttat he sould not procure the
pecuniary means to fulfil even the most indispen-
sable engagements which he had contracted . This
situation chafed lhis feelings, and although of a very
robust and active temperament, still advanced age
had made some iuroads already upon his former
vigor and incessantlaborious career; honce,when,
after the erection of Louisiana into a State gov.
ernment, his functions as delegate had ceased, and
lhe had resolved to cone home to New Orleans, in
order to put lhis private and commercial affairs in
a proper train of liquidation, sickness and death
surprised him--s!lortly after peace had been re-
established, if we mistake not. Now, when this
event took place, at his residence, at the forks of
the Bayou Road and Gentilly, many of his old
friends--suech as Mons. Dassuan Dc la Croix, of
whom already we Ihave made mention as being the
successor in the contract for enlarging the Canal
Carondelet; Messrs. Chew and Roll; also, a close
neighbor; old Mr. Baron Boisfontaine; Mons.
Bellchasse, and others-were present.

A will or testament was found and approved by
the Probate Court, in which Messrs. Chew and
Relf were named the executors, and the mother of
the deceased Daniel Clark, instituted sole heir,
who was then living in Philadelphia. But soon
after this transaction another will or testament,
also an olographic one, or of the own handwriting
of the deceased, Daniel Clark, came to light, in
which the above named Dassuan De la Croix,
Baron Boisfontaine and M. Bellchasse were de-
clared executors, and his natural daughter Myra
Clark, tlen with her grandmother in Philadelphia,

eclared sole heir and possessor of his estates.
Now, when these conflicting claims arose before
the courts some sort of a compromise was entered
into, no doubt, for part of this estate was actually
sold and alienated to pay the debts of the succes-
sion. But a greater portion of the remaining pro-
peryies became, as it were, a waif or abaudoned
sort of public domain.

Hence our reader can form an idea hoew it was
that such a fine and splendid buildiog is the resi-
Lience of Daniel Clark once prese. ied, l wilh the
beautiful gardens, orchardse , 11 w,.r parterre,
kiosks, etc., all went to ruin. Often i lhve stood
