No subject is disosseo d here with such vivaolty
as President Johnson' message; and especially, of
course, that part of it w ich expresses Iis views
and policy in the matter of republican institutions
in America, ond Europren Ionterention upon that
oentinent. Does that, or doesft not, refer to
Mexico and Maxmuilian's empire? Does it indi-
cate, or does it not, an intention at some future
time to treat the new Empire as such an
intervention by an European power-establishing
a monarchy oil the retalns of a republic--ao will
call uion the United States to •pt an end to it in
the interest of republicanism? Most French peo-
ple accept the docmneut as a proclamation not
only of peaceable intentions, but of absolute in-
dilference to the ftore of Mexico. They take Mr.
Joenson's declaration as a simple statement that the
government of the Usrted States will always de-
tend its own form of goernment, within its own
borders, against any attack upon it by European
power ; which, they say, is perfectly fair, though
needless to alnoo nce, inasmuch no European
power, that they knew of, meditates any assault
upon republicanism in mthe United Statce.
Others, however, supposing, not unnaturally,

that the President would scarcely give himscelf
the trouble to declare so solemnly that the United
States is prepared to defend itself from aggression
(a thing which is a matter of course,) violently
suspect that hie means, in an equivocanl sort of
way, to claima protectorate over all American
republics, and to intimate, though not directly nor
very cleat ly, that the Austro-Fr ech establishitinet
in Mexico must some day be taken up by the
roots.

Others still have a third theory on the subject.
It is this : That Mr. Johnson has expressed him
self in that sonewhat enigmatical manner chiefly
to satisfy public opinion in his own country, in
order, one the one hand, to please thie party
which desires peace and rest and material re-
cuperation after the war, and, on the other, to
keep hold ot the Monroe doctrine by dubious ex-
pressions which may hereafter be interpreted as
the interests of the couutry and party exigencita
may require. This view of the cae intplies that
the President, feeling himselt obliged to have cer-
tain paragraphs in ais message touching upon w te
knotty question, has successfully practiced Ithe art
of uttering a good many words,andl putting them
grammatically into sentences, and saying nothing.

The tast of the three interpretations may turn
aout.to be not quite destitute of foundation. There

is, however, mostu uquestionably, some uneasi-
ness among the official people here; the Liberals
or Republicans of this country openly declare
their wish that Mexico and Maximilian were left to
themselves, and the French forces withdrawn; in
which case the mcpire would not stand a month.
But then these Republicans have the habit of at-
tacking everything the government does, and of
wishing for the things most opposite to that which
the government wishes. Probably the govern-
ment of the empire will soon resolve upon taking
one of two courses in the matter of Mexico; tite
one to withdraw all French soldiers and Maximilian
with them--the other to reinforce the army in
Mexico largely, and prepare to imake good the
empire against all opposition. If war arise out of
this affair, it will not be confined to Mexico.

There has been some little disturbance among
the students of Paris on account of tie acaodemt-
cal authorities having deprived seven young men
of their right to take degrees. These youngsters
had attended some sort of a "eonvention

' 
at

Liege, in Belgium, and had poured forth some
blarney about the black flag, and the red flag,
and their determination to live no longer as
slaves, etc. The rigmarole was printed it Bel-
gian newspapers, and having attracted some at-
tention, the Univerity authorities tfelt called upon
to notice it by expulsion from tie classes. Com-
motion, of course, in the Latin quarters. One
of the Faculty, a Professor Tardieu, had refused
to concur in the severe measure.

There is, however, a powerful, and I think, a
gerowing Republican party in this country, al-
though the Enmperor is rising in personal popu-
larity.

Here was a Socratic death-bed--(a
mistake, this last allusion, for Socrates sacriiced
a cock to Esculonpiusi)-and, as for the great merit
of dying without religitus consolation, the Liberals
fiorgot to advert to the fact that dogs die so.

the intense interest excited in Europe by tihe death
of King Leopold, of tIlelgimo; It is because Leo-
pold was tile moust successful practitioner of the
trade of King i moodern times. Beginning with a
small capital of high German blood, he has allied
himself as son-in-awv and father-in-lawv wiith all the
greatest royal houses lie has been a Kinig himself
for five and thirty years, amassing a vast lortune
all the while, and ihas now died a millionaire. That
family seems to lhave a wonderful aptitude for the
royal business. How exemplary a King wRas Leo-
pold I How illustrious a Prince consort was Albert!
Leopold always professed himself a perfect Bel-
gian, and as to Prince Albert, was he not thcb
sodel of an Englishman? A Coburg is always

ready to reign aoywhere-if the situation be
eligible ; has no objection to town or country, and
is willing to make himselfgenerally useful. Greece,

Snow, is too small a concern, is too far away from
Paris oand London, and does not affbrd the best
chances of first-rate royal marriages. Leopoll,
therefore, had to decline to reign over Greece ; but
when Belgium offered, he thought it might suit.

WiLt. no Do IT?- In the year of Rome 557, T.
Quinctius Flamiiuos, Consul, having overthrown
Philip of Macedon at the battle of Cynoncephalme,
in Thessaly, compelled him to a termination of the
war atnd a surrender of all dominion over the Gre-
cian States.

At the celebration of the Isthurian games. the
following decree or proclamation was announced .

"The Roman Senate and S. T. Quinctius, impera-
tor, conquerors of Philip and the Macedonians, re-
establish in the enjoyment of their liberty, their
laws and privileges, the Corinthians, the P'hocians,
the Locrians, the island of Euboca, the Magnete•.
the Thessalians, the Perrhmebi and the Achians of
Phthiotis."

Unexpected by the Grecians, who regarded the
result of the war as merely involvinog a clhange of
masters, when the herold had pronounced the
words, they could not believe it until it had been a
second time proclaimed to the multitude. 'Then
the assembly was overcome with joy, and lost in
surprise and admiration at the lnoaouimiity of the
Rolllans and of the Consul Flamiutio, who was
present, and was at once almost overwhelmed
with demonstrations of thanki and gratitude.

Let Andrew Johnson proclaim :
" The people of the United States and Andrew

Johnson, President, conquerors of Jeff. Davis and
the Confederate armies, re-establish in the enjoy-
ment of liberty, their laws and privileges, the
people of Maryland, Virginia, Kentucky, Miosouri,
Arkansas, Louisiana, Texas, Mississippi, Tennessee,
Alabama, Florida, Georgia, North Carolina and
South Carolina."

Then, as with the Grecians, will the people of
tihe South he touched with tie grandeur of the
act, and Andrew Johnson will live as the Flami-
nius of their history. And as the grand stroke of
statesmanship which liberated Greece gave two-
fold strength to Roman arms and power, and led
directly o to te conquest of Asia, andlto her do-
miniioh for centulris ias mistress ofjhie world, so
would a general proclamation of amnesty, liber-
ating the ieople if the South, snaltcrably tix the
destinies of America. If history is philosophy
teaching by ecxalnple tle present, surely, is an o,-
iportceily which should not be lost in denimo.-I stratig that other truth, so olten quoted and veri-

tied, that history also repeats iteltl'.
