cotton for the last two years, and the natural con•
sequence is that everybody ano his wife is going
to plant cotton this year-othing but cotton. it
is characteristi of the Anerncan people to have
a hobby, and ride that hobby ntil they r! r it
into the ground." The, last ear he produced
remarkable crop for this section of the country,
bet alt will remember.-.one better than the cot-
ton cultivators-that mqyiea time during the esdn
the crop was trembling, in the balance, and it was
extremely dophbtful wrish.would kick the beam,
success or failure. tas wet .wethier produced an
extraordinary grawtjlfweed,spd a remarkably
fCjranble fall brought it all to maturity... Such,a
season as the past ill •at happen qotener than
once in ten years. The questioanaturallU arises,
is it good policy-Is It safe to 'go it blind" on
cotton nett year? Old settlers who have cultivo-
ted a smell "patch" of cotton for home une for
the past thirty or forty years say that the crop
will be slim if not an entire failure, as often as one
in three years. ' The deduction is very plain.

We have no desire to discourage the cultivation
of cotton-on tih contrary, we think it ought to
be one of our staple crops, but not the sole one,
Had cotton failed the last easop,,bankruptcy
and ruin would have been upoi our people. Ac-
cording to prfqsent uppearaqueee whvmr there was
one acre planted last season there will be at least
five-acres planted next season. ' Should the erop
be a failure it will require no '"' second Daniel to
come to judkrtfent" to tell what the result
will be.
Tobacco comes as near tobeing a sure crop In
gypt as anythIng' planted,' and our farmers have
heretofore thought it a profitable crop at a price
ranging aayghere, from ive ti stencents. This
crop seems to have been left entirely out of sight
since the cotton mania set in. The principal tb-
bacco regions of the UietedStates have,prdeged
next to nothing the last four years, and the old
stock on hand is nearly exhausted. We learn
from reliable pources that in Kentucky, Virginia
and Missouri very-little will be planted the coming
season, thus leaving a rich harvest to be reaped
by those who, by the exercise of a little common
sense shall decide to divide their land and labor
between cotton and tobacco; Weventure thb pr6-
diction that tobacco will yield twice as much proit
per acre as oetton nextyear inEgypt. We ex-
pect, and hope that every one will do lust as he
pleases in this matter, but should any one happen
to " see it" i the light that we do, we believe he
will hbve reason to rejecoice at t one year from this
time.
