freemen ; therefore, we hate Northerners.

"1,esolved, That abolitionists are very bad things ;
therefbre, we hate them and mean to hale them
to our dying day.

"Resolved, That as we cannot fight we will take
it out in hating intensely.

"'Resolved, That copies of the above resolutions
be inscribed on the hearts of all true Southerners,
to be hadled down as legacies to future genera-
tions, until time shall be no more."

This was all very fine. It was undoubtedly a
great satisfaction to hate so delightfully. The
men swallowed all the oaths required, then walked
the streets with heads high in air, feeling perfectly
justified in hating anybody. The ladies, on sight
of a blue coat, turned up their noses in the most 1
charming fashion imaginable.

The spirit of the Northern press in regard to the o
recent interview between the President and the
negroes will be found interesting. The New York h
Express says h

It is a long while since the colored people had so ,
much good advice given them by one who is on-
doubtedly ther friend; and if they are wise, they n
will not be slow to accept it, in tie same spirit in
whichit was tendered. The President, in a few n
well directed sentences, disabused their minds of
the fatal hallucination that the recent war was un-
dertaken for the abolition of slavery-and that v
equally fatal hallucination, that negro suffrage is v
the panacea for tile evils incident to their existing
condition in the social scale. These people were t
given to understand, in short, that a great deal had
been done for them, at immense cost by the Gov-
ernment and the people-Aand that it became them, I
under the circumstances not to be clamorous for
more. That speech will do good. It was emi-
nently opportune. The President deserves, and
will receive, for it the thanks of every lover of his
country, and of his race.

The radicals, of course, think differently. Ac-
cording to the Tribune:

As itturns out, telegrams, dispatches, etc., have
told as nothing but untruths. Prim is still in Cata-
lonia, which is devoted to him as one man. The
Countess of Reuss, his wife, who is in Madrid, H
hourly receives telegrams from him. As regards
the prisoners of Braganza, they are nowhere to
be found. It is thought they have taken refuge in It
the neighbothood of Sedazos.

Private correspondence informs us that Prim is T.
not in Portugal. He had, it is said, given the
command of his troops to his bosom friend and m
first lieutenant colonel, Milano del Bosk. Where
canhe be? If the ministry knows, it takes care not B
to tell. If it knows nothing, it will perhaps learn
sooner than iflikes. to

En resume, the situation in Spain, instead of
getting better, gets worse and worse every day, D
and even worse within the past week. The revo-
lution which seemed to be at an end, seems, on p
the contrary, to be only beginning. O'Donnell,
whose moderation was so mach praised, is now 8,
trying to see what shooting to death will do. al
The only chance of success for the pronuncia-

melo is in holding out until the partisans of Prim
can have time to raise the standard of revolution
all over the country. The insurrection which A
began at Franjuez has now lasted a month, and
there is, perhaps, a likelihood of O' )onnell's gov-
ernment being overthrown.
Gen. Zavola, Lord High Admiral, has just ar lii

N ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE LEASE OF Ta NW CANAL.

SEC•O•N I. Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the State of Louisi-
ana, in General Assembly convened, That the
canal belonging to the Canal and Banking Com-
pany, and constructed under the charter of said
company, incorporated March 0th, 1831, situated,
lying and being in the parishes of Orleans and
Jefferson, together with all the rights, property,
privileges and nses,:in any way belonging and
appertaining thereto, or claimed by said company
under said act of incorporation, and which, by
virtue of said act, reverts to the State on the 5th
day of March,-1866, be, and the same is, hereby
ordered to be leased for a term of years not to
exceed fifteen, nor less than five years ; Provided,
however, that nothing in this act shall be so con-
strued as to have the effect of releasing the Canal
and Banking Company from the obligation of re-
turning the property herein described in the good
order and condition provided for in their charter.

SEC. 2. Be it further enacied, etc., That it shall
be the duty of the Governor, immediately after
the passage of this act, to cause to be advertised
in one or more newspapers of the city of New
Orleans, for the period of twenty days, that the
said canal, with all the rights and privileges ap-
pertainingthereto or claimed, and now enjoyed by
the Canal and Banking Company under its char-
ter-except sixty feet immediately adjoining Cy-
press Grove and Greenwood Cemeteries, towards
the canal, which is hereby reserved by the State
of Louisiana, for the use of the Firemen's Charit-
able Association of the city of New Orleans, is
offered for lease as set forth in the first section of
this act, and to call for sealed proposals for the 6
lease of the same; Provided, that the lessee
shall be required to make the repairs described by
specifications and plan in the report of the State
Engineer to the Governor, dated January 18th,
1866, which shall be made part of the lease; that
he will also be required to keep the canal, shell
road and all other property in good working order
and condition, as is providedf by the charter of the
canal company; that the cost of the repairs to the -
extent of sixty-eight thousand dollars shall be
allowed to the lessee, in three equal amounts, to
be deducted, one-third each year from the annual
rent; that the repairs and improvements provided
by this section, shall be made subject to the appro- I
vAl of the StateEngineer; Provided further, that
itbe made a condition of the lease, that the lessee
shall permit the culverts now receiving the waters
of the Second Drainage District to remain open.

Bsc. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That at
the expiration of the time allowed for such adver-
tisement, the Governor shall accept such proposal
as he may deem the most advantageous to the
State, and forthwith submit the same, with his ap-
proval, to the Senate in Executive session for their
approval, and if approved by the Senate, said
property shall be put in the form of a contract
between the State, represented by the Governor,
and the lessee:; Provided, however, that all the
proposals for the lease of said canal, which have
not been accepted, shall be open to the inspection
of the members of the Senate; Provided, that
upon the opening of such proposals, if the Gov-
ernor and Senate shall decide that none of the
proposals are advantageous to the State, the Gov-
ernor and"Senate are hereby authorized awd em-
powered to readvertise the same for the space of
thirty days in the newspapers the Governor may
select in the city of New Orleans; And provided
stillfurther, that in case the Governor is not satis-
fled with the proposals to be received under the
second advertisement, he is hereby authorized and
empowered, if the Senate be adjourned, to lease
the same after twenty days' public notice to the
person or persons who will offer the most for the
said canal for twelve months.

Sac. 4. Be itfurther enacted, etc., That all pro-
posals for the lease of the said canal shall be
accompanied by the names of the sureties, and
the amount of security required shall not be for
an amount less than one year's rent; and the les-
see shall be bound to keep the canal in good order
and to comply witb all the obligations to the State
and to the public, required of the Canal and Bank-
ing Company by its charter, for the working and
preservation of said canal, under the penalty of
a forfeiture of the lease, for the violation of the
same.

Be it further en eted, etc., That the
Governor is hereby authorized and required to take
immediately after the fith day of March, 1866, such

cover from the Canal and Banking Company any
