A HEROnc HUnrsBa.-Lord St. Maur, second son
sof the Duke of Somerset, lately died in India, in

It then attacked him, when
drawing a sheathed stalking knife, his lordship
thrust it into the bear, inflicting a mortal wound,
In the scuffle, however, they had both appreached
a precipice over which they together fell.

His presence of mind didnot
forsake him, and he wrote with a pencil on the
sheath of his knife (having no other appliances) to
his fellow sportsmen, informing them of his condi-
tion. They having arrived, a great difficulty was
experienced as to removing him from the ravine
into which he had fallen. Amputation ofa leg was
resolved upon, to which the sufferer submitted he-
roically. He soon, however, began to sink from
the combined effects of the operation and the
shook his system had sustained and died.

JEFFiRSON DAVIS AND CoNoRn8s.-Among the
latest reports on the subject of which the heading
ef this paragraph is pertinent, the following ap-
pears :

The President on Friday transmitted to the
nouse of Representatives communications from

the Secretary of War and the Attorney General,
in reply to a resolution requesting him. if not in-
compatible with the public interest, to furnish any
report or reports made by the Judge Advocate
General, or any other officer of the government,
as to the grounds, facts or accusations upon which
JefersonDavis, Clement C. Clay, Jr., Stephen R.
Mallory and David L. Yules, or either of them, ars
held in confinement.

The Attorney General says to the President:
"Sundry reports of the facts which go to show
that Jefferson Davis and other rebelshave been

uilty of high crimes have been made to you, as
the chief executive officer in the government.
Most of the evidence on which they are based
was obtained e porte, without notice to the ac-
cused; and while they were in custody in military
prisons, their publication might wrong the govern-
ment, or the accnsed, or both. While I see that
much wrong may flow from the publication, I can-
not see that any good would come from it. In my
opinion public and private justice alike demand
that they should not be.made public."

The becretary of War says to the President:
"These reports were made for your own informs
tion, and contain abstracts of evidence and ez
parts proof in possessionof the Boreau of Military
Justice. Pending any action in respect to the
parties accused, the publication of the report is,
in my opinion, incompatible with the public in-
terest."

The President concurs in these opinions.

CeesansbsusN Hooren OPGns von Wanes Lay-
Tvn.-A Washington correspondent of the Roches-
ter Democrat, teolls the following:

I want to tell you a joke upon one of the best
men in the House. The Hon. Samuel Hooper, of

assachusetts, is well known for his ample fortune,
cultivation and large benevolence.
