No. 20.]
AN ACT

TO CONFIRM AND RATIFY THE APPOINTMENT OF

LEVEE COMMISSIONERS PROVISIONAL Y MADE YV
THE GOVERNOR OF THE STATE AND T@ CONTINUE
THEIR FUNCTIONS.

SECTION 1. Be it enacled by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the State of Louisi-
ana in General Assembly convened, That the
appointment by the Governor of the follolving per-
sons, to wit: William W. Pugh, E. E. Kittridge,
Tobias Gibson, W. S. Minor, F. L. Claiborne, A.
D. M. Haralson, A. T. Welch, W. D. Winter, N. W.
Pope, M. Goodrich, H. P. Morancy, Edward Spar-
row, J. V. Duralde, W. M. Wilson, W. S. Briscoe,
A. W. Walker, J. G. Osgood, It. C. Barrow, E.
Lawrence, Thomas B. Decker and T. B. Tre-
pagnier, provisionally to constitute a board of
levee commissioners, is hereby approved and
ratified.

SEC. 2. Be it 1frlther enacted, etc., That the
said board of levee commissioners are authorized

They shall have the
entire control and management of the levees let
out by them, with the powers to prescribe and
regulate the dimensions and specifications of the
levees to be built; they are authorized and em-
powered to appoint a secretary of the board and
such number of chief engineers and assistant
engineers, chain-carriers, and other officers as they
may deem requisite, and shall have the power to
fix the salaries and compensation of all persons
employed by them, provided that the amount of
the expenditures of the said board of levee com-
missioners, for rebuilding levees in this State, as
hereinbefore provided, shall not exceed the sum of
one million two hundred thousand dollars.
