In the Senate he would have been
aleader, in the council he was second to Seward.
He is now trying to degrade the highest judicial
position in the country by making it a stepping
otone to the Presidency, and any one who ap-
proaches the judge with a promise to support him
for the Presidency, is sure of having his request
granted. The marriage of his daughter to one of
the richest manufacturers in the country, Sprague,
of Rhode Island, was a grand political manmnvre,
but at the same time he has alienated many of his
old friends, and could hardly receive any support
for the grea.object of his ambition but the negro
vote.

AFFAIRS ON THE RIO GOANDE.

MATAronos, MEaxco, Feb. 15th, 1866.
All quiet along the Rio Grande. Though, "oft

in the stilly night," (if there be any truth in the
chat I hear,) at points along the river above and
below H. M. and B. B.-heroic Matamoros and
brave Brownsville-a wakeful and attentive ear
might hear sounds of muffled oars, etc., softly
transferring merchandise from Max's to Andy's
side. I am given to understand that the lawful
transfer of the same quantity of goods, at this
point, m daylight, would create considerable
noise and bustle. Therefore I hazard nothing in
stating that all is quiet along the Rio Grande. If
there is any one redeeming trait in smugglers, it
is their tender regard for the slumbers of those in
the vicinity of their operations.

We continue to receive garbled accounts
of disturbances and breaches of the peace
in the interior. I can scarcely look upon it as
war, after what has been seen in the United States
within the last four years. You know that, as a
general rule, each side claims the victory after a
meeting; therefore, you willnknow how to make
allowance for the reports I send you from this
place, which are, of course, Imperialist reports.

Garcia Fernande3, Liberal, met the Imperialists,
under Quiroga, at Pesqueria Grande, (for which
overhaul your map, and when found, stick a pin
there,) get the worst of it, and is now rusticating
among the mountains. These blasted mountains,
I believe, are the cause of most of the trouble in
Mexico. But foithem, the row might have been
settled long ago. I say is not from want of sym-
pathy with the Liberals, but because I believe
that the Empire is slowly but snrely establishing
itself; that the Liberals, or those of them who do
not turn bandits, will have to succumb in the end;
and that the trouble might as well be over now as
at any other time.

January 26th, a party af Liberals were worsted
fie leagues this side of Monterey. leaving forty
dead behind. Gen. Trevino, Liberal, was fortify.
tug passes in the Seralvo Mountains, twenty leagoes
from Mier, to impede the Imperialists, should they
take a notion to pass that way.

Canales and Escobedo, Liberals, operating near-
est this place, change base so often, that it is
hardly worth while to mention their last wherea-
bouts.

Latest advices from Monterey at this writing,
are to the 7th inst.

An Imperial force, 2000 strong, under Colonel
Lopez, had reached that city. On their way
there, at San Salvador, they were opposed by the
Liberals, under Martinez and Macias. The latter
wererouted after a short and brisk engagement.
This force of 2000 is said to be the advance of an
army of 10,000, under General Douay, whose er-
rand is to settle up matters in this quarter of
Mexico. I may add that this is cheering news to
the 'proprietors of plethoric storehouses in H.
Matamoros.

Canales asking the towns of Camargo, Mier and
Guerrero, to lend him some money, they mad6 him
up a little purse of $40,000. It is probable that
C. nsed a little moral suasion in this matter.

We have been entertained with various reports
of Canales being after Cortina with a sharp stick-
Juan Cortina, whom both Imperialists and Liberals
agree in'denouncing as an incorrigible and unpar-

present, according to public
report, anales is encamped somewhere on the
Monterey road, and Cortina smoking cigarettes at
his rancho onthe Texas side of the Rio Grande,
fifteen or twenty miles above BrOwnsville.

Cortina's four guns-a rifled piece, two smooth-
bores and a howitzer, all light pieces--were
brought into Brownsville a few days since, by U.
S. scouts, who found them concealed in the chap-
paral nine miles above the town.

The present garrison of Bagdad consists of 250
Austrians and 50 Mexicans. A late report is that
transports were about to leave Vera Cruz with
1000 troops for Bagdad, and that a butcher of this
vicinity has been contracted with to furnish daily
1000 rations of beef at that town. This, in con-
nection with another report that the army of 10,000
on its way to Montarey, or a good portion thereof,
is to come on to this place, gives great cheer to
the people of this section of country; who, though
not Liberal to hurt nor Imperial to kill, prefer
peace and commerce to patriotism and warfare.

To show how easily sensation stories are set
afloat in this region, Iwill mention that last Satur-
day night there was a great firing of pistols and
popping of other fireworks in this city, not far
from my lodgings. I heard the noise, and though
not knowing the meaning of it, could easily tell it
was some sort of a jollification. It proved to be a
cherivari, in honor of a widow and widower who
hadgone into holy bonds. Well, the noise of this
Mexican " shiveree " being heard over in Browns.
ville, originated a report that the Liberals were
again attacking HeMatamoros !

Within the last week two men have been killed
in nocturnal brawls in this town-the first occur-
rences of this kind that have happened in Mata-
moros for some time. One was a Mexican police-
man, who, shooting at and missing a contra-guer-
riula, or American cavalryman in Mexican service,
received his quietus from the latter's knife.

On the Brownsville side there is not much to
report. The United States troops are gradually
beingpaid off and mustered out. Outrages by
United States soldiers have lately been of frequent
occurrence. I cannot give a better picture of the
state of affairs in Brownsville than bf appending
a few items, clipped from the Rio Grands Courier,
published there :

A few evenings ago a lieutenant of the 116th
was assaulted onthe MarketSquare by six or seven
men in umfuors, his revolver taken from him and
placed against his head, his pocket rifled of all he
had, pocket book, watch, etc., under threat of be-
ing shot if he moved; lead some distance below
town, his shoulder straps cut off of his coat, and
left to his meditationa. We did not state the affair
at the time, upon request, the parties supposed
guilty being under the surveillance of the detective;
but tIis carried so far that we cannot refrain from
publishing the andacity of those miscreants. A
gentleman, whom it Is aelesasto mention, received
atetter in which he is threatened os he values his
life to keep hs mouth shut, informing him thatan
officers influence cannot prevent him from being
shot, or words to that effect.

"Sergeant Jas. Miles, 7th Vermont Veteran Vol-
unteers, in charge of the patrol, reports that at a
fandango, held in the suburbs of the city, he found
several soldiers of the 77th Ohio Volunteers, with
out passes; that he attempted to arrest them and
bring them to jail, when he was assaulted with
brick bats, knocked down and beaten by them in
the discharge of his duty. He further states that
the guards under his charge, instead of arresting
the offenders, allowed them to escape.

"Evening before last, two men on horseback

were charging through the streets of the city,
soreaming nud tiring or' their revolvers, thereby
creating a breach of the peace. His honor the
mayor, ws o is held responsible by the military aa-
thorities for the good order of the town; went in
company with a policeman to atreet the parties.
He fond the horses in front of a coilbehouse, the
parties having dismounted. The mayor waiteda
sow moments, when a soldier came to untie the
horse. ius honor thenr asked him who he was, re-
marking that iis duty required of him to have him
arrested for furious riding throsgh the town,tdis

-

torbisg the peace, and firing his revolver, thereby
endangering the lives of citizens, and requested
Lient. Potter, who is in charge of the military
prison, to keep him inarrest for violation of orders
from headquarters, as well as city ordinances. Au
officer of the United States army then stepped up
and said, ' he would not permit the man to be ar-
rested ; he was his ordrrly, and any man who at'
tempted to arrest him would have to do with him.
His onor the mayor then said to the officer, ' Sir,
1 am mayor of this city, and am expected to keep
the town in peace and order. I find your orderly
violating city ordinances, and have requested the
officer is charge of the military prison to detain
him.' But or officer ' didnu't care who the mayor
was and would not let his man be locked up; ho
would himself arrest the mayor and take him prii
soner to his camp I'

" So much for military assistance.
'God, savs me fmom my fdnigdl'

We-are requested to state in relation to the
above, that Lieut. Potter, at the mayor's request,
did not arrest the above mentioned soldier, as he
(the mayor) did not wish to have any difficulty
with the officer."

The steamer Montezuma, of the Mexicad side,
on her way up to this place, stink, a few night
ago, having on board a cargo worth t00,000. It
is likely most of the freight will be saved in adam-
aged condition.

The mayor of Brownsville no longer allows any
balls or fandangos to take place, and the military
patrols make everybody that they meet in the
dark, after a certain hour, give an account of
themselves. All is dark in Brownsville after sun-
down. for the streets are not lighted. It is the
largest place to be without street lamps that my
travels have yet disclosed to me.
Last Tuesday night I was not without a thought

of what was going on just then in New Orleans-
the Mardi-gras hals, Msstick Krewe, and jollifica-
tions generally. But I did not regret it. There,
next morning, I might have had to stay abed with
a miseryin the head; here, I hadn't. The only
celebration of the day that I heard of or saw in
Matamoros, was by a solitary masker who went
around among the coffeehouses at night-a well
known old bummer, and an Englishman at that.
In closing this letter, I must acknowledge cour-

testes and favors shown to me, as your correspond-
ent, by the editors of the Ranchero in this city, the
editors of the Courier in Brownsville, and the gen-
tlemen of the Adams Express office in Browns-
ville.

We are now having a most dismal and unmiti-
gated "norther," some idea of which I will en-
deavor to give in another letter, when said norther
adjourns this being the first norther of my expe-
rience. i have written the last part of this letter
with my gloves on. 0. 0.

SUPREME COURT OF LOUISIANA.
CONDENSED DECISIONS,

Widow de St. Romes vs. Lourdes & Chaissagnac.
Appeal from the Sixth District Court of New Or-
leans. On the slt of October, 1859, defendants
leased of the plaintiff a house on Chartres street,
for one year, rent $1200, payable monthly. The
lease stipulated that if neither party gave written
notice one month prior to the expiration of the

lease, it ws to be in fall force as if renewed
yearly. On the 10ath of April, 1803, defendants
being indebted to plaintiff $1000 for ten months'
rent, ail having paids100, she agreed to accept
two notes for $.50 each, of three and five months,
from the Ist of April, 1863, in full of all claims, to
28th February, t163, and they executed likewise a
note for $110 attllrve months, to be voidif the others
were paid, and it was farther stipulated that
the rent for March should be paid at tile
signing of the agreement, and that of the fol-
lowing months, before the 8th of each month.
On these conditions the plaintiff redueed the
rent to $70 per month, stipulatong that the failure
to comply with ny part of the above agreement
would render The whole null. Plaintiff having in
vain applied for payment for April and Maoy 1863,
fell back on her original contract and brought
suit. Defendants admit the agreement and non-
payment, and sany they were unable to do so, and
says that plaintiff had not offered to return their
notes. Judgnent was rendered by the lower
court in contormity with the original ease. The
second agreement was a conditional one, and de.
fendants having failed to comply with the obli-
gations, the original contract again took effect.
The tender of the notes wado not think was neces-
sary, and as theyfare filed In cout subject to their
control, that is all that can be required. Judg-
ment affirmed. J. H. Ilsley, judge.

S. Friedlander vu. ,O. L. Cushing. Appeal from
Second District Court of New Orleans. Defend-
ant has appealed from a judgment condeTnning
him to pay $640 rent of premises from June td
November, 1862, and complains there was error in
allowing rent for the whole of October, as the
evidence shows that plaintiff consented for sim to
vacate the premises, which he says are shown to
have been untenantable. Plaintiff took a bill of
exceptions to the introduction of any evidence
going to show a diminutionof the amount claimed,
on the ground that it was inadmissible under the
gencral issue. This objection was well taken, but
does net apply to evidence to prove plaintiff's on-

sent to quit the premises. Plaintiff alleged that
defendant removed without his consent. No legal
objection was urged to the introduction of evi-
dence upon this point, which we think establishes
the consent. olefendant left the promises on the
12thof October. Ordered thatjadgmentof lower
court be reversed, and plaintiff recover of defend
ant $550 and all costs in the lower court. Plaintiff
to pay cost of appeal. R. K. Howell, jadge.

Joseph Bruiu vs. Davis &Jackson. Appeal from
Second District Court of New Orleans. Plantiff
claims of defendants $1t07 upon a draft dated 13th
December, 1859, drawn by A. h. iobertson, and
accepted by kdefentants. iThe defense is that
said draft was given for the price of a slave sold
by plaintiff to Robertson, and that the slave hav-
iag proved to be a runaway and a thief, Robert
son offered to return the slave and refused to put
defendants in funds, and they prayed that Robert-
son be made a party to the suit. The case was
submitted to a jury, who found a verdict or plain
tiff; judgment was rendered accordingly, and de-
fendants appeal. The evidence shows that he ran
away twice from Robertson in June, 1860, and in
October, 1860. The fact of the slave ranningaway
more than two months after the sale did not raise
the presumption that he was in the habit
of running away anterior to the sale. Statute of
1836, page 7. It is then incumbent on th defense
to show that he was a runaway previous to the
sale. The only testimony on this point is the
statement of B. F. Barrett, of Blbile, who says
he owned the boy Jerry for five years, and en one
occasion he ran awanylfrom where he was hired,
and came to Mobile, where his wife resided, and
was absent only for a few days. Under article
2505 C. C., the slave islconsidereot as being in the
habit of running away when lie shall have ab.
sented himself trom his master's house twice for
several days, or once for more than a month. We
are of opinion thatdefendants have failed to show
that the vice of running away existed in the slave
before the sale. Judgment affirmed. Z. La-
bauve judge.

Kearney, Blo o. vs. Arthur Hauche. Appeal
from Second District of New Orleans. The plain-
tiff had a claim of $1400 against Ball& Shell of
Mississippi, and seized some machinery belonging
to them. B. and S. came to New Orleans and
agreed to sell the maclanery to Hauche for $1300.
Plainliffs forther reoree.nt that Hauche agreed to
pay them 0100, to Ball & Shell $200, the balance
to plaintiff when the machinery was brought to
New Orleans, They produce a witness, their
clerk at the the, who says that the following
agreement was made verbally : Mr. Hauche pays
us $100 and Mr. Ball $200 on account for $1300
machinery sold him, the ha!ance. $100, to be paid
to us--by us, meaning K•uany, Blois & Co. Wit-
ness put the argument it writing; thinks it was
drawn up whiie the partics were present and read
over, but was. not positive; knew no-
thing of a sefzure. In the cross-examiu-
ation witness rays: I do not renmember what
ifr. Hauche said in relation to the contract.

He was not called upon to sign tile agreement.
I don't think either party was called on for thi.t
purpose. We can perceive nothing in this testi-
mony or the record to show that Hauche was made
aware of any indebtedness by Ball & Shell to
plaintiffs, or with any claim of theirs on the ma-
chinery, and he might well have supposed that
plaintiffs were merely the agents of uBall, who sold
the machinery. Had they intended to secure their
claim through tHauche, they should have had it
implicitly understood that Hauche became their
debtfr, and he would not then have paid the bal-
ance to Ball. We deem the evidence insufficient
to charge defendant with this debt, as the law is
well settled that a party seeking to recover must
make his case certain. Old & Fee, 8 31, 14, 455.
Turnbull vs. Martin, X M, 419, etc. Judgment of
lower court reversed, and judgmeut rendered in
favor of defendant. J. H. Ilsley, Judge.

Texas Intelllience.

On the evening mentioned, about dark, two men
came to the house of John R. Catterton, some four
or five miles below Round Rock, on rs creek,
and asked for something to cat, the
time about eating their tU r Ir. C ttertonstated in rep ad better go to some

aer places on the road, as there was no
per. on to cook but his wife. They insisted on at
least having some coffee. This was acquiesced in
by Mr. and Mrs. C.,and some supper wasprocured.
After supper the two men insisted on having their
horses fed, which was also agreed to on the Itart
of Mr. Catterton. They wished to see their horses
ted, and requested Mr. C. to accompany them to
the crib or stable. This Mr. Catterton declined,
and remained at the house with his family. While
the two men and a black boy were attending
to the horses, and as Mr. and Mrs. C. were
alone, the latter mentioned to Mr. C. that
those men acted very strangely, and, while they
were sitting in the house, freqaently casting their
eyes towards the door. Mr. and Mhs. C. thought
best for Mr. C. to put on his six-shooter, which he
did. He then took the child in his arms, and re-
mained in his chair until it was put to sleep, and
the men returned from the crib. In the meantime
a servant had been sent to Mr. Blair's to raise the
alarm. Two men came from Mr. Bilair's armed,
and on their arrival at Mr. C.'s house, found four
other men outside the door guarding the two rob-
bers within. The parties outside commenced firing
at each other, but no injury was done to either
party. The four men outside, on finding thelm-
selves attacked, called to the two within to kiltMr.
C., which they immediately did by shooting him
tlhrough the head and body. As the men pointed
t'lcir pistols at Mr. C., his wife used every endeavor
to prevent them from killing her husband by trying
to excite their sympathy, but they told her in a
rough manner to desist or they would kill her.

While the two men were seated with Mr. C. in
the house, one of them told him that hle had been
watching him for two or three years, and that he
knew he had money, for lie had seen hlis receive
two thousand dollars in gold at Browsville. Shortly
after this they both rose to their leet, and ordered
him to surrender. Catterton replied,
