Atihe close of the meeting the-procession was
formed, and proceeded to the open space in front
of the north portico of the Executive mansion.

A special dispatch to the Cincinnati Gazette, an
intensely radical paper, says :

- B epubllean Caenus.
The caucus of the Republican members of Con-

gress held to-night at the Capitol, after a full inter-
change of opinions on the state of public affairs,
and after appointing an Executive Committee of
one from each State having a Union representa
tion in Congress, whose duty it should be to ap-
point a sub-committee of seven to circulate in-
formation as to public affairs, parted in excellent
feeling. The discussion, while it indicated a dis-
position to treat the President with all proper
kindness, betrayed no symptoms of a surrender of
rinciples nor any of the rights of the legislative|,ranch• of the government.

RladIel Meetlna at Nuashvlle.
A special to the Cincinnati Gazette tells of a

great radical meeting at Nashville on the 23d.
The principal speaker was Wm. B. Stokes. Ac-
cording to the account in the Gazette,

He pronounced in favor of the franchise bill
now before that body, and called upon the Union
party, by all the blood of all Tennessee's Union
martyrs to stand firm and establish on a sure
foundation the prinoipleas of the bill. He said the
eyes of the nation are fixed on Tennessee, and all
the loyal people of the North and of the land are
praying toheaven their success, and will stand
by them in their heroic struggle to keep their
State from the hands of traitors. In reference to
the convention he said it showed its love for the
Union by saying not one word in praise of the
people and soldiers whose blood and sacrifices
saved the Unon. They did not even say one
word of compliment to Jen. Thomas, whose skill
and genius saved Nashville from the foe. [Here
the entire audience rose to their feet and gave
three cheers for Gen. Thomas.]

He said that a resolution was handed into the
convention to-day, demanding the release and par-
don of Jeff. Davis; but in the name of loyalty, and
patriotism, and of God himself, he said the people
would demand the trial and execution of the arch
traitor Davis, that treason might be made forever
odious.

In conclusion he exhorted the Union men to
stand to their guns, and not yield one inch to
traitors.
