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Senate.

Pursuant to adjournment from yesterday, the
Senate met at noon to-day, the Heon. Victor Burthe
presiding.

On the roll being called twenty-one members
responded.

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Dr. Walker.
The journal of yesterday's proceedings was read

and approved.
The following Senators were present during the

proceedings :
Messrs. Abney, Anderson, Armstrong, Brownlee,

Brusld, Burthe, Campbell, Cooley, Duvigneaud,
Ellis, Fellowes, Foute, Gibson, Gordon, Hough,
Kavanagh, Kenner, Lapeyre, Lott, Mohan, Mun-
day, Nelson, Newton of Jackson, Newton of More-
house, Palfrey, Purcell, Scruggs, Taylor, Welch
ahd Wilcoxon.

[After the Executive session closed yesterday,
IMr. Kenner called up the act in relation to exemp-
tion froms State, parish and city taxes for the years
1862, '63, '64. On that Senator's motion, it was
amended so as to include the year 1865. It was
then carried throughits various stages and passed.
As it is a measure of much importance and inter-
est, we subjoin it at length:

Sec. 1. Be it enacted, etc., That where
lands, houses, or any real estate whatever,
situated in any parish, town or city in this State,
shall have been taken possession of by the civil or
military authorities of the United States, without
the consent of the owner thereof, during the years
1862, 1803 and 1864, no State, parish, municipal or
city taxes for said years shall be collected, nor the
payment thereof enforced by the State, parish,
municipal corporation or city, where the same are
situated, for or on account of said lands, houses or
real estate, for the period during which the owner
was dispossessed or deprived of the use and con-
trol of the same, and tihe said lands, houses and
real estate so taken possession of, shall, for the
period aforesail, be exempt from the pay.
ment of said taxes; Provided, the owner has
received no compensation from the gov-
ernment of the United States, or any of its author-
ities, for the use of his properly aforesaid: And
procided further, that where the deprivation of
the use of the said lands, houses and real estate
shall not have cortinued for a longer period than
three mionths, during any one year, sunch owner
shall not tor surht year be entitled to the benefits
of this act: A nd prov ided further, that any owner
of such lands, houses and real estate, embraced
witllhin the plrovisions of this act, who may have
paid his taxes prior to its passage, shall be re-
funded th taxes so paid by hil by the State,
parish or city, as the case may be, on due proof
rthereof,under siuch regulations as may be prescribed
by the Auditor and Treasurer, so far as State taxes
are concerned, and under such regulations as may
be prescribed by the parish, municipal or city
authorities, so far as parish, municipal or city
taxes are concerned, and in case the parish, mu-
nicilpal or city nathoriires shall fail for thie period
of four months after the passage of this act to
prescribe regulations, then such owner shall be
authorized to offer his receipt for such taxes as an
offset against any future State, parish or city taxes,
upon taking oath before any justice of the peace.
stating the facts of the case urnder oath, and that
he has received no compensation for the use of
said property. And if any person shall make any
false statement under this act under oath, lie shall
be liable to tie pains and penalties of ierjory, as
prescribed by law, and this act shall take ettect
from and afterits passage."]

Mr. Foutes presented a memorial in relation to
the payment for paving the streets and banquettes
of the city, praying that the city should pay at
least one-third of the expense thereof, instead of
the citlzens In front of wihose premises the work
is done being required, as at present, to pay the
whole. Under the old law, the city paid a pro-
portion of the expense, as it is adjudged only fair
it should, because the streets and pavements are
of at least as much use and advantage to the gen-
eral public as to the individual property owners
standing opposite them. The Senator moved that
the memorial be referred to a select committee of
three from the city delegation.

The motion was agreed to, and the President
nominated Mdessrs. Foute, Purcell and Kavanagh
the committee.

Mr. Brusld, from the Committee on Enrollments,
presented the bill providing for parish and district
elections as correctly enrolled.
Mr. Munday presented a report from the Com-

mittee on Claims. On the petition of Antonio
Marero, of tile parish of St. Bernard, it stated
that the law already covers the ground sought to
be covered on behalf of the petitioner. On the
hill for the relief of Benjamin Ray, it stated that
the committee were unable to report, as there
were six members present and a tie vote. On the
bill for the relief of Josiah Reems, it stated that
there was no evidence to show whether an amend-
ment attached to the bill had had any action taken
on it in the Hlouse of Representatives, and the bill
called for one thing, the amendment foe

r 
another.

On the petition of the widow Dufilho, Jr., the com-
mittee reported favorably by substitute.
Mr. Abney presented a petition from the Com-

mittee on Parochial Aflfirs, in relation to the non-
exemp:ion of the town of Houma from parish
taxes, unfavorable. On the bill to grant certain
ferry privileges to Mr. Itodges, in the parish of
Caddo, the coummittee reported favorably by sub-
stitute.

Mr. Gibson, in relation to the report of the com-
mittee on the subject of the lon-exemption of the
town of' Htoupa from parish taxes, said he regret-
ted to differ from his colleague in the other House,
from which this act comes. tIe was not able to
see any good reason for exempting the people of
the town of Houma from burthens which should be
general. He knew of no public calamity which
they have suffered, which was not common to all.
The resolution which accompanied the act was ir-
regular, without due authentication and without
date, but evidently made when the country was in
a very different condition from what it is now. lie
was very sure that the present police jury of the
parish of Terrebonne would not sanction a measure
of this sort, and so believing, he felt bound to
withhold his support to the act above referred to,

Mr. Armstrong presented a report from the
select committee on the bill to organize the su-
preme court and to fix the terms thereof. It re-
commended the sobstitution of Natchitoches for
Alexandria, and the striking out elsewhere of
Natchitoches and Avoyelles.

Mr. Davigneaud presented a bill to amend an
act relative to contracts made by women, ap-
proved March 15, 1855. It was read a first and
seednd time and referred to the Judiciary.

Mr. Duvigneaut called up the bill for the relief
-of P. Lambert, and on his motion it was read and
referred to the Committee on Claims.

Mr. Gibson said that in consequence of the pas-
sage of an act relating to parish and district elee-
tions a day or two ago, it had been found neces-
sary to introduce obe for the election of police
juries in the various parishes of the State. The
bill was carried through its various stages, adopted
and sent to the HIouse.
Mr. Kenner presented an act for the relief of tive

late lessees of the penitentiary. It was read ansreferred to the Committee on Claims.
Mr. Lott called up the bill for the relief of pur-chasers of sixteenth sections. It was read and

referred to the eommittee on Pablic Education.
Mr. Kenner, from the Committee on Finance,

presaatgda report favorable with amendments on
She billto refund the payment of costs, interest
andte'harges onState, parish and muoicibal taxestor 1861-2-3-1. On motion of- the Senator the-ill was taken up. The first amendment was to

strike out the words " of like character" in con-
bection with taxes and licences. The bill, the

Senator stated, does not contemplate any remis-
sion of taxes, but merely of the costs and so forth
added to them during the war. He thought this
only just consideration. The striking out of the
words as proposedonly made the meaning of the
clause plainer. The amendment was agreed to.

The second amendment was a proviso that the
costs, etc., should be refunded by the State,
parish, or municipality, to whom they had been
paid. Itwas agreed to.

Mr. Kenner moved an additional section provid-
ing that the bill shall take effect from and after
its passage. It was agreed to.

Then the bill as amended was adopted and sent
to the House.

On motion of Mr. Kavanagh, leave of absence
was granted to Mr. Bell on account of sickness in
his family.

Mr. Lott called up the bill to authorize the board
of levee commissioners for the levee district of
Madison and Carroll to issue bonds in settlement
of accrued interest on bonds already held, and to
agree with the holders for the postponement of
the payment of the said bonds. The bill authori-
zes the issue of not more than $125,000 worth of
the bonds for the purposes of the bill.

Mr. Abney, at the request of Mr. Ellis, called up
the bill for the better protection of the assured
citizens of the State of Louisiana.

Mr. Newton of Morehouse called up the bill to
incorporate the town of Monroe. It was carried
tlhrough its various stages, passed, and sent to the
other house.

A message was received from the House of Re-
presentatives through Mr.. Maxwell, Chief Clerk,
announcing that the House had concurred in the
act to provide for the payment of the contingent
expel sei of hb General Assembly, and asked the
President's signature to it. It also asked the sig-
nature of the President to the act to change the
name of Brownson Ker to John Brownson Ker. It
announced that the Speaker had signed the bill for
the election of parish and district officers. And it
asked concurrence in the resolution of the
House for a joint committee toinquire into the ful
filment of the terms of the charter of the gas
company.

On motion of Mr. Palfrey, the resolution for the
payment of salary due to F. P. Labarre for fifteen
days. was adopted.

A •communication received from the Execu-
tive Department was laid before the Senate an-
nouncing that the Governor had signed the joint
resolutions expressive of the sense of the legis-
ture of the course of the President.

Mr. Gordon introduced an act to amend article
904 of the Code of Practice. Referred to the
Judiciary Committee.

On motion of Mr. Brusld, the bill for the relief
of certain State assessors, was taken up, carried
through its various stages and passed.

On motion of Mr. Munday, the bills for the relief
of William and Wade Hampton were respectively
adopted and sent to the HIuuse.

On motion of Mr. Wilcoxon, the bill to confer
addition powers on clerks of district courts out-
side of New 'Orleans, was taken up, carried
through its various stages and adopted.

A motion by Dr. Scruggs to take up the bill to
tax druggists and apothecaries, was negatived on
the grounds that the subject was being considered
in a general measure.

Mr. Duvigneaud called up the act relative to
juries in New Orleans, and after some discussion
it was carried through its various stages passed,
and sent to the other House.

A message from the House of Representatives
was received through Mr. Maxwell, Chlicf Clerk,
announcing concurrence of the House in a num-
ber of bills as reported In the proceedings thereof.

On motion of Mr. Lott, the amendments of the
louse to the seizure and sale or fierifacias bill
were concurred in.

Mr. Muoday introduced a bill relative to juries
in New Orleans. Referred to the Judiciary Com-
mittee.

On motion of Mr. Lott, the resolution in refer-
ence to the calling of a national convention, to
consider amendments to the Constitution of the I
United States of America, was Wtade the order of
the day for Thursday next.

Mr. Brusl6, from the Committee on Enrollments,
reported the seizure and sale or fieri facias bill
correctly enrolled.

Then the Senate adjourned to Monday, March 5,
1866.

Hloase of Representatives.
The House came to order at 12 M., Mr. Elam,

Speaker pro tem., presiding.
[in our report of the discussion on Thursday, on

the bill for the relief of the free banks whose se-
curities are in possession of the Federal govern-
meut, Mr. Jonas was erroneously represented as
stating that the bill had been approved by the
Senate Judiciary Committee, and passed unani-
mously by the Senate. The bills referred to by
Mir. Jonas, as having this recommendation, were
the bills to remit taxes on properties held by the
Federal authorities during the war, and to return
to those who had paid taxes the costs and charges
which had accumulated, and Mr. Jonas quoted the
passage of these measures to show that nothin
was asked for the banks in question more than had
already been granted to private citizens, who, like
the banks, were embarrassed by having been de-
prived of the possession or use of their property.]

Mr. DeLabarre rose to a question of privilege,
and adverting to remarks made by Mr. Bruslo , in
the Senate, complaining that bills came from the
HIouse with amendments tacked on in such a man-
ner as to lead to confusion, said the remarks in
question reflected upon the Enrolling Committee
of the House, the enrolling clerks, and even the
IIouse itself. At a subsequent stage of the pro-
ceedings, Mr. Del.abarre was allowed to spread
his explanation, m1 justification of the Enrolling
Committee, on the mioutes.

The Chair remarked that no blame could attach
to the Enrolling Committee or its clerks. The
complaint made in the Senate was not, however,
without reason, and was caused by the departure
of the IIouse itself from parliamentary usage. In
theory, at least, every bill passed by the House
was supposed to be engrossed and sent to the
Senate as it had passed, but instead of that being
done members desirous of having theirbills through
both houses speedily, were in the habit of moving
that bills be sent to the Senate immediately, and
thus they went before the Senate without engross-
meant and with amendments on separate pieces of
paper, tacked- on loosely, causing the confusion
complained of.

McQuade for the purchase of the picture, but the
resolution was not acted upon.

A resolution, offered by Mr. Kent, was adopted4
granting the use of the hall, on Tuesday night
next, to Dr. Jafes George, for d lecture on phre-
nology for the benefit of disabled soldiers.

Mr. Gates, from the Committee &n Railroads,
presented a resolution, which was adopted, di-
s eating the Attorney-General to attend to the inter-
eso: of the State in the Vicksburg, Shreveport and
' exoS Railroad, which is about to be involved in a

litigatlon growing out of its sale by the sherisT ofOuachit.e pariah lately, under a judicial order, to
certain parties for $50,000.

Mr. Willia;eson presented a memorial from themayor and triestees' of the town of Shreveport,
praying to be relieved from parish taxation, in

consequence of the heavy municipal bnr.ens the
people have to bear, and asking authority to pur-
chase a e for a pest-house and hospital, and an
appropriation of $20,000 to assist in building the
institution. Referred to Committee on Charitable
Institutions.

REPORTS OF COaaIwaree.
Mr.'Simonds, in behalf of the Judiciary Com-

mittee, reported favorably on the following bills :
1. Relative to the prescription of actions.
2. For the relief of James M.Pinnegar and John

McLean.
And unfavorably on the following bills :

Mr. McEnery, from the Committee on Internal

praisements for sales under execution, so as to re-
quire properties so sold to bring the full amount
of appraisement, then came up as the order of the
day on its third reading.

Mr. Gates addressed the House in favor of the
bill. He felt a deep interest in its passage, know-
ing its necessity. It was not ordinary poverty
that was to be dealt with in many cases, but abso-
lute want of bread. The constitutional objec-
tions raised he did not regard as well founded.
The bill simply provided that property should
bring its appraised value. The right of the cred-
itor to prosecute to judgment and seizure was un-
questionable, but there his right ended, and be-
yond that it was competent to protect the debtor.
The appraisement was neither a right nor aremedy
of the creditor. It was a protection thrown
around the debtor. Mr. G. could not comprehend
how gentlemen reconciled their opposition to this
measure and their support of the bank relief bill,
in a constitutional view. Gentlemen argued the
appraisement bill was a suspension of the laws
for the collection of debts, but much more clearly
and directly was the bank bill a suspension of the
laws for the collection of debts against banks. It
was proposed to suspend the law of 1955, which
gave the bill holder the right to seize and sell the
property of a bank refusing to pay its notes. The
proposition was to deprive this bill holder of his
right and his remedy. Banks were in law persons.
IHow was it more unconstitutional to suspend the
laws as to a private individual, than to suspend
them as to a private corporation? Both had put
their names to paper, and both were in precisely
the same category in law. But admitting a doubt-
ful constitutionality, let the distressed debtor have
that which was allowed the criminal at the bar-
the benefit of the doubt. The agriculturist was
the source of all wealth. It was his industry that
built up this city, and it behooved a wise people
to assist and encourage and not crush him.

Mr. McConnell confessed himself in a dilemma
as to the course to parsue in regard to this bill.
Some phases in which the question pre-
sented itself demanded a circumspect vote. His
mind was clear as to the constitutionality of the
measure, and for that reason would fail to afford
the relief anticipated. Although he believed it
would be injurious to New Orleans in causing
capital to shun the State, he could not ignore the
argument that the vote of the city representatives
was unduly influenced by sectional feeling. The
imputation was not just, and he would wish the
minds of gentlemen from the country disabused
of it. As he was informed by those gentlemen,
the distress was great and general among their
constituents. Valuable plantations would be sold
for little, in many instances to pay debts for
negroes emancipated by the war; and as gentle-
men were willing to take the bill with its constitu-
tional doubt, he confessed himself in doubt as to
how he should vote. This was one of a series of
bills all having the same end in view-the post-
ponBment of the payment of debts; and, he sup-
posed, unless a more conciliatory spirit prevailed,
all would be passed. One of those bills provided
for a suspension of tihe article of the Code of
Practice on executory powers. That certainly
could not be done. He would suggest, therefore,
that the subject be recommitted, to allow the
Judiciary Committee to prepare a measure free
from constitutional objections.

Mr. Scanlon could notaneede to the proposition
to concedehis constitutional objection, or asit was
termed "doubt." He had no doubt himself of
the unconstitutionality of the bill, and were he to
sacrifice his constitutional convictions, he sho•ld
deem himself unworthy of American citizenselp.
Mr. S. quoted a judicial decision, in a case wltch
he argued was analagous to the present to sliow
that the bill was clearly in violation of the claose
of the Federal Constitution relative to tile obliga.
tions of contracts. tIe had taken an oath to seip-
port that Constitution as well as the Constitution of
the State, and that oath was with him sacred. If
any measure oferelief could be devised, void of mig-
constitutionality, he would cheerfully support it,
but he would leave to Northern fanatics and radi;
cals, exclusively, disregard of the fundacmental ia*
of the Union, and keep the people of the South,
innocent of disrespect to that instrument to which
they were looking for the protection of their
rights.

Mr. Fenner would not discuss the bill but de-
sired to say a few words to its friends. A bill had
passed the Senate and was with the HIouse, chang-
ing the law relative to forced surrenders. They also
had a homestead bill on its progress, and step by
step they were going farther and farther to im-
pair credit. If gentlemen were content with thlese
and would stop here, would not press other kind-
red measures to amend the Code of Practice he
would compromise by voting for the bill under con-
sideration.

Mr. Elam, Mr. Stille in the chair, moved the pre-
vious question, which was concurred in, the bill on
its third reading.

And the previous question having been ordered,
the bill passed-yeas 52, nays 20.

Mr. Walker moved a reconsideration.
On motion of Mr. Montgomery, that motion waS

laid on the table.
The bill was then returned to the Senate.

One of the amendments, which .was proposed by
Mr. Elam, and adopted, struck from the bill a sec-
tion providing that the cession of property by the
debtor should operate as a discharge.

This, Mr. Elam argued, would be, in effect, a
bankrupt law-a law which the Congress of the
United States only was competent to enact.

On motion of Mr. Blackman, the Senate bill for
the relief of the State Seminary of Learning and
Military Academy, at Alexandria, was taken up,
and was under oonsiderationwhen the House ad-
journed.
