r praintl` by Stoe .t

The pressman-in-chief of the Evening News

office came into the editorial room for a few min-
ntes, just now-having been an editor himself
once, he likes nothing better than a pile of fresh
exchange papers-and remarked on going out that
he must look after the prees of his-he keeps two
or three excellent ones always going, or ready for
the steam to be turned on-as it had to make
11,000 additional revolutions before it stopped for
the day.
This incidental remark of the pressman, which

he uttered while he held in his teeth a venerable
ipe filled with the genuine periqe--he lived in
Louisiana for a time before the war, and of course
thinks the only kind of tobacco fit for a gentleman
to smoke is perique--ha set us a-thinking of the
wonderful improvements that have been made in
the printing press within the last half a century. If
Dr. Franklin could "revisit the glimpses of the
moon" to-day, and see one of Hoe's cylinder
presses in operation, inking the type, placing the
sheets to receive the impression, and then piling
them up when printed, he would look upan his
whole career as a printer in the light of a miser
able failure. The press on which he printed his
paper in Philadelphia was made of wood--mst
probably of mahogany. It took him a day orso
to strike off one edition of his little weekly, wisch
could hardly have consisted of more than -1000
copies, each about the size of a sheet of ordinary
foolscap. He inked his type with two large balls
made of sheep skin and stuffed with wool. The
whole operation was wretchedly slow, if Poor
Riehardhad only kaown it; buthe didn't know it,
tar then, as now, everything was fast or slow by
comparison only, and there were no comparisons
turning up in that line to render themselves odious.
Under the circumstances, he would have been
perfectly justiiable in feeling as sorry for Faust
and Guttenberg as the printer or pressman of to
day does for him.
Long after Benjamin Franklin left this world,

printing presses precisely like isn were still used,
and that, too, for printing daily papers, and if they
they were not thought to be the ne plus ultra of
that sort of mechanism, the world at large was
not aware of the fact. Some forty years ago, the
two political parties in North Alabama were head-
ed by the Winstons and the Footes. The most
prominent and influnential among the latter was a
young gentleman destined to become a United

tates senator, the governor of a neighboring
State, a member of the Confederate Congress,
and the anthor of "War of the Rebellion; or
Sceylla and Charybdis." Political times were brisk
in North Alabama at that period, and young Foote
thought thataprinting press at Tuscumbia mightbe
madean instrument of mnuch goodto hisparty. Be-
sides, like many other men at hIis time of life, he had
an ambition to become an editor. He accordinlgly
went or sent to Newv York or Philadelphia, a•l
had a press brought out. The name of the news-
paper printed upon it has long since been forgot-
ten, hbut the press itself, which was made chiefly
of wood, and was not materially different in con-
struction from the one hsed by Ben. Franklin, still
stands in the office of the North Alabamian, at
Tuscambia, or did a few years ago, at which time
it was made to turn out as neat a specimen of job
work as you would care to see. We may add that
Mr. Foote's recollections of his editorial career
can hardly be the most pleasant of his life, for
although that career was very brief, lasting hbut
three or four months, it saw him involved, as lie
once told the writer of these hasty paragraphs, in
half a dozen fights, and he quit the profession in
dingast. Bat all this by the way.
The 29th of November, 1814, will be ever memo-

rable in the annals of the art preservative as the
day on which the first newspaper was printed by
steam. That paper was the London Times, of
which John Walter, the son of the founder of that
journal and the father of its present proprietor,
was the manager. He had an idea that something
better than the hand-press could be made, and
was more than willing to encourage every inven-tion in this line. And thus it came about that the
puower of steam was brought into requisition and a
mighty revolution in the art of book and newspa.
per making was inaugurated. An ingenious
printer named Konig had invented a press to go
by steam, and in 181d Mr. Walter consented to test
Its value. But such was the hostility of the press-
men in the Times office to all such inventions, that it
was necessary to make the experiment in an adjoin-
ing building. The patentee and his assistant
worked qnietly for several months, getting their
muachinery ready for the final test. The night of
the 29th af November, 1814, was one of much anx-
iety to Mr. Walter, for his pressmen had threatened
violence to auy one whose inventions should throw
them out of employment.
It was about six o'clock in the morning when

Mr. Walter went into the press room, and aston-
ished its occupants by telling them that the Times
was already printed by steam; that if they at-
tempted any violence,there was a force ready to
suppress it;i but thatif they were peaceable, their
wages should be continued till employment could
be' procured. He then rave them copies of that
morning's Times, and they had the pleasure of
reading the following announcement in its columns:

"The reader of this morning's Times holds in
his hands one of the many thousand impressions
of the Times newspaper, which were taken of
last night by a mechanical apparatus. A system
of machinery, almost organic, has been devised
and arranged, which, while it relieves the hunmanI
frame of its most laborious efforts, far exceeds all
human power in rapidity and dispatch.

"After placing the form upon the press, little
more remains for man to do than to watch the un-
conscious motions and keep it supplied with pa-
der.

Itself places the form, inks it, adjusts the pa-
per to the newly inked type, stamps the sheet, and
gives it forth to the hands of the attendant, at the
same time withdrawing the form for a fresh coat
of ink, which itself distributes to meet the eusuing
sheel now advancing for impression: and the
whole of these complicated motions are perform-
ed with such a velocity of movement that no less
than 1100 shoeets are impressed in an hour."
The pressman of any popular daily newspaper I

af to-day would look upon Mr. Walter's " system
of machinery" as a miserably slow coanch, if he I
were compelled to ran it; hbt fifty years ago it
wasjustly considered wonderfully fast, for the
lightning presses now in use were then undreampt0 in the philosonahv of tche craft.

A most ingenious, daring and successful scheme

of robbery, by which a well-known firm of Wash-
ington City, Messrs. Hoghes, Denver & Peck,
together with other interested parties, Gen. Davis,
of New York city, and ItR. C. Williams, were swin-
died out of $20,000, at the Southern Hotel, in this
city, two months since, was brought to light on
Wednesday by the arrest of Henry S. Metcalfe, a
well-known stock dealer of Paris, Illinois, a bro-
ther of one of the alleged swindlers, who was ar-
rested on suspicion of complicity with the robbers,
and brought to this city and afterwards released
on bail by Judge Primm, Capt. J. C. Daggett, of
the Dry Dock Company, becoming security for
him in the sum of $10,000. The details ot the
swindle are related to us by parties coguinzaut of
the facts in the case as follows:

Some three months ago, two young men from
Edgar county, Illinois, who had served for a time
in the Union army, Geo. Allen and L. RIt. Metcalfe,
hit upn a grand cotton swindling scheme, in the
developuent of which Allen visited Washington,
where he figured as a discharged rebel colonel
seeking his pardon. He called upon Messrs.
Hughes, Denver A Peck, attorneys and lawyers,
and engaged them to use their inlluence with Pre-
sident Johnson and work thi pardon through for
him. The President read all his forged letters and
papers, concluded that he was a thoroughly re
pentant rebel, and signed his pardon. Allen then
informed Messrs. Hughes, Denver A Peck that he
would not forget their servies. He said that in
addition to his five plantations on the Red River,
he had three thousand bales of cotton on storage
near Little Rock, and that he would give thlem a
chance to make something handsome on the cot-
ton; he would let them have the three thousand
bales at twenty cents per pound, or about half the
price.

They told him they would consult with their
partners a ion the cotton trade-Gen. Davis
and Mr. Williams-and asked him to let
the matter stand for a time. 'He promised
to wait on them, and on leaving Wash-
ington City, directed them to negotiate with him
at St. Louis. Allen then returned to this city, and
put up at the Southern Hotel, awaiting "dis.
patches." In a short time a dispatch came, which
was answered by his confederate, Metcalfo, who
telegraphed him that Allen was oil' on a pleasre
excursion, and that he would notify them of his
return, at the' same time assuring them that his
cotton was still in the market, and they wonud have
no difficulty in regard to making a fair bargain
with hinm. In the course of a week Meteoalfe tele-
graphed them as Allen's agent or private secre-
tary, and stated that Allen had returned, and that
he had authorized him to say that they could have
the cotton at twenty cents. Two or three days
alterwards, Judge John C. Walker, of Washington
City, arrived here witlh power of attorney from
Hnghes, Denver & Peck, to pnrchase the cotton
for them, he himself to have a sixth interest in the
profits.

The Judge found Allen at'the Southern Hotel, and
concluded that as they had a matter of souch im.
portance to talk about, it woula be as well for
them just to take a room together for convenience
sake. Allen was willing, and they accordingly
took rooms together at the Southern, each en-
deavoring to excel the other in genial hospitality,
and that kind of open hearted generosity which
vents itself in small matters, such as cigars, cham-
pagne, etc. After two or three days spent in tele-
graphing backwards and forwards from Washing.
regton, Judge Walker received a dispatch advising
him to advance twenty thousand dollars on the cot-
ton to close the bargain, and to draw on them for
the'amount. The Judge accordingly paid over tihe
sum of twenty thousand dollars, and they were to
leave in the course of two or three days for Little
Rock, the Judge to take along with them the sum
of $150,000, or cash enough to pay for the cotton
on its delivery into his possession. Allen and Met-
calfe having received the money, left at once for
Paris, Edgar couety, Illinois, where they core-
pletely surprised the natives by the amount of
treasure they displayed. It is alleged that upon
the day of reaching P'aris, they took linto their
confidence a third party, to whom they offered
the sum of $10,000 in cash to accompany them to
Little Rock with Judge Walker, with a view to
getting possession of the $150,000 he was to take
with him.

The young man understood them as hinting that
it would be necessary to murder the jodge--wvho,
they stated, was a notorious rebel-and he de-
clined to accompany them. The young man then
went to the sheriff of Edgar county and informed
him of the plot. The sheriff at once came to St.
Loues and informed Judge Walker of what he had
learned. The judge but an hour or two after re-ceiving the warning, and learning that thle men
he hadbeen dealing with were swindlers, and that
they had conceived the idea of murdering him,
came face to face with Allen at the desk of the
Southern Hotel. He had not, however, the cour-
age to arrest Allen, but ran into the street and
hunted for a policeman. Upon entering the hotel
again, Allen and his confederate had taken the
hint of danger and fled. It was afterwards dis-
covered that they left the city the same afternoon
for Canada. Nothing has since been heard of
either of them.
The arrest of Metcalfe's brother at Paris. on

Wednesday, was made at the request, we believe,
of Mr. Williams, of Kentucky, one of the losers by
the swindle, and who has been on a visit of a
week or two in this city, having left for home yes-
terdayafternoon. Henry S. Metchalfe is a young
man in excellent standing in Edgar county, and
htas made a fortune of his own in government con-
tracts, and itis diflicultto conceive that he was
guilty of any complicity with his brother and his
brother's confederate in their wicked enterprises.
le is respectably connected in this city and his
f'riends vouch for his character. lIe had no dif-
ficulty in procuring the amount of bail required
by Judge Primm. He will appear before the
:Criminal Court upon the coming term, when he
will probably be tried upon whatever charges
there may be against him.
