The men whosee
names appear on my pay roll a mechanics I will alow to
work a may ho as thy please ; if they choose to work ten
hours or eight they an do so, and I will he perfectly atifed
But as I have several contracts to fill at prices that willnot
permit me to py more for material and labor than I have
been paying, I cannot voluntarily pay the same wages for
eight horts work a I have been paying for ten.
In my opinion, if the eight hour system be walversally

adopted through the country, the embarreament to employers
and manufaturers can only be temporary, ad as the employee
isto receive the benefit of the new system, it is but just that
they should be s lenient possible. th

The question of labor and remuneration constitute a subIct
whichhaa long merited more consideration than it has re-
eives in onsequence of which it is little understood. The
eapaeity of man for labor depends upon his energy and nfuds-
try, and dei su th naue of the wor If the laborbein- b
tensely physical his capacity will be precisely like that of a
machine, the rapidity of his work and the number of hours he
will work each day will he that which weil give the greatest
duration at theleest expense. If the labor be a combination
ofmental and physical, his capacity is governed toa greater (E
bxtent by his industry and energy, but is neverthelest menss
red by the same rule The riter does not propose to hazard
an opinion as to weheter eight or ten haors be the proper
deration of a day's labor, but proposes to test the question
on the above mentioned plan. The remuneration for labor is
something that cannot be controlled by any combinatioa
Labor is a merchantable article, and its value is governed by
the supply and demand and if by local interference it be in-
itted above its value, the demand win be reduced, and the
supply will becme greater than the demand, and a correspond-
ing reduction in value must follow.

No combination of vendors could control the profits that they N
should net in their sales, for they are but laborers in their par.
ticular line, and their services, like those of the field hand and
mechalni, are governed in value by the great law of nature,

supply and demand.
I wod, therefore, advise, in all sincerity, that the eight

hoer ays tm eted by the mechanics, submitting for the
present to a eorreepondog reduction in wages, and if the sys-
ambeecoree t itewin certainly be suecesful, and theremu-
eeatie will regulate itself. There is no neessity for any n-

pleaset feelinge between the employers and employees'; on
the cJtrary, the best feelhng should prevail Nothig should
bedone in hate or bad temper, nd the result be satlsfactory i
toeall ncerned.
