'The following biographical sketch of and tribute

tq our late fellow-citizen, Uon. Isaac E, Morse, is
written by hi classmate when at Harvard College,
Pr, oliver Wendell Holmes:
,The lion. Isaac Edward Horse, formerly Attorney

general ot the State of Louisiann and member of
the 25th and 29th Congrees of the United States,
ed of pneumonia, after a short illness, at his
anoe in New Orleans, on Sunday, the 11th day of
jrebruary, in the 57th year of hi age.
re. Morse was one of the class which graduated
Harvard College in 1029. Though he was the

pt 1n 1point of time whose name was added to the
ol of its members, he left an impress upon the
iemcry of his classmates as distinctive, as lasting,
n pleasant to recall, as that of any among those
-ho pasoed the whole four years together.

He was born at Attakapas, Louisiana, first went
to school in New Orlean, afterwards in Now Jer-
uy, and stll later joined tile military academy at
iorwich, Vermont, under the direction of Captain
artridge. He removed with the school and its
i-tuctor to Middletown, Connecticut, and in the

ltunmn of 182t entered the senior class of Harvard
olege.
Here he at once arrested attention by those
driking qualities which distinguished him front all
hi companions. His advent brought a new son.
ltion to the little world of the University. He
hod seen more of life in its varied aspects than any
if his new associates. To the liveliest of dispos i
fones e joined a maturity of thought which madehim seem older than his coivals. None of them
can ever forget the impression he produced by his
hbounding humor, his shrewdness, his stories, his
extraordinary freedom with old as well as young.

to told in many an anecdote which pleased the
ubre venerable subjects of hisgood-natured famil

bltly di well as their juniors. He was so natural,
io overllowing with life, so irrelrepressible, had so
much tact. such confidence in his taming powers,
t no age or station was proof against his easy
olloqtial advances. He never offended, becaaoe

freedom was not a cloak for rudeness, but
other the expression of an open nature.with more

e•the true democratic instinct than was commonly
fond in the young gentlemen of that day. Be.
neatl his inanit gaily was, a basis of strong een.

clti one whiohhe neverhesitated to avow. Through
ulfhis cuowledge of the world it was easy to read
the imlulseh o a generous and loving heart.
His talk was various and entertaiing, and his

,eabiolary was like a new language in lts force and
freshness. He enriched thle college dialect with
words and phrases which become the cnrrent coin

f discoure in the gayer circles, and his quaint
compa. :ious were constantly borrowed by less
-bomg w::t to illominate their conversation. He
de'lghted. he captivated, he fascinated by these
gift aId graces, no that he wans weleome in all
Circhle. ao- it would have been hard to say
whether old or young, men or women, missed him
Boet wher he left them, feelng after a year's ac-
quatntance as it they had known him a life-time.
On leavicg college he carried with him the kind

regards of al. For a few years his classmates al-
most lost a;ght of him. He was engaged in the
setdy of law at New Orleans, and afterwards
trtveling in Europe, where the writer had the
pleasure of renewing his old college intimacy with
bia. On his return he soon emerged in political
life, as he had always promised his friends he
should dIt. tirst as a member of the State Senate.
then il tile Ciongress of the United States. He
whs in li., earlier time "a firm and consistent Jack-
son man," and ii s a democrat, strong in his be-
lief, bht never bitter in its expression. Htaving
failed of re-elve:tion after serving during two ces-
sions ao lieugroes, he received the appointment of
Attorny ileorri of his native State.

It wia u1•anuatural that he should follow the
fortcu:.e of L-riaisiaa in her secession from the
Union. lHe was a Southerner in all his feelings,
buhot, a lie aid in a letter dated May, I"tO, he
"knew sirmething of the good qualities of our
iortlce:1 people'," and of course lie never shared

in the wvlIeoa.e prejudices and einseless passions
which pl osoese1 io many of his sectione He wrote
more .oi sainess ttan in anger. aiid ia the tiidot of
the liii, . l y site he adilde-end ia old classmates
athe " b.ys of '2."
Nut n'oay days before his death lie was on the

.street ii. his usual health and spirits. The fatal
change ia a disease which had not seemed deadly
came on suddenly at last. He died tranquilly,
with hi- r, uoited family gathered around lini. The
pahilic rint of New Orleans contain intercsting
ibute. to his memory, speaking of him as among

the most eminent lawyers at the bar, conscienl-
tious in public duty, true and worthy in his p-ivate
relatio:ils, " a man whose filends were legion, and
who had no enemy."

The writer of this brief notice was requested by
those nearest and dearest to his beloved and la-
mented triend to make known his death to lsi
classmates. The simple announcement of the loss
they have suffered will awaken many grateful
mestmories and cause many fond regrets. Another

An intelligent farmer informs us that withliu an
