so doing this will be their sufficient warrant and 00
authority without further notice. O.

Said election to be conducted and returns thereof
to be made in all respects according to the provi-
sions of the Constitution and laws in sach cases
made and provided.

For the guidance and information of voters I
annex hereto the qualifications of voters as estab-
lished by law :

" Every white male who has attained the age ot
twenty-one years, and who has been a resident of
the State twelve months next preceding the olec-
tion, and the last three months thereof in the
parish in which he offers to vote, and who shall be
a citizen of the United States, shall have the right
of voting."

In addition to the foregoing qualification, every
elector is required to produce the amnesty oath
prescribed in the President's proclamation, either
of the 8th of December, 1863, or that of the 29th 3
of May, 1865, sworn to and subscribed by him
before competent authority. 0

"I do solemnly swear or affirm, in the presence aof Almighty God, that I will hereafter faithfully A
defend the Constitution of the United States and V
the Union of the States thereunder, and that I will,in like manner, abide by and faithfully support all Jlaws and proclamations which have been made 0
during the existing rebellion with reference to the Gemancipation of slaves. So help me God."

This oath is imperative on and after the 20th day
of May, 1865, and will be rigidly enforced. It will a
be understood, atthe same time, that those who G
are by any of the list of exceptions contained in the CG
excluded from'the benefits of this amnesty oath, Tiproclamation, will not be allowed to vote unlessspecially pardoned by the President.
