However, he invited the at-
tention of the city delegation to it. 1L might ap-
pear likely that the tendency of the bill would be
to reduse the revenues of the city from the mar-
kets; but with the licenses properly graduated,
he had no doubt the real effect would be to increase
them. The bill was not to take effect, the Senator
stated in reply to inquiry from Mr. Gordon, till
January, 11167, after the present leases of the mar-
kets had expired. It was carried through its va-
rious stages and passed.

Mr. Munday called up the bill to exempt the
property of the School of Medicine from State
taxes. It was carried through its various stages
and paused.

Mr. Prusio called up the bill to provide for the
excavating or otherwise making navigable during
the whole year Bayou Plaquemines and its outiets
to Grand Lake.

The
taxes for which the suits had been instituted had
been recovered, and the State ought therefore to
pay the constable his fees.

r.Muonday said that.his experience told him
thlt in all such casee as this, lawyers, sheriffs, con-
stoaint, and other such officers of the courts took
very gereat care to secure their fees when the
clainm~swere recovered; and it would appear
strange ;to him if it had not been done in this
case.
