A HORRIBLE AFFATO.

A shabort time since a Mr. Todd, residing on Bear
Creek, half a mile north west of Paris, Jennings
county, Indiana, eighteen miles from this city, soln
his little farm for three hundred and fifty dollars.
On Wednesday last, 7th instant, at the hcor of two
seo'lek in the afternoon. Mr. and Mrs. Todd, hav-
ing occasion to 'go out into the field for a short
time. left the children in the house together. There
were three of the children, aged respectively. two,
(ar and selxyse. The money, etc., was left io
the hose. Inhalf anho•r, however. they returned
and ware horrerstricken to find all three of the

hlldrena stretohed upon the floor as if in a dying
oonditios, and welteriag in their blood ! Imme-
diately giving the alarm t their searest neighhors,
itapread until the people of the entire vicinity
were oat in arms, on foot, and on horseback,
scouring the country in search of the hell-deser-
ing anther of the horrible crime.

The supposition is that the primary object of
the fiend in human shape was robbery, bht after
taking the money and such other valuables as bhe
wanted, he feared, perhaps, that the eldest child
might be a witness against him. and therefore de-
liberately knockedthem all three in the head. fr.
Hammel stopped at the house of mourning after
the occurrence. He says he found the children in
a horribly mangled condition, and the attendant
physician had given it as his opinion that neither
of them could recover.

ofibredthe following concurrent resolution in the
Senate yesterday, which was passed by a unani-
mous vote :

Whereas, The cost of the necessaries of life, of
food, clothing and rents, have increased double,
and in many cases triple, since the war of the re-
bellion began; and, whereas, the payof officers of
the navy-has been otherwise reduced by taxations
by aet of Congress and by Exeuontive orders, and
knowig that the salaries of naval officers are by
no means adeqnate to expenses which their posi-
tion in aociety at home and abroad require; since
the officers of the navy have no political represen-
tation in the country or in the government, and
since the nation can well afford to place this deser-
ving class of the country's defenders, whose record
ds one of heroic eelf-sacrfice and patriotic devo-
tion, above want or embarrassment; therefore,

Resolved, Thatthe Congress of the United States-be requested by us, as they have been requested

by the legislatures of other States, to increase the
salaries of naval officers to a point adequate to the
increased expenses of the times, as suggested by
their memorial now before Congress:

Resided, That a copy of this preamble and res-
olution be sent to' our Senators and Representa-
tives in Congress, with the request that they wilt
bring the just claims of the navy before Congress
as speedily as possible.
