State, in a lett to Mr. Sumner, details the facts
in the case of the murderer Martin Bader, recently
pardoced by the council of Baselaud, Switzerland,
on condition of his emigrating to this country. He
was under sentence of coniinementfortwenty-four

ears in chains. The United States consul, Mir.
Wilfe, at Basle, informed the council of BaslSeland
that the United States was not a colony for con-
victs and criminals, and that the pardoned mur-
derer wrould not be permitted to land in this coun-
try, hut would be returned to Switzerland at the
expense of those sending him hither.

A SOUTHERN POTMASTSER PAYS UP.
Mr. G. G. Lynch, a postmaster in North Caro-

lina, at the commencement of the rebellion, when
commounication between that State and the city of
Washington was first interrupted, had in his
possession between one and two hundred dollars
in coin belonging to the government, which he
buried for safety. Recently the Sixth Auditor of
the Treasury of the Postoffice Department was in-
formed by him of this fact, and that the money
was at the order of the proper officer. Adraft
has accordingly been drawn for the amount in
curresny.

PAYMENT OF PENSIONS IN N'eW YORK.
In consequence of the inconvenience and hard-

ship to which the present mode of paying pen-
sions at New York city is said to inflict upon
United States pensioners, the Secretary of the In-
terior has dispatched Mlr. George G. Whiting, of
his department, formerly Commissioner of Pen-
sions, to that city, with authority to investigate the
matter, and obtain such facts and information as
will enable the department to apply the corree-
rion.
TEO SEAMEN INDEMNITY RESOLUTION NOT PACSED.
Since the tntroduction of a resolution in the

Senate, a short time ago, with a view of providing
indemnity to all offoicers and seamen of the navy
for personal losses sustained while in active ser-
vice, the Fourth Auditor has been the recipient of
many letters from those who consider themselves
affected thereby, an erroneous impression pre-
vailing that the resolution has pounssed.

NWs W O PRO RSIDUST JsCAREZ.
Official news has been received by Snor tomero

from El Paso the seat of the Mexican govern-
ment, up to the 16th nit. President Juarez and
hkis government remained in nndisnputed possession
of NrthrnP Chihuahua. A French deserter, who
arrived t. IPaso, ireported that all the French
forces abandoned the city of Chihuahua on
the 6th.
