it a great favor if I would let the men proceed with the work,to whichl request 1 consented.

I cannot conceive how you can construe my action to a viola.
tion ofthebletter and spirit of-our agreement, since the Ime

night. regardless ofhours. In yelding to the emergency, my
opinion on thle subject, as expressed in a card which was readanl considerLed at your meeting, hL L undergone no change.. I
Lm still firm in my belief that tle subject of labor and remu-

neration is something that we cannot control, and we but illLsetie talent with which nature has endowed us, and our
stadard of common sLnse becomes inferior to animal LmLt nct,
whenwe presume to intertere with the laws of nature, by
which oaur every act is governed. Had you been as zealous inaLcertaLiningthe fact of my action, upon which you have ex-
pressed your extreme dissatisfactIn, you would have discov-

erod that some of your number who had no work of importancerhband, were aiding and encouraging the men In every way
possible to hold their ground, as the employers would be com-
pelled to yield; others, again, induced their men to return tork, and remain i the estLabliillshment ten hours pe day, out
